The following letter from Jno.
S. Kerr, vice President of the
Texas Nursery Company of
Sherman, and one of the best
known nurserymen, orchardists,
horticulturists and vinticulturists
in Texas, will be read with a rare
degree of interest, written as it
vas during the visit a few davs
ago:

Space would forbid the enum-

eration of the many varieties of |

these fine fruits that may be
profitably grown on the Plains.
I am impressed too, that every
farm home should have a timber
belt of two to ten acres of black
locust for the timber and for
windbreaks either planted solidly
on the north of the improve-
ments or in a hollow square
around the home grounds. No
more profitable or more attrac-
tive investment can be made on
the farm. Tree planting on the
Plains certainly comes
the great movement for the con-
servation of our natural resoure-
es.

Austin, June 15. — The court of
civil appeals in affirming the case
of D. H. Trentvs. J. H. Ran-
dolph from Mills county holds lo-
cal self-government is the inher-
ent right of the state alone.
