In addition to the valuable
saddles, a large quantity of feed
was consumed in the fire. About
1200 sacks of cottonseed cake
and several tons of cut alfalfa
and three tons of hay went up
in smoke. The fire continued to
burn in the feed through much
of Thursday night. Corrals and
sheds built under the sandstone
ledge west of the ranch head-
quarters, to approximately the
total length, were destroyed.
Some of the sheds and equip-
ment had been standing for 75
years, altho a flood in 1914
made necessary the replacement
of part of the equipment.

What do people die from
most? How many accidental
deaths were there in 1957? What
was the leading cause of death
in 1932?

These and other questions in-
volving vital statistics are ever
available from the Division of
Vital Statistics of the State
Health Department.

Most people look upon the
Division of Vital Statistics as
merely a place to obtain a copy
of a birth certificate for a new
job, or a copy of a death certifi-
cate for an inheritance.

This is true, but the division
offers many other services as

‘'well. Some are familiar; others

are unknown except to public
health workers.

Let’s take the first question:
Just what do people die from
most?

By careful compilation of
death statistics, listing cause of
death, place, conditions and oth-
er information, it is possible for
statisticians to determine what
diseases are Kkilling the most
people in Texas.

What value is this? It was just
fifty years ago that tuberculosis
was the leading cause of death.

Medical and public health of
ficials could see this frightening
fact and direct their activities
towards curbing the disease.

Year after year, employing
various methods for lessening
the occurrence and severity of
tuberculosis, the researchers’
only method of checking their
progress was by checking statis-
tical death records.

In this manner they were able
to discern which measures were
the most successful. Today, tu-
berculosis is no longer the lead-
ing killer it was.

Refined techniques are car-
ried on today with emphasis on
other diseases.

For instance, the M. D. Andér-
son Hospital and Tumor Clinic
uses death records to check on
past patients of the hospital. In
this way they hope to find out
how successful are certain meth-
ods of cure. The study is on a
continuous basis, and began sev-
eral years ago.

Similar studies can be ap-
plied to heart patients. Heart
and cancer diseases are the two
leading causes of death today.

“What Is Past Is Prologue”

Nearly four centuries ago the
above lines were written by
Shakespeare, and they are to-
day engraved on the National
Archives Building in Washing-
ton. Shakespeare knew, as have
many other learned men, that
there is no better way to under-
stand the present or to look
ahead into the future than to
take a backward glance at the
past.

The time of year surrounding
Thanksgiving, Christmas, and
the New Year (referred to by
some as the Holiday Season) has
always seemed to me to be a
time for reflection and of prep-
aration for the future. It is in-
teresting to do this on an annual
basis, and even more interest-
ing to compare the present with
various circumstances in the
past. The destiny of America,
always full of promise, has nev-

.er been more so than at the

present time. This statement is
justified when we compare cir-
cumstances today with those of
ten years ago.

You remember that 1948 was
the year of the Berlin Airlift,
the year when Mao Tse-tung and
other Communists were taking
over China, the year of the upset
victory of Harry Truman, the

- year in which Ghandi was mur-

dered, Babe Ruth died, and
Prince Charles was born. 1948
marked the introduction of
bebop as a successor to swing,
and the establishment of laun-
derettes in thousands of our
communities. Economically it
was a highly prosperous year.
Agricultural production, nation-
al income, personal income, and
wages were at an all-time high.
In fact, the production of crops
that year has not been exceeded
since, unless it occurs this year.
Life Expectancy Increases

In 1948 we had a total of 146,
000,000 people in this country.
Only recently the Census Bureau
announced we have passed the
175 million mark. By 1968 we
will almost certainly have well
over 200 million people in the
United States. This 20 per cent
population increase is due both
to a generally high birth rate
and a significant decline 'in
death rates. The average life ex-

epectancy at birth is now about

70 years — three years more
than it was a decade ago. The
decade’s medical advances in-
cluded the breakthrough in the

tiveness of antibiotic medicines
plus advances in surgery have
contributed measurably toward
reducing the average period of
hospitalization required per pa-
tient.

The period 1947-1957 saw the
increase from 4,821 million to
11,873 million kilowatt hours of
electric power distributed week-
ly. Total cars and trucks as-
sembled in 1947 averaged 92,200
per week and in 1957 138,500
per week. The huge interstate
highway system has been start-
ed. The St. Lawrence Seaway is
nearing completion. A new era
of air transportation is dawning
with the conversion of many of
our commercial air fleets to
turbo-jets.

We should not forget that our
rapid progress has been accom-
panied by ever-increasing de-
mands on the natural resources
of the nation. One vital raw
material where shortages are
threatening to become serious
in many areas is water. Not only
are we using more water direct-
ly as consumers, but industry’s
demands for water are stagger-
ing. It requires 300,000 gallons
of water to manufacture one ton
of rayon, and the rayon industry
in the United States manufac-
tures 600,000 a year. Conserva-
tion is necessary on many fronts,
in our forests, on our farms,
and in our mines.

Blotch On Economic Picture

In the picture of our economic
expansion, there is one blotch of
which we cannot be proud. I
speak of our farmers, whose
average annual net income per
farm has dropped from $3,483
in 1948 to $2,760. As you know,
it has long been my contention
this situation will produce soci-
ological factors as well as eco-
nomic problems.

Scientific advances have been
almost unfathomable. The devel-
opment in muclear energy,
electronics, chemistry — not to
mention the advent of the space
age, are truly astounding. It is
entirely within the realm of pos-
sibility that the next decade,
manned flight to the moon may

PRUSSIC ACID POSES
THREAT TO LIVESTOCK

The time is here when cattle
owners should be cautious when
allowing cattle to graze Johnson-
grass or sorghums, as frost
sometimes causes the plant to
be extremely high in prussic
acid that is dangerous to live-
stock.

When wilted by frost or
drouth, certain chemical
changes sometime occur in the
plant and it developes a content
of prussic acid or hydrocyanic
acid. The poison acts quickly
and can Kkill an animal within a
short time after the damaged
plant is eaten.

Symptons include nervous-
ness, difficult breathing and dif-
ficulty in standing. Whether a
poisoned animal can be saved

depends upon how quickly treat-
ment can be started. Treatment

involves injecting antidotes

directly into the blood stream.

Young plants will develop

more prussic acid than those ap-
proaching maturity. Their leaves

will contain from 3 to 25 times
more acid than leaves of plants
in the boot stage. upper, young-
er leaves will contain more acid
than lower leaves.

Frosted Johnsongrass or sor-
ghum should not be grazed until
it is completely dry. If Johnson-
grass or sorghum has been cut
and cured, it should be safe, but
if there is any doubt, sorry type
animals should be used to test
the feed before feeding to the
herd.

Making candy for Christmas
can be as much fun as eating it
when it’'s a family affair. When
the cold wind chills outdoors;
this is the time to make that
candy that simply melts in your
mouth. Or if you are making
candy to send to a friend then
you will find these hints helpful.

Mailing candy:

vel well, such as fudge, fondant,
pralines, caramels, taffy and
candied fruits and nuts.

2. Use sturdy cardboard or
metal box lined with waxed
paper. Place a cushion of crush-
ed paper on bottom of the box.

3. Wrap each piece of candy
individually. Arrange in layers
and place crushed paper be-
tween each layer and on the top
to keep the candy from break-
ing.

4. Tape box shut with brown
paper tape.

When storing candy you
might remember these things.

Keep creamy-type candies
such as fudge or fondant fresh
for several weeks by wrapping
in waxed paper and storing in a
tightly covered container. Can-
dies Keep best when stored in a
cool dry place. Wrap “chewy”
candies such as taffy individual-
ly and store the same as fudge.
Wrap rolled candy in waxed
paper, aluminum foil and store
in the refrigerator; slice off
pieces as needed.
