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WASHINGTON --A nutrition or-
ganization was hopeful that a nutri-
tionally complete "hi-tech" food 
tablet would help erase world hunger 
problems, until a study revealed that 
one of the ingredients could cause 
significant weight loss. 

Although other studies and scien-
tists may not agree, researchers in 
Europe found that the ingredient, a 
natural plant colloid, actually caused 
people to lose weight, even though 
specifically instructed not to alter nor-
mal eating patterns, according to one 
study published in the prestigious 
British Journal of Nutrition. Research-
ers in an earlier study had speculated 
that the weight loss was due to a 
decrease in the intestinal absorption 
of calories. 

While the development of the 
product called Food Source One, a 
project of National Dietary Research, 
would not be used to successfully ful-
fill its original goal, the formula which 
has since been improved with other 
natural colloids has been a windfall 
for some overweight people. A Day-
tona Beach, Florida woman fighting 
a weight battle for 12 years used the 
product on the recommendation of 
her physician and lost 30 pounds. She 
stated, "Not only have I lost 30 pounds 
but my cholesterol has dropped from 
232 to 143. I have two closets full of 
clothes which have not fit me in two 
years that I can now wear." In a 
separate report, a telephone inter-
view revealed that a Wilmington, North 
Carolina pharmacist lost 14 pounds 
in 3 weeks on the product and was 
never hungry.

Motley County's oldest citizen was 
honored Sunday when 38 relatives and 
friends paid homage to Mrs. M.E. (Aunt 
Betty) Meador, at the home of her daugh-
ter, Mrs. W.D. Long, with a birthday 
celebration on occasion of her 91st birth-
day. Five of her six living children, be-
sides grandchildren and great-grandchil-
dren, were present, R.E. Meador of Phoe-
nix, Ariz., her eldest son, being unable to 
attend. 

Martha Elizabeth Preston was born in 
Lexington, Ky., March 2, 1844. She came 
with her parents to Texas in 1858. 

Pioneer Romance 

In the vast wagon train that moved 
toward the El Dorado of Texas, was a 
lone young man from Illinois, William 
Elsberry Meador and it was natural that 
he should meet and fall in love with the 
comely Kentucky maiden. The Preston 
family settled on Village Creek, then four 
miles south of FL Worth, in 1858. The 
young man from Illinois, also located his 
interests in the same vicinity. They were 
married by Squire Renfro in Fort Worth 
the day of the historical battle of Bull 
Run, July 21, 1861. The young couple 
left immediately for Parker county to find 
a new home and located about 4 miles 
west of Newark. 

Drums of War Echo 
But the Confederacy was calling for 

Indians Continue Raids 

While the struggling south was trying 
to raise from the ravages of war, the 
Indians continued to raid the country near 
Ft. Worth. Shortly afterward on a bright 
day in the fall of 1867, Mrs. Meador, now 
a mother, clutched her son close as she 
watched a band of painted warriors take a 
black stallion from the yard grass only 40 
feet from her door. Tied behind one of the 
Indians was a small white boy about five 
years of age. The returned soldier-hus-
band, gathering corn a short distance 
away, saw the Indians leaving and rushed 
to the house, thankful to find his wife and 
baby had not been molested. 

Hauls Buffalo Hides 
Farming did not appeal to the spirit of 

the returned soldier and he began to buy 
and sell cattle, later to engage in a hauling 
enterprise. With three ox teams he hauled 
buffalo hides from the west into Ft. Worth 
and also hauled supplies to Ft. Griffin.

Motley County Pioneer, Mrs. M.E. Meador Spur Couple Married in 1891 
Plan to Mark Anniversary 

Honored on 91st Birthday NOTE: This article was taken from the 
Ft. Worth Star Telegram in the early 30's. 
Mr. and Mrs. Luce were Truitt Read's 
great aunt and uncle. 

Mr. and Mrs. John Luce of Spur hav-
ing the distinction of being the first couple 
issued a marriage license in Dickens 
County. They will observe their 57th 
wedding anniversary next August. 

The bride of 1891 was Miss Zona 
Thomas, who had come out to Dickens 
County to visit her father's mother, who 
had moved west frons.Hunt County sev-
eral years before. 

One of Luce's favorite stories is how 
he met his bride-to-be, who had the charm 
of being a "visiting girl" in a ranch coun-
try. 

"Zona had a pink parasol over her 
shoulder, and was wading the creek," he 
says. 

At that time Spur had not been founded, 
and the county was thinly settled. 

John Luce had gone from Palo Pinto 

County to Dickens in 1886 with his fa-
ther. They took up land grants and oper-
ated a wagon freight line, the first in that 

area, between Dickens County and Colo-
rado City. They also established and 
operated for some time a general store at 
Tap, an early day Dickens County settle-
ment. 

Mr. and Mrs. Luce have no children, 
but reared a nephew, • Durwood 
Woodward, also a resident of Spur. The 
Luces have been generous supporters of 
various church and educational move-
ments, and have contributed an endow-
ment to Abilene Christian College, where 
a girls' dormitory has been named Zona 
Luce Hall in Mrs. Luce's honor. 

The Dickens County pioneers have 
been frequent visitors in Fort Worth. 
Mrs.S.O. Burberry of 956E. Arlington, is 
a sister of Mrs. Luce. There were I1 
children in the Thomas family, who were 
pioneers of Hunt County. All lived to 
maturity, and six now are living.

Their first home 
was about one mile north of the townsite of Matador, where Douglas was born. Two years later they had moved to Oklahoma, and Joe 

was born at 1 exhoma. 
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When the plaque is dedicated Satur-
day morning in Pioneer Memorial Park 
honoring the late Douglas Meador, an 
additional plaque just below his, will 
contain a tribute "Honoring his parents 
and the other pioneers of Motley County." 

The new memorial plaques were sup-
plied by Dr. Weston A. Pettey, retired 
optometrist of Lubbock, who was among 
the first advertisers in the Roaring Springs 
News after Meador became editor of the 
paper in 1932 under the ownership of the 

late M.S. Thacker. The plaques were 
designed to replace an original plaque 
which was presented to Meador in 1972 
by the late Harold V. Brown of Yale, 
Okla., then president of the Cimarron 
Valley Historical Association, and which 
was stolen last fall from its stand in the 
small park. 

Brown had grown up in neighboring 
Floydada, and knew of Meador's literary 
achievements as Matador Tribune Pub-
lisher, which he extolled on the plaque. 
Brown also formed the Jim Thorpe 
Memorial Associaton, fostering a move-
ment to restore the name of Jim Thorpe to 
the Olympic Record Books, and pro-
moted memorials for other causes spon-
sored by the Cimarron Valley Historical 
Association. 

Meador had designated a small park 
area across the street from the Tribune 
building, for the plaque to be mounted as 
a tribute to his parents and the other 
pioneers of Motley County. Matador 
Garden Club, with Mrs. Edgar Lee as 
president, assumed the development and 
care of the park, which was given the 
name, Pioneer Memorial Park. Trees and  

flowers were planted as the club's contri-
bution to the county's observance of the 
nation's bicentennial in 1976, and on July 
10, dedication of the plaque and park 
took place with Congressman Jack 
Hightower as guest speaker. The Garden 
Club, with the financial aid and donated 
labor of individuals, also had erected the 
brick and concrete stand on which the 
plaque was mounted. 

Incidentally, Douglas Meador also 
could have qualified as a pioneer since he 
was bom on May 9,1901, in a house at the 
north edge of Matador, and had served as 
president of Motley-Dickens Old Settlers 
Association. He passed away September 
27,1974 after having published thecounty 
newspaper for 42 years.

The Farmers Home Administration 
(FmHA) is preparing to activate a loan 
program designed to help members of 
socially disadvantaged groups, including 
minorities, acquire land for farming, Neal 
Sox Johnson, FmHA State Director, said. 

Under the new program, FmHA will 
try to find persons in those categories 
who are interested in farming and can 
qualify for an FmHA farm ownership 
loan. The agency would also be prepared 
to sell or lease to them a farm held in its 
inventory if any are available in that 
county, Johnson said. 

FmHA can also provide other loan and 
technical assistance, if needed, to help 
the borrower get started. 

The new program was included in the 
agricultural credit act signed earlier this 
year, Johsnon said, and funds have been 
reserved for farm purchases based on the 
populationof socially disadvantagedper-
sons. 

The population of such persons range 
from as low as 1 percent in some New 
England and midwestem states to highs 
of 68 percent in Hawaii, 57 percent in 
New Mexico, and somewhat lower per-
centages in southeastern states. Popula- * 
tion groups involved are Hispanics, Na- 
tive Americans, Blacks, Asians and Pa- AT 
cific Islanders.

It is my understanding the state's 
Legislative BudgetBoard is proposing a 
drastic cut in the income eligibiity cap 
from $1,221.00 to $607.00 per month 
beginning September, 1991. This will 
affect thousands of people who need the 
services provided by nursing homes, or 
will be needing the services in the future. 

I realize cuts in the budget are neces- 
sary unless additonal revenue can be made 
available to the state in order to balance 
the budget. However, it seems heartless 
to takeaway from the people who helped 
establish this great state through their 
sacrifices years ago. Prison cuts would 
make more sense. Convicted criminals 
receive room, board, medical care, etc., at 
a cost to the taxpayer of almost doublethe 
tate paid for nursing home patients Ad -44/°41k 
prisoners pay no portion of that cost, 
whereas nursing home residents do share 
the cost. 

Please help our old folks. Most have 
no alternative living arrangements where 
they could get the nursing care they need. 
Nor do they have the capability of in- 
creasing their income to pay privately. 
They are old, sick people who need you 
and me to care. Please write the Governor 
and our State Legislators to vote NO to a 
cut in the Medicaid eligibility cap for our 
elderly..

Adults in stepfamilies have chosen 
this pattern of life. However, children in 
stepfamilies are there through no choice 
of their own. 

Adults of stepfamilies have many 
difficult situations and sets of feelings 
with which to cope. They find greater 
coping skills when their lives become 
more balanced and a new relationship 
brings them personal satisfaction. Chil-
dren may have similar difficult situations 
and feelings, but they seldom find per-
sonal satisfaction in their current situ-
ation. 

The problems most shildren in stepfa-
milies are concerned about are dealing 
with loss, divided loyalties, wondering 
where they belong, membership in two 
households, unreasonable expectations, 
fantasies of natural parents reuniting, guilt 
over causing the divorce and problems of 
identity and sexuality with stepbrothers 
and stepsisters. 

Fortunately, most young children are 
able to respond quickly to a warm and 
caring step parent if there is little animos-
ity between the parental adults. Adoles-
cents often show anger and general feel-
ings of helplessness when parents re- 
marry. Misbehavior may get adolescents 
moreparental attentionthan"being good." 

Establishing and maintaining reason-
able limits is a first step in helping step-
parents discipline and take control of 
their family unit. All children need their 
own identity apart from the original nu-
cleus family and from their stepfamily. 
This enables children to mature and be-
come more self-sufficient. They, then, 
become more constructive rather than to 
the family interactions. 

Whether a family is a nuclear family 
or stepfamily, relationships require con-
stant support, monitoring and change to 
be workable and rewarding to all mem-
bers of the family. 

COMMUNICATION SKILLS 
NEEDED BY ALL... 

Talking so that others listen to you, 
and listening so others will talk has long 
been a guideline for effective communi-
cation skills for use by family, business 
and society. Sharing information on 
feelings with other people, shows respect 
and appreciation. Communication en-
courages independence and provides 
guidance and control. 

At any age, communication is impor-
tant. It is in a family setting that children 
first develop communication skills that 
last a lifetime. Effective skills include.: 

* Communicate by need, notby sched-
ule. When you're in touch, you can 
communicate. 

* During dinner is a prime communi-
cating time. It draws kids out and deep-
ens relationships. 

* Learn to reconcile after a disagree-
ment. Learn to put closure on a problem 
before moving to another. 

* Learn to listen with all your senses. 
* Be warm and friendly. Body lan-

guage often sends a different message 
than the ears hear.

Customers may be able to identify 
the caller before the call is answered. All Exchange Connection 
Service customers will be required to sign a non-disclosure 
agreement prior to being provided service. In the agreement the 
customer agrees not to disclose the calling party's telephone 
number unless the customer has written permission from the 
calling party. 

The Telephone Company estimates these new services will 
increase its annual revenues during the first year by approxi-
mately $1.2 million. Providers of voice messaging service and 
telephone answering services and their subscribers are the types 
of customers likely to be affected by approval of these services. 

Exchange Connection Service is provided to customers in two 
parts: Local Serving Arrangement, which provides access to the 
exchange network; and Optional Service Features. The proposed 
rates, for both Exchange Connection Service and Customer 
Alerting Enablement, including installation charges, are as 
follows:

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L.A. Stearns Family Typified 
Pioneer Citizens Of Early Era 

Numbered among the typical early 
pioneer families of Motley County as that 
of Mr. and Mrs. L.A. Steams, who de-
cided in 1898 to make their home here 
after living in neighboring Floyd County  

for three years. 
Mr. Stearns was born in Georgia, and 

Mrs. Stearns, in Missouri. His family 
moved to Texas in 1869, and it was in 
Iowa Park where L.A. (Gus) met Miss  

Cora Burrus. They were married there 
July 26, 1891. When they moved to 
Motley County they bought land south-
east of Matador, where they later built a 
four room, two-story home. 

Mr. Stearns was one of the county's 
true pioneers, having engaged in farming 
and stock raising until his retirem ent about 
four years before his death. He was 
active in the county's religious, civic and 
fraternal activities. He was a Master 
Mason since 1904 and was a charter 
member of the Royal Arch Chapter of the 
Matador Masonic Lodge, established in 
1907. 

Mr. and Mrs. Steams were members 
of the Matador Baptist Church which 
they joined in 1904 and served and sup-
ported until their respective deaths. Mr. 
Stearns came as a deacon and later served 
as chairman of the board of deacons. 
They also were well known for their 
hospitality and jovial dispositions. 

They were parents of four sons, and 
the entire family joined in playing pranks 
on one another. Although some of the 
stunts may have bordered on the danger-
ous and warranted some degree of pun-
ishment, no serious injuries ever resulted. 

About the time the older boys were 
ready for high school, the family moved 
into Matador. In later years Mr. and Mrs. 
Stearns returned to their ranch home, 
where they were living when she passed 
away August 28, 1938. Mr. Stearns re-
[timed to Matador after his wife's death, 
and died February 14, 1945. 

Their sons were Arthur, Elmer, Claud 
and Alvin, all of whom are deceased 
except Claud, who lives in Temple. After 
their brothers left Matador, Alvin and 
Elmer remained, with Alvin continuing 
his ranching and farming interests, and 
Elmer, his banking career, having at-
tained the position of executive vice 
president at the time he retired in 1958.

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Some Early Day Lubbock Businessman Is Native Of Matador 
Cowboys Were Better 
Known By Nicknames 

B.R. "Rip" Griffin has been a leader in 
the truck service center industry for many 
years. Born in Matador, Texas, Mr. Grif-
fin has since lived in West Texas, gradu-
ating from Texas Tech University in 1955, 
with a degree in business administration. 

He has turned that business training 
into many successful and profitable ven-
tures over the years. He is the founder of 
Rip Griffin's Truck/Travel Centers, serv-
ing as the organization's President and 
Chief Executive Officer. This corpora-
tion deals in the sale of wholesale gaso-
line, a variety of petroleum products and 
automotive accessories and operates six 
full and self-service truck/travel centers 
in Texas, New Mexico, Colorado and 
Wyoming. 

Cowboys from early ranching days, 
even down through later years were often 
known by nicknames, rather than their 
own names. The Matadors were no ex-
cepton. For example there were "Pelow" 
Vivian, "Shorty" Smauley, "Peel" Le-
onard, "Rosie" Deaton, "Tightwad" 
Leslie, "Charley McCarthy" Smallwood, 
"Wishy" Dirickson, and the legendary 
"Pitchford Kid," an orphan youth, who 
thought his name was Bill Parkes, but 
later discovered that it was in fact, Wil-
liam E. Partlow. 

Another orphan boy who came look-
ing for a job with the Matadors in the 
1920's was Luther "Snake" Griffin. Years 
later, Ed D. Smith, also with the Mata-
dors, told Griffin's son, B.R. "Rip" Grif-
fm of Lubbock, how his father acquired 
the nickname. 

It was cool weather when Luther, an 
eleven-year-old orphan from the Okla-
homa Indian Territory, walked into a 
Matador camp. He was wearing all the 
clothes he owned-As the days grew 
warmer he began to discard his several 
coats and shirts, one at a time. Someone  

made the remark, "Luther, you are just 
like a snake shedding its skin!:" After 
that he was generally known as "Snakes" 
Griffin, and became quite a favorite with 
the other cowhands because of his con-
genial disposition, and independence. Rip 
Griffin speaks with great affection of his 
father: "My daddy was a real live cow-
boy. He left school after third grade. He 
wasn't burdened with a formal educa-
tion." 

In 1926, Griffin married Pauline Lee, 
in Matador where their two children were 
born, a girl, Johnnie Adell, (Mrs. J.D. 
Bray of Kingsville) and B.R. "Rip" (or 
Bob). The children both started to school 
in Matador, and Bob remembers that one 
of his teachers was Miss Verlin Reeves. 
The family later moved to Lubbock, 
where Luther died in August, 1970. He 
had worked for the Matadors until his 
marriage. 

In his later years, Luther liked to tell 
tales about working for and with such 
men asJohnJackson, ClaudJeffers,Raldo 
Newman, Pelow Vivian, Rang Thornton 
and Billy Partlow, among others. 

This corporation also is involved in 
the operation of ancillary service busi-
nesses which include full-service restau-
rants, gift shops, travel stores and motels. 
In addition, nine Swif Shop Convenience 
Stores in Texas and New Mexico are part 
of Rip Griffin's holdings. 

To complement Mr. Griffin's personal 
commitment to the transportation indus-
try, he is a long-time member of the 
National Truck Stop Associaton of 
America and currently serves as the co-
chairman of its long-range planning 
committee. 

The truck/travel centers are not the 
only interest of the enterprises that make 
up the corporation. Griffin Oil and West 
Texas Truck Center in Lubbock are two 
transportation-related ventures. In addi-
tion, Rip Griffin is involved in Tara Land  

Co., a land development company. 
Along with maintaining the reputa-

tion as a good businessman, Mr. Griffin 
believes in giving back to his community. 
He has served on several organization 
boards, including the Lubbock Chamber 
of Commerce and the West Texas Mu-
seum Association. He also gives his 
support to the Lubbock Children's Home. 

Aside from his involvement in busi-
ness and civic work, Rip Griffin is a 
dedicated supporter of education and 
athletics. He serves on the Board of Trus-
tees of Lubbock Christian College. He 
also has given much of his time to the 
promotion of the financial, academic and 
athletic growth of the college. 

His alina mater also has benefited from 
his interest. He is a member of the Texas 
Tech Red Raider Club and the Ex-Stu- 

dents Association. 
Rip Griffin is known as a dedicated 

family man. He and his wife, Geneva, 

married in December, 1950. They have 
five children, David, an accomplished 

artist living in Dallas; Mark, an attorney
