1t was at Highlands, N, C, May
14, 1911, R. Augustus Baty, 26, fell
from the summit of Whiteside
mountain, rolling 150 feet down an
almost vertical cliff and lodging
ngainst a small bush only two
Inchea from the brink of a 2,000-
foot precipice. There he lay, In-
jured and unconsclous, one arm
anid one leg dangling over the top
if the precipice—-a matier of two
inches from eternlty.

Charles N. Wright, 38 a mer-
chant, started down the clifl to

the tescue, his only handholds and
footholds ridges and hollows not
maore than an inch deep In  the
stone cliff.

A single misstep would have senl
him plummeting to the rocks some
2000 fect below.

His wife, above, secreamed. It
startled Wilght and nearly caused
him to lose his grip- and nerve,
Another man statted to descend
but changed his mind,

Long minutes lnter Wright
teached Baty, and by holding to a
bush near the base of the cliff,
lifted him up. Once the delirtous
Haty all but plunged himselt and
redcuer over the precipice

By dint of tremendous effort
Wreight hauled the helpless man to
safety. The spectacular rescue
took two and one-hall hoursn. Batly
recovered,

For his feat Wright received a
gold medsl and $2000, Only 18
other gold medals have been
awarded by the Carnegie commis-
aion, There have been 553 allver
awards and 2,583 of bronze,

fund was set up for thal purpose
by Andrew Carnegle, the Scottiah-
