Bradley Brown carried the 
ball 23 times for 198 yards and 
two touchdowns.

Bradley Brown led the 
Matadors defense with 12 tack-
les, one tackle for a loss, one 
forced fumble and two sacks.

tor Kay Bailey Hutchison (R-
TX), a member of the Defense 
Appropriations Subcommittee, 
recently secured $4.2 million for 
Texas Tech University and the 
University of Texas of the Per-
mian Basin in the Fiscal Year 
2008 Defense Appropriations 
conference report. The mea-
sure passed the House of Rep-
resentatives November 8 by a 
vote of 400-15, and the Senate by 
a voice vote. It will now go on to 
the president to be signed into 
law. 

"Our commitment to scien-
tific and technological progress 
has resulted in the best 
equipped, most formidable mili-
tary force in the world," Sen. 
Hutchison said. "These funds 
will aid efforts at Texas Tech 
University and UT Permian 
Basin to provide our military 
with the most advanced tech-
nology and equipment to pro-
tect our country" 

$1.6 million in funding for 
Texas Tech University will sup-
port the continued research of 
nanophotonic technology which 
has civilian, military and home-
land security applications. Re-
search will focus on advanced 
materials and systems minia-
turization to develop a new gen-
eration of devices that are light-
weight, efficient and consume 
little energy. Another $1.6 mil-
lion in funding for the Texas 
Tech pulsed power electronics 
laboratory will focus on develop-
ing compact electrical genera-
tors that can be integrated into 
standard weapons systems with 
the purpose of disabling enemy 
electronic systems with a mini-
mum of collateral damage. 

Fluids totaling $1 million for 
UTPB will go toward the con-
struction of a High Temper- 

ature Hydrogen Energy Pro-
duction Facility. This facility will 
be used to conduct research in 
alternative energy sources and 
educate and train engineers in 
new nuclear reactor technolo-
gies that will generate electric-
ity at efficiencies above 50% 
with no green house gasses. 

The project, led by UTPB is a 
joint venture with Andres, Ector 
and Midland counties. 

The Department encour-
ages all Texans to apply the fol-
lowing weatherization mea-
sures to make their homes as 
energy efficient and affordable 
as possible: 

• Install storm windows, or 
add caulking or sealant to exist-
ing windows to reduce the infil-
tration of cold air in the winter 
and warm air in the summer; 

• Close drapes or blinds and 
lock windows to ensure a tight 
seal; 

• Weather-strip the perim-
eter of exterior doors; 

• Install insulation in your 
attic, walls (where accessible), 
and floors; 

• Set water heater to 120 de-
grees and add an insulation 
blanket to the unit (check the 
manufacturer's label for impor-
tant information); 

•Add insulation to water 
pipes; 

• Install low flow shower 
heads and faucet aerators; 

• Use conservation shower-
heads to eliminate hot water 
waste; 

• Install dampers in chim-
neys; 

• Replace filters in heating 
and cooling systems on a 
monthly basis; 

• Check the direction of ceil-
ing fans: in the winter, set fans 

to move air iownward; (coun-
terclockwise); in the summer, 
set fans to move air upward 
(clockwise); 

• Close the damper on fire-
places (when not in use) or add 
glass doors; 

• Remove furniture and car-
peting from heater vents to en-
sure proper circulation; 

•Adjust the thermostat to 
slightly lower temperatures in 
the winter and slightly higher; 
temperatures in the summer 
when your family is sleeping or 
away from the home; 

*Replace old appliances 
with new energy efficient mod-
els (look for the EnergyStar la-
bel); and, 

• Install Compact Flores-
cent Light (CFL) bulbs.

Grass fires northeast of 
Matador on November 19-20 
destroyed 2,400 acres before be-
ing brought under control. 

The Matador Volunteer Fire 
Department was joined by the 
Paducah, Floydada, Roaring 
Springs, Dougherty Turkey and 
Quitaque Fire Departments. 
They fought the grassland fires 
from 1:30 p.m. Monday, Novem-
ber 19, until Tuesday, November 
20, at 10:30 a.m. 

Acreage and miles of fences 
were lost on the Dora Fay Cook, 
Key West Ranch, Bob Stafford 
and Brent Durham grassland. 

Rodney Williams, fire chief 
of the Matador Fire Depart-
ment, said the fire departments 
of the surrounding counties 
were an invaluable resource. 

"This group is never hesi-
tant to help us when we call," he 
said. "They bring whatever re-
sources we ask for" 

In addition, the fire chief ex-
pressed his appreciation to the 
county commissioners and the 
use of four county motor grad-
ers; and three motor graders 
furnished by TxDOT plus a 
6,500 gallon water tender.

Weatherization activities 
supported by the program in-
clude energy education as well 
as home energy audits (a review 
of a home's energy efficiency, 
which identifies where air leaks 
may be occurring, inefficient 
appliances, etc.), and the instal-
lation of weatherization mea-
sures to increase energy effi-
ciency of a home. 

The weatherization work 
consists of caulking; weather-
stripping; adding ceiling, wall, 
and floor insulation; patching 
holes in the building envelopes; 
and tune-up, repair or replace-
ment of energy inefficient heat-
ing and cooling systems. 

TDHCAs Weatherization 
Assistance Program supports 
professional weatherization 
teams across the state who re-
view home energy efficiency 
and install weatherization mea-
sures that meet specific energy-
savings goals.

The Year I Was 
The Family Hero.

The year I was the family 
hero was Thanksgiving 1926. I 
was seven years old. 

Matador used to have a Mer-
chants Day every year the sec-
ond Saturday of November. Dif-
ferent businesses would offer 
specials. The barber shop gave 
a discounted haircut and a 
shave; the dry goods store 
staged giveaways every hour on 
the hour; and other merchants 
opened their stores and invited 
the public in for drawings and 
giveaways. 

The highlight of Merchants.  
Day was the giveaway of two 
Thanksgiving turkeys. The man 
that raised poultry in the county 
would throw two live turkeys off 
the banks building, and whoever 
caught those turkeys could keep 
them. 

Deep in the Great Depres-
sion, times were hard for every-
one in the county. We had a fam-
ily of five girls, a grandmother 
living with us, and mom and 
dad; money was tight. Mother 
had already told us that we 
couldn't afford a turkey at 
Thanksgiving and Christmas. 
That meant one turkey, two holi-
days. Well, I was very interested 
in capturing a turkey at the 
Merchant's Day turkey toss for 
a traditional Thanksgiving 
meal. 

I remember there was an 
old heavy-set man in a Model-T 
Ford that always came to the  

seat of his Model-T Ford holding 
that turkey. 

Dad staked the turkey in the 
back yard, and it was my job to 
water and feed him until Christ-
mas. I got very attached to the 
turkey, petting him, feeding him. 
He got really fat between 
Thanksgiving and Christmas. 
Christmas finally came and 
Mamma killed my turkey and 
cooked him for Christmas din-
ner. It was a good thing I had 
Thanksgiving turkey, because I 
didn't eat a bite of turkey that 
Christmas. 

It is hard work being the 
family hero. 
giveaway and parked in the 
middle of the street to give him 
the best advantage of catching 
a turkey. The streets weren't 
paved in those days, and I re-
member that Model-T parked in 
front of the bank building, wait-
ing for the toss. I decided he 
clearly had an inside advantage 
of some sort, so I stuck close to 
the Model-T. 

The last event of Merchant's 
Day would be the tossing of the 
turkeys. I waited in front of the 
bank all afternoon. Mamma had 
already moved down the street, 
checking out the giveaway at 
the dry goods store. 

When the poultry man 
threw off the turkeys, one flew 
directly into my opened arms. 
There was a big struggle while 
that turkey was trying to get 
away. I remember the old man 
yelling, "hold on girlie, hold on 
girlie."  

I held on, and he took me 
home sitting proudly in the front
