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Tour de Nine-Zero
cycling tour set for

Saturday, May 3

The third annual Tour de
Nine-Zero is set for Saturday,
May 3, for bike tours from 7, 31,
50, 84, or 101 miles of canyon
ranchland. The tour is planned
concurrent with the Highway 70
Garage Sale from Spur to Dick-
ens, Afton, Roaring Springs,
Matador, and Turkey. '

The cycling -tour is spon-
sored by the Parenting Cottage
of Lubbock to raise awarenes
of Fetal Alcohol Spectrum Dis-

" orders (FASD). The FASD pro-
gram at the Parenting Cottage
addresses the permanent devel-
opmental disability caused by
the consumption of alcohol dur-
ing pregnancy. Alcohol causes
neurological damage that is
more permanent to an unborn
child than cocaine, marijuana,
and methamphetamines. The
parenting Cottage urges NINE
months of ZERO alcohol con-
sumption for pregnant women.

The tour will begin in Roaring
Springs at the Community Vol-
unteer Center, and then riders
will be sent on their way to tour
the highways and byways. The
101-mile route makes a large
loop to Dickens, Crosbyton,
Floydada, Matador, and back to
Roaring Springs.

According to organizer Sally
Hornaday, the tour has regis-
tered about 50 to 60 riders. “We
were hoping for 100 giders this
year,” Hornaday said, blaming
a computer glitch on their web

_ site that prohibited online regis-

tration for a while.

“I am relatively new (to the
Tour),” Hornaday said, “but I
have been amazed at how help-
ful and supportive people have
been in your area.

“What I really want people to
know is that this disorder is a

100 percent preventable prob-

lem,” she said.
The consequences of drinking
alcohol during pregnancy can

have longterm effects, creat-
ing “a lifelong disability” she
said.

First Baptist Church Pas-
tor Matt Crawford and other
church volunteers will man
an aide station for the 50-
and 84-mile route at the in-
tersection of Daugherty and
FM28.

“This is a very worthy cause,”
Crawford said. “A lot of chil-
dren are affected by fetal alco-
hol syndrome.”

Crawford, who is also an
avid cyclist, says he is not ready

- for the climb to the Caprock

through Blanco Canyon and
on to Crosbyton. “Each circuit
has & car at the end to check
for stragglers, and provide First
Aide, if needed,” he said.
Volunteer Jim Watson, Mat-
ador Lions Club, will spearhead
a Lions Club aide station at the
intersections of US 70 and State
Highway 70. '

since the 1880’s. When the day
was perceived as appropriated
by the Soviets the US Congress
designated May 1 as Loyalty Day.

Loyalty Day was codified into law -

by the US Congress on July 18,
1958 and was first proclaimed

as such on May 1, 1959 by Presi- -

dent Eisenhower. Loyalty Day is
a day set aside for the affirma-
tion of loyalty to the USA and for
the recognition of the heritage of
American freedom.

May 1* is also Law Day USA.
President Eisenhower was pres-
sured by the American Bar Asso-
ciation to proclaim a day for the
reflection on the role of law in the
foundation of the country and its
importance for society. This was
first proclaimed by Eisenhower
on May 1, 1958 and codified into
law on April 7, 1961.

This year, May 1 is also the Na-
tional Day of Prayer . This was
first signed into law by President
Harry Truman on April 17, 1952.

In 1988 President Reagan signed '

a bill that designated the first
Thursday in May as the National

Day of Prayer. The original in-

tention was that it would be a day

when members of all faiths could’

pray together in their own way.

During their 43 year absence,
life provided numerous adven-
tures for Fredia, Clint, and their
young son, Wes.

4. Mulch

Always use mulch  around
plants to conserve moisture,
moderate soil temperature, and
control weeds. Mulch acts a bar-
rier against bare soils which is
drying. This can be as simple as
covering newspaper with some-
thing or using mulch such as
bark. Soil that is ‘un-mulched
can vary in temperature by 20
degrees.

5. Grass i

Does your grass guzzle wa-
ter? Grasses used for turf areas
should be practical and a planned
element in the landscape. Care-
fully select turf according to its
intended use, planting location,
and maintenance requirements.
Bermuda is often used because it
is drought resistant and durable,
but it doesn’t like shade. Fescue
will tolerate shade but requires
more water. New varieties such
as Shadow Turf and Turffalo, of-
fer promise,

6. Efficient Watering

Continually moist soil is fine
for vegetable gardens because
vegetables need lots of water to
grow and set fruit. For orna-
mental flowers water deeply to
develop deep roots, but less fre-
quently so they will be hardier.
Use drip or soaker hoses, both
are efficient.

Most of the water put on lawns
is never absorbed and put to use.
Some is lost to run off by being

put on too rapidly. The bigger
issue is wasting water by apply-
ing too much too often. We see it
running down the street.

To know when to water the
lawn, simply observe the grass.
Wilting and discoloration are
signs of water stress. At the first
sign of wilting, you have 24-48

.hours before serious injury oc-

curs. As a general rule apply 1 to
1.5 inches about every five days.
Use catch cans to monitor how
much you are applying. Split
the watering into two schedules
to prevent runoff. This produces
deep rooted hardy turf. Mowing
at the proper height conserves
water by shading the ground.
Remove only 1/3 of the turf blade
length at a time. By using effi-
cient irrigation, you can save on
your water bill.

Maintenance [

Pruning, weeding, proper fer-
tilizing, pest control and irriga-
tion adjustments are all part of
maintaining the Xeric plan. Keep
systems repaired and adjusted as
to avoid runoff. Compost healthy
garden trash, to be put back into
the soil. Remove dead diseased
plants from the landscape. Catch
and use roof runoff and gray wa-
ter for irrigation.

Use caution with pesticides
and chemicals. Chemical abuse
is a major public concern for the
water sources. Use Integrated
Pest Management.

Resist the urge to over water,
water as needed, though wisely
to preserve our most valuable re-
source, our water.

Eastmound Cemetery receives
Historic Cemetery designation

The Texas Historical Com-
mission (THC) recently desig-
nated Matador's Eastmound
Cemetery as a Historic Texas
Cemetery. The distinction
means the cemetery has been
legally recorded through the
THC'’s Historic Texas Cemetery
Program, an important step in
ensuring its preservation.

This designation is reserved
for cemeteries that are at least
50 years old and documented
through the Historic Texas
Cemeteries process to record
their historic association and
significance.

“This designation is a tool
that will increase public aware-
ness of these important cultural
resources,” said Larry Oaks,
executive direction of the THC.
“Knowledge and education are
among the best ways to guaran-
tee the preservation of a cem-
etery.”

According to Motley County
Historical Commission chair-
man Marisue Potts Powell,
“Eastmound has ‘a colorful
background and incorporates
some of the most interesting
elements of Texas history in its
tombstones and monuments.”

Cemeteries hold valuable his-
toric information and they are
often the last reminders of early

settlements’ historical events,
religious beliefs, lifestyles and
genealogy. While the Historic
Texas Cemetery designation '
encourages cemetery preserva-
tion, it cannot guarantee that a
historic will avoid destruction.
Threats to historic cemeteries
include urban expansion and
development, vandalism, graz-
ing animals, and long-term de-
terioration from weather and
uncontrolled vegetation.

The THC developed the His-
toric Texas Cemetery designa-
tion to address the destruction
of historic cemeteries and the
illegal removal of cemetery fix-
tures. Any individual or orga-
nization is eligible to submit an
application for this designation.

Motley County Tribune news
editors Laverne Zabielski and
Larry Vogt hosted the first-ever
Community Staff Meeting at the
Tribune office on Saturday, April
26, serving coffee, donuts, cake,
nuts, fruit and juice to seven in-
terested “staffers.”

Attending the brainstorming
session designed to address com-
munity issues for future publica-
tions were: Ken Young, Marisue
Potts-Powell, Tom Edwards, Lou-
is and Beverly Shorter, Barbara
Armstrong, and Carol Campbell.

Chairs circled the paste-up ta-
ble, covered with a wide roll of ir-
resistible white paper. Front and
center, the paper read: Where do
you live? And a 2-dimensional
Tribune building: was drawnwon
Main and Dundee streets. Guests
were offered colorful crayons and
markers to “draw a map to their

house” as a sign-in exercise. An °

extension was added for Mott
Creek Ranch, close to the Motley
and Floyd county borders.

Referring to the April/May is-
sue of the American Journalism
Review on “WHy news organi-
zations have to act much more
boldly if they are to survive,” Za-
bielski started the session by an-
nouncing the mission for the day:
“Envisioning the Future.”

She began her presentation by
handing out sheet protected Tri-
bune publications from January,
1932, citing the almost 100-year
historical value of the newspaper.

“I couldn’t imagine this news-
paper not surviving,” Zabielski
said. “From the beginning, Larry
and I have focused on “how can
we keep it going.”

She announced plans for a web
site, and for putting the paper
online. Another idea included a
Faith Page, focusing on the con-
siderable contribution that the 13
churches in the county offer the
community at large.

“Tell me what you like about

the paper, and what you don't
like,” she said. “I look forward to

the feedback from each and
* everyone of you.”

Circling the room, Barbara
Armstrong was the first to leap:
“I love the pictures of the kids on

~ the front page,” she offered. “The

paper is really like a letter from
home.”
“I would like to see more sto-

ries on the front page, to take you

into the paper,” she said. Barbara
was the owner/publisher of the
Tribune from 1986 to 1987.

to the county,” he said. “We could
really boost subscriptions during
homecoming, for example,” he
said.

“If we are talking about
Tee-Pee city, maybe a map would
help visually, for those who do
not live here.”

Louis Shorter from Fort Worth
said he liked the new Calendar of
Events, and sometimes plans his
trips to the area based on a par-
ticular event. He likes the “Trail
Dust” feature and would like to
see headlines highlighted from
10, 20, and 30 years ago.

Tom Edwards suggested a
“Where are you now?” to feature
potential subscribers and increase
circulation. “We have thousands
of people with some connection

gone so long, we don’t know who
people are. If we had maiden
names in the community news,
we could make the connection.”

The group discussed the ad-
vantage of collaborating with the
Homecoming Committee to send
a complimentary paper to gradu-
ates that are not subscribers.

Other subscribing features
might include looking in-depth at
other papers in the area, calling
within a 100-mile radius to get
advertising support for special
events. :

“Well, it’s not time to panic,” Za-
bielski said. “It’s time to envision
the future and ask how we want
the Tribune to serve our com-
munity and what can each one of
us do to make that happen? This
brainstorming session has been a
complete success.” There will be
other opportunities in the future
for feedback. Stay tuned.

Eastmound Cemetery
Reflects History of County

When citizens made a tentative
bid to purchase a section of land
east of the townsite of Matador
for use as a cemetery, Alexander
Mackay, Secretary of the Board
of Directors of the Matador Land
and Cattle Co., brushed aside the
proposal with the statement that
“a square mile solely as a burying
ground gives a bad impression of
the climate.”

However, in February of 1903
the Matador Land & Cattle Co.
deeded the present site to Mat-
ador Lodge No. 824, with the
stipulations that lots could never
be sold and it was to be used for
cemetery uses only, whereby it
“shall revert back to the Matador
Land & Cattle Co. if ever it ceases
to be used for a cemetery.” Lodge
officers were H.R. Black, J.E. Eu-
bank, and C.H. Harper. Since the
land was donated by the Mata-
dors through the Matador Ma-
sonic Lodge, no charge was made
for the plots in that section.

Prior to this time a small cem-
etery was located east of the
Hugh Luckett home, more than
a mile north of the present site
and immediately northeast of the
town section. The property was
originally owned by A.R. Ander-
son who sold the land in 1903 to
A.W. Herring. Threeburials were
made there. All were moved to
the new cemetery at East Mound
where scratching on sandstone
boulder marks the oldest known
grave, “J.E. Varnier, 1891,” a vic-
tim of a shooting at the Matador
Ranch.

The archway entrance and
fence made of native stone was
sponsored by the American Le-
gion and built under the guid-
ance of L.B. Bob Robertson. It
was completed in 1940 at a cost
of $175. Care of the cemetery
was undertaken by the Fleming
Post-American Legion and was
instigated by Robertson. Public
subscription provided funds to

hire a caretaker in 1949.
Membership in Matador East
Mound Cemetery Association

_ was set at a $5 initial fee and $5

a year per person. 926 known
graves were counted in 1951,
with 141 unknown. Bill Seale,
mortician with McDonald Fu-
neral Home, was elected first
president of the association; by
laws, a membership drive, and
unmarked graves were the first
order of business. A sexton was
employed at $1729 a year.

In 1954, the cemetery associa-
tion re-assessed the cemetery’s
needs: a rockwall on the west
and south to protect graves from
blowing sand that covered some
graves and a small hand tractor.

“A sea of drifting
sand threatens to
obliterate many
graves” wrote
Douglas Meador in

February of 1957.

Because of a prolonged
drought, sand crept from the
surrounding fields to cover grass,
shrubs, and low markers.

A threat as big as the sand
were the heavy rains that fol-
lowed, causing many graves to
fall in and weeds to cover them.
County Commissioner Clyde Gil-
bert once again came to the res-
cue with county equipment. The
VFW sponsored a benefit barbe-
cue to raise funds.

In 1958 the Veterans of Foreign
Wars under Commander Leon
Smallwood, sponsored work to
install a plastic water line from
a city main to the cemetery,with
an estimated cost of $1,000. The
service group helped with the
labor and a downpayment; pub-
lic subscription came up with at
least $490 more.

A shelter belt of Arizona Spruce
trees was planted in 1959 on the
west and south sides for protec-
tion against blowing sand. Used
materials created a tool house
stocked with new tools, while
grading and leveling help came
from County Commissioner

Clyde Gilbert and county and city
water works employees. Randall
Whitworth was president at this
time.

In 1963 a licensed surveyor as-
sisted by the Eternas Study Club
made a systematic study or sur-
vey of the cemetery, locating each
grave on a map.

With J.L. Woodruff as presi-
dent of the association, a new
galvanized water line, proposed
at a cost of $1600, was installed
from the city water system, with
risers at various locations in the
cemetery. By April of 1964, wa-
ter flowed from 36 hydrants.

Commissioner Gilbert, using
his district’s road funds, paved
the road leading up to the cem-
etery in 1969. A fence was built
on the south and west sides.

Interest in the association
waned during the late eighties
and by 1987 meetings ceased. In
1991, the association was revived
with Gary Lancaster at the helm
of an elected board. The city
offered to provide water to the
cemetery at a nominal rate and
water service to the Mound was
resumed. In an attempt to thwart
petty vandalism and removal of
markers, vases, and flowers, the

_entrance was locked at night.

In recent years, in addition
to the older historical section,
a new section has been opened
up. Lucretia Edwards (Mrs. L.B.)
Campell and Mary Helen Wason
took a special interest in beauti-
fying the grounds. The cemetery
association continues to solicit
donations to help defray the cost
of mowing and maintenance.

The cemetery art on many of
the newer monuments makes
Eastmound an interesting place
to visit. Sketches on the tomb-
stones reflect the interests or
the occupation of the loved one,
a football, a windmill, a special
mule, a farmer in a tractor plow-
ing a field, the foothills of the
caprock country. When the blue
bonnets bloom, the beauty of the
grounds gives solace to the soul
as it reflects the history of our
settlement and notes the passing
of our citizens.
