deeply, can cause those lobster-
red sunburns. Both types of UV
rays are thought to cause skin
cancer.

DSHS offers precautions
to avoid dog bites

As warm weather and vaca-
tions take people outdoors more
often, Texas Department of State
Health Services (DSHS) officials
remind people that they can re-
duce the chances that they, their
children or others will be bitten
by a dog.

“An estimated 400,000 dog
bites occur in Texas each year,”

- said veterinarian Tom Sidwa,
- head of the DSHS zoonosis con-
. trol. “About 40 percent of severe

bite victims are children under
age 11, and 20 percent of the

, people who die from dog bites

* are over 70.”

DSHS offers these sugges-

' tions:

* Spay or neuter a dog to re-
duce aggression but not

protectiveness,

* Spend time with a dog be-
fore buying or adopting it. Use

. caution when bringing a dog into
_the home of an infant or toddler.

* A dog with a history of ag-
gression is not appropriate in a
household with children.

* Train and socialize a puppy

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you. Walk up to the dog from the
side, not from the back or direct-
ly from the front.

* If a dog acts as if it might
bite, stand still. Don’t scream or
run.

* If a dog attacks, protect
yourself with anything you have
- backpack, purse, jacket or bi-
cycle. If you are knocked down,
try to lie face down or curl up in
a ball with your hands over your .
ears. Be still and quiet until the
dog goes away.

“If a bite occurs, identify the
animal,” Sidwa said. Immedi-
ately wash the wound thoroughly
with soap and water and apply
an antiseptic. Contact a physi-
cian for care and advice and re-
port the bite to the local animal
control agency.

“Responsible pet ownership
also is an important part of dog
bite prevention,” Sidwa said.

Lillian’s Law, House Bill 1355
that took effect Sept. 1, 2007,
increased penalties for dog own-
ers who fail to reasonably secure
their dogs, resulting in an un-
provoked attack on a person and
causing serious injury or death,
The owner of a dog who injures
someone can be charged with a
third-degree felony punishable
by two to 10 years in prison. The
charge becomes a second-degree
felony punishable by two to 20
years in prison when the injury
results in death. The law was
named for Lillian Stiles, an East
Texas woman killed in her front
yard by a pack of dogs.

“People also need to be sure
that their animals are up to date
on required shots,” Sidwa said.
“State law requires pet owners
to vaccinate their dogs and cats
against rabies by the time they -
are 4 months old.”

A historical medallion on the
oldest building in Motley County
and possibly the oldest existing
jail still in use i the Panhandle
and South Plains was dedicated
Thursday in Veterans Day cer-
emonies here.

Descendants of the first Motley
County officials and descendants
of one of the contractors who
built the jail looked on as Motley
County Judge Forrest Campbell
dedicated the marker,

He said the Motley County Jail
represented a permanent memo-
rial to the county inasmuch as
the facility has been in use since
1891 -- the year the county was
formed.

“This 85-year old structure
is not beautiful, but it is sturdy
and permanent,” he said and
noted that it was built of native
stone obtained from the Echols
land north of Antelope Hill. The
monetary portion for the medal-
lion was given by children and
grandchildren of the late Harry
H. Campbell (son of Henry H.
Campbell), Erin Shearer, Harold,

L.B. and Vance Campbell, all of

. Since the dugout was ru-
ined, the Coopers moved back
near the site of their first dugout
at TeePee City, this time building
a two room half-dugout lined
with rock. Here Mary Elizabeth,
“Nellie,” was born in 1886, but
she failed to thrive and died be-

" fore her first birthday.

In her eightieth year, 1887,
Auntie died. On the sandy knolls
overlooking TeePee Creek to the
west, Anna tended three graves.

TeePee City had mail service,
though a bit sporadic, as early as
1879 when Armstrong was ap-
pointed postmaster. Before that
time, mail had to be picked up in
far distant Mobeetie or Claren-
don. Cooper was appointed to
the job in 1880 and Mrs. Cooper
in 1898 according to postal re-
cords.

Cooper often served as clerk
in early day court proceedings
of the surrounding judicial dis-
tricts. Since taking care of legal
business required traveling to
Clarendon, Jacksboro, Seymour,
or Estacado, as the territory be-
came more settled, a move was
begun to organize the county in
1891. Cooper was elected Com-
missioner for Precinct Three by
the scattered settler and cowboys
who visited his store, the polling
place. When a school was begun
at TeePee City, Cooper served as
trustee, helped build the school
building, and donated rock from
the Cooper claim.

Joe Beckham was elected sher-
iff, and Cooper along with several
others posted bond on his behalf.
Twenty-one year old Beckham
allegedly gambled away a portion
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of the taxes he collected. Friends
made up the shortage the first
time. However, he continued to
gamble away the county’s funds.

Cooper, S.D. Cartwright, H.L.
White, J.L. Burleson, Lee S.
Smith, and W.E. Gaines were
among those who had posted
bond as sureties for Beckham's
obligations. When these men
were unable to come up with
the shortage of money, the indi-
viduals were sued for the “goods,
chattels, land.”

As a result, the Coopers lost
their three sections of railroad
land. Some eight years later
Mrs. Cooper was successful in a
suit against the Matador Land &
Cattle Company, contending that
it was her money that was used
in the purchase of the property.
With the help of lawyer Judge
A.J. Fires, she regained title to
two sections and the children
later purchased the third, his fee,
from Fires.

One dark night Beckham and
his brother George banged on the
door to the Coopers’ store-home,
demanding, “Money!” Wide-
eyed Jim watched as two forty-
fives were pointed at his dad.
As Cooper went to a trunk to
get the store’s cache, which only
amounted to seven or eight dol-
lars, Anna eased to the fireplace,
took down the old Winchester,
and aimed it at the robbers.

“Lookie here!” she demand-
ed, but held her fire. A .45 then
turned on her. In the back-
ground, jumping up and down
on the feather bed was little
Nora, mimicking her mother
with, “Lookie here, lookie here,
lookie here.”

The robbers took Mrs. Coo-
per’s purse, but refused to leave
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without her gun. Finally Cooper
told them to take it, but to leave it
by the gate, and they did.

Later Beckham gunned down
Sheriff G.W. Cook as he stepped
from the train at Seymour. Cook
was transporting records for
Beckham’s trial. Beckham fled
into Indian Territory and joined
up with an outlaw gang. He was
gunned down in a raid on their
hideout.

In 1898, whether disgusted by
the never-ending political squab-
bles, disheartened by his bad
judgement of character, or eager
to recoup his losses, Cooper left
the country. The frontier of Alas-
ka beckoned. Though he never
stuck gold, he became postmas-
ter once again and acquired some
lots in Cordova. When he died in
1916 at the hot springs of Sitka,
among his things were a watch, a
gun, and a violin.

The ever tough Anna was now
the sole supporter of her little
family. She became postmistress
and continued to run the little
store, going to Childress for sup-
plies. From her small vineyard
she sold grapes to townspeople.
Jim grew into a fine cowboy and
an outstanding roper, though
some said he gained his experi-
ence at the expense of the Mata-
dors’ cattle.

In 1915 after living in dugouts
and a half-dugout for thirty-five
years, Anna built a house on her
land. For the next seventeen
years until her death, although
Jim tried to convince her to move
to town, she resisted.

Anna Cooper had come to
America for a home and now that
she had it, she wasn't going to
leave.
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Proposed Wild Hog Rules Aim to Aid

~Producers, Trappers and Hunters

Described as being as pro-
lific as cockroaches, destructive
as rats, and as surly as badgers,
wild (feral) hogs are the bane of
ranchers and farmers, but they’re
a boon for hunters. Nearly three
million of these dirt slingin’ crit-
ters roam free in Texas, rooting

~up pastures, wallowing in creek

beds, and gorging themselves on
crops and gardens. Trappers and
hunters often are called in to help
reduce hog numbers when feral
swine run amuck.

For nearly a year, a team of
commercial swine and show
pig producers, slaughter plant

' operators, veterinarians, hunt-

ers, hog trappers and wildlife
biologists have wrestled with
rule ideas that would prevent
captured wild hogs from creat-
ing more chaos, while still giving
hunters an opportunity to bag a
boar trophy worth bragging rites.
In mid-May, draft regulations
were presented to commission-
ers for the Texas Animal Health
Commission (TAHC), the state’s
livestock and poultry health reg-
ulatory agency. Public comment
on the proposed rules, to be pub-
lished in the Texas Register June
6, will be accepted by the TAHC
through July 6. TAHC commis-
sioners will consider the rules for
adoption at their next meeting on
July 29 in Austin.

Dr. Ellis said the proposed

regulations give trappers greater
latitude for holding and moving
trapped swine. The proposed
rules also would allow for -the
wild pigs to be held after trap-
ping in an escape-proof pen or
enclosure on a trailer for up to
seven days before moving the
animals directly to a federally or
state-inspected slaughter plant,
to a TAHC-authorized hunting
preserve, or to an approved hold-
ing facility, awaiting final dispo-
sition.

Hunting preserve operators
would need a “Hunting Lease
License” and hog hunters would
need a hunting license, both
from the Texas Parks and Wild-
life Department, but there is no
season on these animals so often
regarded as a pest and a threat to
livestock health.

“It is extremely important
that proposed holding facilities
and hunting preserves be ‘es-
cape proof’ Identification on
the boars and barrows in hunting
preserves would help us identify
pigs that ‘get loose,” said Dr. El-
lis. Required record-keeping
would include the number of
swine placed in or removed from
the facilities, the animals’ weight,
size, color, sex and any identifi-
cation applied to the animal, and
the locations from which they
were trapped and to which they
were moved.

Since January 2006, the swine
form of Brucellosis has been de-
tected in 26 cattle in 19 herds.
Although the swine infection
in cattle does not affect Texas’
hard-won ‘free’ status for cattle
Brucellosis, it does cause positive
test results when cattle are tested
prior to sale.

Feral swine also can have a
health impact on noncommer-
cial swine, which may be housed
in facilities that are more likely
to have feral swine contact than
commercial swine facilities. Of

‘the 41 noncommercial swine

herds quarantined for swine Bru-
cellosis infection since January
2003, 29 either had definite or
possible contact with wild hogs.

“Contact with feral swine’ can
be as simple as a wild sow or boa-
reither being allowed in, break-
ing into swine pens, or making
contact through a fence,” noted
Dr. Ellis. “Related contacts” can
include an activity such as pur-
chasing piglets from a producer
who allows feral swine into his
or her pens. In this case, a buyer
could be purchasing piglets that
have been exposed to disease
carried by feral swine.

Dr. Ellis advised domestic
swine owners to keep feral swine
out of their pens. When purchas-
ing replacement swine by private
treaty, ask if the pigs have been
exposed to feral swine. If pos-
