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Annual audit for MCISD 
reveals no deficiencies 
General fund tops $1 million mark 

Clara Mangrum retires after 

20 years with MCISD

The Motley County ISD met 
Thursday, December 18, with 
a full quorum consisting of In-
terim Superintendent Dr. Tom 
Alvis, Dr. Andrew Seigrist, su-
perintendent, and board mem-
bers J.D. Russell, Tina Brooks, 
David Stafford, Mark Seigler, 
Don Baxter, and Gilbert Guer-
rero. Absent was Lewis Drum. 
Also attending were Denise 
Ford, Business Manager, and 
William Cochran, Principal. 
Auditor Blaine Smith of Wil-
liams, Meriwether, and Smith, 
in Plainview, reported the com-
pletion of the annual audit. 

The auditor reported "no 
significant deficiencies," issu-
ing the Best Opinion we can 
provide for the district," Smith 
said, adding, "we congratulate 
you on a job well done." Smith 
provided a brief overview of 
revenue and expenditures of 
the district, focusing primarily 
on the activities of the general 
fund. 

"We are happy to report a 
fund balance of $1,132,000, 
an increase of $166,000 over 
2007," he said. The $1.1 mil-
lion represents unreserved 
and undesignated funds to be 
used as the district sees fit, he 
said. "The district is debt-free," 
Smith said, "with net assets of 
$2,130,000." The net cost of 
providing services in the district 
was $1,654,000; he said. 

"We have been the auditors 
for this district for four years," 
Smith said. "Things are in really 
good shape in Motley County," 
he said, adding, "Motley Coun- 
ty has great stewardship," citing 
the efforts of Business Manager  

Denise Ford. The audit was 
approved unanimously by the 

'board. 
In further business, Ford 

reported that the district had 
collected about 55 percent in 
property tax collection. She 
discussed the district's invest-
ments, estimating total interest 
earned would be down consid-
erably this year due to the lower 
interest rates. While interest 
earned was about $34,000 last 
year, Ford is estimating that in-
terest earned on investments in 
2009 would be about $10,000. 
The board approved the min-
utes "by consent" and unani-
mously approved the financial 
expenditures for November, 
2o08. 

A School Board Policy update 
by Dr. Alvis included an update 
on special education services, 
an overview of a proposal for 
credits for athletics, and an up-
date allowing students to "vote" 
on having prayer at graduation, 
provided the prayer is "done 
by a volunteer." Dr. Alvis also 
reported that all non-certified 
employees will be required to 
have national criminal history 
background checks, in addition 
to Texas criminal history back-
ground checks. The updates 
were approved unanimously by 
the board. 

The bids on the bathroom 
modifications to the super-
intendent's house on Scotch 
Street were opened. The win-
ning bid was awarded to Ricky 
Green for $9,230.00. The ren-
ovation includes repairs to both 
a small and large bathrooms, 
consisting of new shower fix-
tures, plumbing, painting, and 
cabinets. This bid was accepted  

unanimously by the board. 
Principal William Cochran 

made a presentation to the 
board on the Tech Prep Pro-
gram sp9nsored by South 
Plains Junior College, provid-
ing an opportunity for students 
to gain college credits.. Classes 
at Motley County that currently 
qualify for college credits are 
business and computer classes 
taught by Shelly Cox, account-
ing classes taught by Cathey 
Turner, and all home economic 
and agriculture classes qualify, 
he said. 

"This program saves money, 
gives students a head start on 
technical degrees, and increases 
vocational skills," Cochran said. 
'This is a good program, we just 
need to get more teachers certi-
fied, and students and parents 
need to be made aware of this 
duel credit opportunity." 

Following this pi-esentation, 
Mr. Cochran reported that en-
rollment has remained steady 
at 176, with a 97 percent atten-
dance rate. 

Dr. Alvis reported that Randa 
Green and Jessica Ballard had 
both passed the certification 
test, and had been issued a 99-
day contract. 

Further, board president Da-
vid Stafford reported that new 
playground equipment, donat-
ed by Kermit ISD, had arrived. 
'The Kermit ISD is getting new 
equipment, and they donated 
their old equipment to us," he 
said. "This is probably about 
$5-$6,0oo equipment dona-
tion." Volunteers will begin 
assembling the new eqUipment 
this summer, he said.

10260-001, which authorizes the disposal of treated domestic wastewater at a daily average flow not to exceed 50,000 
gallons per day via surface irrigation of 22 acres Of non-public access agricultural land. This permit will not authorize 
a discharge of pollutants into waters in the State. TCEQ received this application on September 30, 2008. 

The wastcwatcr treatment facility and disposal site arc located adjacent to the cast side of State Highway 70, 
approximately 500 feet south of the SLSFT Railroad tracks and approximately 3,600 feet north of the intersection 
of Slate Highway 70 and Farm-to-Market Road 684 in Motley County, Texas. The wastewater treatment facility and 
disposal site arc located in the drainage basin of South Fork Pease River Basin in Segment No. 0227 of the Red River 
Basin. 

The TCEQ Executive Director has completed the technical review of the application and prepared a draft permit. 
The draft permit, if approved. would establish the conditions under which the facility must operate. The Executive 
Director has made a preliminary decision that this permit. if issued, meets all statutory and regulatory requirements. 
The permit application, Executive Director's preliminary decision, and draft permit are available for viewing and 
copying at Roaring Springs City Hall, 209 Broadway Street, Roaring Springs, Texas. 

PUBLIC COMMENT / PUBLIC MEETING You may submit public comments or request a public meeting 
about this application. The purpose of a public meeting is to provide the opportunity to submit comments or to ask 
questions about the application. TCEQ holds a public meeting if the Executive Director determines that there is a 
significant degree of public interest in the application or if requested by a local legislator. A public meeting is not 
a contested case hearing. 

OPPORTUNITY FOR A CONTESTED CASE HEARING After the deadline for submitting public comments, 
the Executive Director will consider all timely comments and prepare a response to all relevant and material. or 
significant public comments. Unless the application is directly referred for a contested case hearing, the 
response to comments will be mailed to everyone who submitted public comments and to those persons who 
are on the mailing list for this application. If comments are received, the mailing will also provide instructions 
for requestidg a contested case hearing or reconsideration of the Executive Director's decision. A contested 
case hearing is a legal proceeding similar to a civil trial in a state district court. 

TO REQUEST A CONTESTED CASE HEARING, YOU MUST INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING ITEMS IN 
YOUR REQUEST: your name; address, phone; applicant's name and permit number; the location and 
distance of yoitr property/activities relative to the facility; a specific description of how you would be adversely 
affected by the facility in a way not common to the general public; and the statement "[Uwe) request a 
contested case hearing." if the request for contested case hearing is filed on behalf of a group or association, 
the request must designate the group's representative for receiving future correspondence; identify an 
individual member of the group who would be adversely affected by the proposed facility or activity; provide 
the information discussed above regarding the affected member's location and distance from the facility or 
activity; explain how and why the member-would be affected; and explain how the interests the group seeks 
to protect are germane to the group's purpose. 

Following the close of all applicable comment and request periods, the Executive Director will forward the 
application and any requests for reconsideration or for a contested case hearing-to the TCEQ Commissioners for their 
consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting. 

The Commission will only grant a contested case hearing on disputed issues of fact that are relevant and material to 
the Commission's decision on the application. Further, the Commission will only grant a hearing on issues that were 
raised in timely filed comments that were not subsequently withdrawn. TCEQ may act on an application to renew 
a permit without providing an opportunity for a contested case hearing if certain criteria are met.
