A flashlight tied to the saddle cast a 
beam of light that danced across the 
southern New Mexican desert. 
Twenty-two year old Shannon 
Davidson, a sunburned cowboy from 
Flomot, Texas, nodded and dozed as 
his mount Rocket steadily plodded 
toward the San Francisco Bay on the 
California coast. Leather pouches on 
his saddle bulged with hundreds of 
letters bearing pony express stamps 
which were to be mailed in Califonia 
back to all parts of the nation. 

The Pony Express Race from No-
cona to Oakland, a 2,000 mile trek 
acorss the western plains and deserts, 
was a publicity stunt sponsored by 
Nocona Boot Company. Miss Enid 
Justin, publicity chairman and repre-
sentative of the famed boot company, 
kicked off the event on March 1,1939.

Court Affirms McArthur Case 

Everett McArthur, Dickens County 
youth who was sentenced to three years 
in the penitentiary for connection in 
the slaying of Ben Speegle, Matador 
tourist camp operator on the night of 
November 22, 1935, had his case af-
firmed by the Court of Criminal ap-
peals at Austin, April 7. 

Across the muddy Colorado river, 
Davidson pushed on. Stopping in In-
dio, California, just long enough to 
doctor his cracked, sun-burned lips, 
Davidson quipped, "How much fur-
ther is the ocean?" 

Twenty-three days from the pistol 
start, a determined but gauled and 
bowlegged Davidson rode across the 
ramp to the Treasure Island Exposi-
tion fairgrounds. Most of the contest-
ants had dropped by the wayside. Only 
King Kerley of Quanah provided any 
kind of a threat, and he lagged nearly 
100 miles behind. 

Davidson stayed on in California 
taking screen test which led to several 
bit roles in western movies. In Gene 
Autry's "Colorado Sunset" Davidson 
appeared in several scenes. Local fans 
noted that althouth a minor part, the 
cowboy portrayed the character with 

his customary attitude of ease and 
composure. He worked for Republic 
Studios and others in the three years he 
remained in Hollywood. 

A great tribute was made to the 
likeable young man when the Matador 
Lions sponsored Shannon Davidson 
Day on May 11, 1939. A mile long 
parade, led by the pony express winner 
and Miss Justin, opened the colorful 
rodeo pageant which attracted thou-
sands of people to Matador. The cel-

Amon G. Carter, Publisher of the Ft. 
Worth Star Telegram, fired the start-
ing pistol for eighteen hopeful contest-
ants. Awaiting the winner was $750 
shiny silver dollars and a chance for 
fame and fortune in the movies. 

Davidson, who subsisted on raw 
eggs, fruit juice, and sandwiches, rode 
from 8 am. to 9 p.m., averaging about 
seven miles an hour. The two horses, 
Ranger and Rocket owned by Roy 
George, had the best of care. Bill Meyer 
and Wood Bird followed along behind 
in a car pulling an open trailer, inside 
a horse rested for twenty-five miles 
before pounding the pavement again. 
Despite the good care, the desert heat 
took its toll on the two horses. Think- 

ing to get an edge on their compettors, 
the trainers shaved the horses, clip-
ping everything except where the 
saddle blanket rested. But the idea 
back fired since it removed to horse's 
insulation against the beaming sun. 
However, when one of the horses sick-
ened from the heat or the pace, foul 
play, even poisoning, was suspected. 

Davidson crossed the Arizona 
Phoenix bareback (whether to spare 
the horse or himself, it isn't known). 
He changed mounts and put a saddle 
on the fresher mount. Amid siren and

A Tiny Tap-Dancer

As the Chattanooga Free Press reported 
the crime, the drunken driving case in 
Corpus Christi, Texas, recently caught the 
nation's attention. The culprit, Frank Cuel-
lar, had run across the center line and col-
lided with a car driven by a pregnant woman, 
injuring her unborn child. The baby was 
delivered six weeks prematurely by emer-
gency C-section. The little girl was named 
1Crystal Zuniga. She was inside her mother's 
womb when she was injured but she was 
44 hours outside when she died. 

This set up the question of "When does life begin?" 

The judge instructed jurors to ignore questions of Krystal's status as 
a person or non-person, telling them simply to decide whether the 
defendant caused the crash that resulted in Krystal's death. Apparently, 
the momentous questions abut personhood are to be reserved for an 
appeals court to decide. 

Defense attorney Anne Marshall therefore was wasting her time 
when she told the jury in her closing argument, "This is very sad, but 
the law says Frank Cuellar is not criminally responsible...The law says 
that there was no 'Crystal Zuniga" when the accident occurred. Krystal's 
mother broke into sobs at that bit of cruelty, which did no good for the 
defendant's case. Cuellar was found guilty. He was sentenced to sixteen 
years in prison for "manslaughter." 

For expert commentary on the question of when life begins, we may 
turn to none other than the Material Girl, new mother, Madonna. 

"I was stunned when I saw on the ultrasound a tiny, living creature 
spinning around in my womb," the pop diva said in recountint her own 
prenatal checkup. "Tap-dancing, I think. Waving its tiny arms around 
and trying to suck its thumb. I could have sworn I heard it laughing." 

Madonna has built a career on being disgustingly outrageous, doing 
everything shocking from making her underwear outenvear to mocking 
the faith. Hem's gut check for the Material Girl: Is she ready to put this 
thought to her pro-choice chums: That her tiny, living, spinning, tap-
dancing, arm-waving, thumb-sucking, laughing baby girl had an 
inalienable right not to be torn to pieces in the womb, whether by a 
drunken driver or by an abortionist?

ebration was also held the following

Though Shannon sounds like a stage 
name, he was actually born James 
Shannon Davidson at Tucumcari,New 
Mexico on May 25, 1915. He and his 
family, including a brother and three 
sisters, made their home at Flomot 
since 1929. 

On May 24, 1947, Davidson and 
his employer, R.B Archer, Jr. of 
Spearman, were preparing to treat a 
new truck bed with heated linseed oil. 
As the hot oil was carried outside, 
some of it spalshed near the kitchen 
stove, causing an explosion wich cov-
ered both men with the flaming liquid. 
First aid was administered by a Spear-
man doctor, then both men were rushed 
to a Perryton hospital where Archer 
died. Davidson suffered burns over 
75% of his body which resulted in his 
death. 

As Matador Tribune Editor Doug 
Meador wrote, "Thus tragedy ends the 
colorful chapter of a youth who won 
and kept the hearts of the people of 
Motley County."

Davis and it housed a filling station 
and a garage for many years. 

There is a funny story connected to 
that building. When it was being 
completed a group of young people 
decided the fall roof would be a good 
place to dance. One dear lady in town 
found out about the dancing and said 
that everyone of those people would

be put out of church. But when she 
found out one of her sons was in on the 
fun, she became very quiet. 

The American Legion building just 
north of the "Buick Garage" was used 
for many purposes. At one time that is 
where we had the homecoming din-
ner, and that involved a lot of hard 
work. 

Dances have been held in that build-
ing, the blood collection for the blood 
bank has been there, and it was, of 
course, a meeting place for the Ameri-
can Legion and I believe it is now 
being used, as it has been used, for a 
voting place. 

On the corner north of the Legion 
building is the Luckett building which 
has housed quite a few places of busi-
ness. It was first the Mercantile busi-
ness of Glenn, Currie and Luckett. 
Then it became Matador Mercantile 
Company. Later the Hannah brothers 
bought the store and had a dry goods 
store for several years. 

When the old Courthouse burned in 
1944, the Luckett building was bought 
for $10,000.00 and was designated as 
the Motley County Courthouse.

Confusion and uncertainty are the 
prevailing attitudes when it comes to 
the reauthorization of the Conserva-
tion Reserve Program and provisions 
governing the bidding and acceptance 
of land during the 15th CRP sign-up. 

According to Lubbock-based Plains 
Cotton Growers 77 percent of the land 
currently enrolled in the CRP will have 
to be resubmitted in order to continue 
in the Program. Contacts on over 1.5 
million acres will expire at the end of 
September 1997. 

According to information recently 
released by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture (USDA) there will 
be no rolling over of current contracts 
and all bids received nation-wide 
during the 15th CRP sign-up will be 
evaluated and ranked. 

"There will be no regional or local 
preferences shown and each contract 
will have to make the cut in order to be 
enrolled in the CRP," says PCG Ex-
ecutive Vice President Donald 
Johnson. "Some priority acres within 
the state of Texas have been identified 
and acreage in these areas will be eli-
gible for the bidding process even 
though they may not meet all of the 
eligibility requirements currently being 
considered." 

Johnson notes that the most confus-
ing aspect of the upcoming CRP sign-
up is that all the rules governing the 
process have not been finalized at this 
time. The sign-up period for producers 
to submit their bids will begin March 3 
and end March 28. 

More detailed information should 
be available at local Farm Service 
.Agency (FSA) and Natural Resource 
Conservation Service (NRCS) offices 
by March 3. 

Using an average rental payment of 
$39 per acre, the CRP provides over 
$75 million dollars of income to pro-
ducers and landowners each year. It 
has already been determined that rental 
payments will be reduced during the 

next contract period.
