The teachers seemed 
to be of one mind in 
expressing that home-
work is repetitious of 
material in the classroom 
and the student has a 
better chance to retain 
things covered in the 
classroom when he does 
homework. It does, they 
said, help make a 
responsible, thinking 
adult, because in one way 
or another the student 
would have to do come 
kind of homework-  .the 
rest of his life or he 
would not be successful. 

However, some very 
good questions were 
raised about the amount 
of homework assigned, 
and what happens to that 
homework after it is 
completed and turned 
back to the teacher the 
next day. 

The subject of the 
amount of homework 
was discussed at length, 
and some parents said 
homework should not be 
assigned for week end, 
ball game nights; and 

only minimum home-
work the rest of the time. 
With embarrassing grins, 
the students thought this 
was a good idea. "No one 
is going to study for a test 
scheduled for a Monday," 
a student said. 

"How many occasions 
does TIME get involved 
with homework?" Mr. 
Edwards asked. "Does 
anyone have ample time 
to do homework?" 

"You will always have 
some students that have 
something to do every 
night of the week," one 
teacher stated. "There is 
always going to be a 
conflict." 

One student said the 
Freshman class sug-
gested even numbered 
classes be given home-
work one night and odd 
the next. But teachers 
said a class can't be 
scheduled on a day by day 
basis, stating that some 
days more material is 
covered than other days. 
"I would hate to have to 
pick every other day to 
assign homework."
