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Wind Farm interest 
grows in Motley County 

There are several new and 
exciting developments happen-
ing on the wind energy front 
that will have an effect on Mot-
ley County 

A meeting of area landown-
ers and other interested parties 
will soon be held to give an up-
date on progress being made 
toward wind farm development 
in the county. The details of this 
meeting will be announced as 
soon as they are finalized. The 
County Agent's column in the 
Motley County Tribune will be 
a source for further details 
about this meeting. 

Several companies inter-
ested in building wind farms in 
Motley County plan to visit the 
county this week. 

These companies are await-
ing the Public Utility 
Commission's (PUC) decision 
regarding the boundaries of the 
Competitive Renewable Energy 
Zones (CREZ), which will have 
a major impact on where the 
wind energy companies will 
build wind farms. 

During the process of the 
PUC's contested hearings, 
Sharyland Utilities Le backed 
up Airtricity, Babcock & Brown 
Renewable Holdings Inc., 
Celanese Ltd., and Occidental 
Energy Ventures, have put in a 
nomination that the Texas Pan-
handle be designated as a 

Austin -- Texas Comptroller 
Susan Combs announced last 
week state sales tax revenue in 
February totaled $1.65 billion, 
up 7.0 percent compared to Feb-
ruary, 2006. 

"Post-holiday sales indicate 
the Texas economy and our 
sales tax collections continue to 
grow, though not at the rapid 
pace we experienced a year 
ago," Combs said. "We will con-
tinue to closely monitor our 
state's economic indicators 
such as oil and gas, the Texas 
housing market and consumer 
spending." 

Combs delivered $396.8 mil-
lion in March sales tax pay- 

CREZ, and have proposed de-
velopment of an 800-mile, 345 
KV transmission loop. This 
nomination includes a plan to tie 
4,200 MW of potential wind 
power in the Texas Panhandle 
to the ERCOT grid. This would 
allow energy produced by both 
wind and other forms of electri-
cal generation in the Panhandle 
to be sent to the larger cities in 
the south and east parts of the 
state. 

It is interesting to note that 
nearly all of the letters and 
email& received by the PUC be-
fore the hearings were in sup-
port of Preliminary CREZ,, the 
zone of which we are a part. 

In addition, there have been 
300 representatives of the Pan-
handle-South Plains region in 
Austin lobbying for this region's 
economy, including the support 
of wind energy development. 

The citizens of Motley and 
surrounding counties are to be 
commended for their strong 
communication through letters, 
emails, and phone calls, to the 
PUC, that we are very much in 
favor of this region's being se-
lected as a CREZ. 

There is also good news on 
the state level. The new owners 
of TXU, who will assume own-
ership later this year, have an-
nounced that they will reduce 
the number of new coal-fueled 

ments to Texas cities, counties, 
transit systems and special pur-
pose taxing districts, a 5.6 per-
cent increase compared to 
March 2006. So far this calendar 
year, local sales tax allocations 
are up 5.5 percent compared to 
the first three months of 2006. 

State sales tax revenue for 
February, and March payments 
made to local governments to-
day, represents sales that oc-
curred in January. 

Comptroller Combs sent 
March sales tax payments of 
$268.6 million to Texas cities, up 
5.1 percent compared to March 
2006. Calendaryear-to-date, city 
sales tax allocations are run- 

electrical generation plants 
from the previously proposed 11 
to 3, and that they plan to double 
the company's purchase of wind 
power to more than 1,500 MW. 

TECO-Westinghouse and 
Composite Technology Corpo-
ration have announced a Stra-
tegic Alliance Agreement to 
build the first wind turbine 
manufacturing plant in Texas. 
This plant, which was expected 
to be built in Utah or Louisiana 
will instead be build in Round 
Rock, Texas. 

In addition, Governor Rick 
Perry has formed a Wind En-
ergy Industrial Cluster initiative 
to retain and expand manufac-
turing activity in Texas regard-
ing wind energy.

County Commissioners 
meet in March court session 
Bid accepted for new motorgrader 

Motley County Commis-
sioners Court met for their 
regular meeting, Monday, 
March 12. In addition to Com-
missioners Ronnie Davis, 
Donnie Turner, Franklin 
Jameson, Russell Alexander, 
County Judge Ed D. Smith, and 
County Clerk Kate Hurt, attend-
ing the meeting were County At-
torney Tom Edwards and assis-
tant Carol Campbell, and Sher-
iff Jim Meador. Judge Smith 
called the meeting to order and 
Commissioner Ramer gave the 
invocation. 

Mrs. Hurt read the minutes 
from the previous meeting. The 
outstanding bills were re-
viewed, as well as reports by the 
Treasurer, Tax-Collector, Jus-
tice of the Peace, County Agent 
and Library. Bills were ap-
proved for payment and all re-
ports were approved. 

TxDOT representatives 
Ben Kautz and Rodney Murray 
met with the Court requesting 
their approval on FM 94 curve 
renovation. TxDOT is request-
ing the County to contribute 
$300.00 for right-of-way ease-
ments from landowners. After 
discussion, the commissioners 
decided to table the request un-
til the landowners can be con-
tacted. 

The court reviewed the cor-
rected County Personnel Policy 
and adopted the policy. 

The court discussed estab-
lishing a County Road Map. The 
map would include all roads that  

are maintained by the County. 
Commissioners approved. 

Judge Smith presented to 
the court a Rural Business Op-
portunity Grant Resolution. 
This Resolution would support 
an application by the City of 
Childress to the USDA for a 
Rural Business Opportunity 
Grant to fund a project that will 
benefit an 11 county area in 
Texas and Oklahoma including 
Motley County. This grant will 
form a rural consortium dedi-
cated to promoting the develop-
ment of wind energy resources 
within the 11 county area. Com-
missioners approved. 

County Clerk Hurt re-
quested the court's approval in 
moving polling places in Pre-
cinct 2 and Precinct 3 to the 
Courthouse for the May 12th 
Amendment Election. Commis-
sioners approved. The United 
States Department of Justice 
will have to give pre-clearance 
for this request. 

There were four bids pre-
sented to the court for the pur-
chase of a motorgrader for Pre-
cinct 2. Yellowhouse Machinery 
presented a bid of $204,000.00 for 
a John Deere Motorgrader, with 
a $48,750.00 trade-in value on 
the old grader. This would leave 
4 yearly payments of $45,819.67. 
The first payment would not be 
due until November, 2008. The 
grader comes with a 7-year, 
5,000 hour Hill Warranty

PROPOSITION 1 (SJR 13) 

SJR 13 would amend the Constitu-
tion to authorize the legislature to 
adjust the public school ad valorem 
tax or tax rates for taxpayers who 
are aged 65 or older, or are dis-
abled, and who are owners of an 
exempted homestead. The amend-
ment would thereby allow the leg-
islature to provide tax relief to such 
elderly or disabled taxpayers who 
did not receive tax relief as a result 
of the school tax rate reduction 
passed in the 79th Legislature, 3rd 
called session.

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Austin -- Farmers and 
ranchers could soon be looking 
harder at forage production as 
biomass crops become more 
lucrative and sought after by 
new biofuel plants popping up 
across the U.S. 

What U.S. Rep. Collin 
Peterson, D-Minn., doesn't want 
to see happen are plants ready 
to go on line with no product to 
be found.

"If we don't get feed stocks 
started now, these plants are 
going to be built and people are 
going to be looking for material 
with no (place) to go," said 
Peterson, chairman of the 
House Agriculture Committee 
at the 2007 Ag Forum held in 
February in Austin. 

As work continues on a new 
farm bill that looks to weigh 
heavily on energy and conserva- 

tion, some of the most tradi-
tional practices on the nation's 
farms could be changing, he 
said. 

"I tell my people at home 
instead of growing sugarbeets, 
you might be growing switch-
grass," Peterson said. "This (re-
newable energy) is the most 
exciting thing that has ever hap-
pened in my lifetime in agricul-
ture." 

To help illustrate the oppor-
tunity that awaits agricultural 
producers, Peterson described 
recent equity offerings for new 
ethanol plants in his home state. 

"We have an equity drive, we 
have farmers being the first in 
line, camping out so they can 
buy stock," he said. 

Government getting more 
involved in biofuel plants' fi-
nancing wouldn't be in the best 
interest of agriculture, Peterson 
said. 

"I'm not a big fan of govern-
ment getting too involved and 
making it harder for these eq-
uity drives," he said. "There are 
a lot of bills out there that would 
do more harm than good, but 
we'll have to sort through that." 

Biofucl production and con-
servation programs are a few 
key components of the new farm 
bill legislators hope will be de-
livered to President Bush by 
September. However, though 
farm government spending is 
far below 2002 levels, Peterson 
said the current food stamp pro-
gram is taking chunks of money 
away. 

The debit card system has 
made the system more efficient 
and cut down on fraud and 
abuse, he said. However, it's 
also expensive. 

"Food stamps are 67 per-
cent of what we are going to 
spend," he said. "In the old days,

ducers look into the future in his 
new position as a Texas Coop-
erative Extension specialist of 
risk management. 

Warminski, a White Deer 
native, will work with the Finan-
cial and Risk Management As-
sistance program (FARM Assis-
tance), a strategic-planning pro-
gram offered by Extension, in 
conjunction with DeDe Jones, 
also an extension risk manage-
ment specialist in Amarillo. 

FARM Assistance allows 
specialists to consult with farm-
ers and ranchers on a one-on-
one basis to help run projections 
and computer models that out-
line a 10-year operational plan, 
Warminski said. 

The program allows the in-
dividual to make hypothetical 
alterations to an operation, such 
as the purchase of more land or 
equipment or changing the crop 
rotation, and determine how the 
changes will impact the overall 
financial situation, he said. 

Prior to taking the Exten-
sion position, Warminski 
worked with the Panhandle 
Groundwater Conservation Dis-
trict in White Deer as education 
coordinator and field lab tech-
nician. 

He earned his bachelor's 
degree in agricultural econom-

we got a lot of urban support. 
Now (the program has) become 
kind of an entitlement." 

Though conservation will be 
another key component of new 
farm legislation, it's set to take 
a 30 percent cut in funding, 
Peterson said, but those cuts 
could be restored. 

"There's going to be quite a 
bit of interest in new spending," 
he said. "One thing that would 
be helpful is if we can get people 
in Texas, whether in agriculture 
or not , to support us to get ex-
tra resources for the ag commit-
tee to support the farm bill." For 
other new programs to be 
funded, the agriculture commit-
tee is being asked to look at cut-
ting other programs, Peterson 
said. 

"Americans want us to pay 
our bills and be fiscally respon-
sible," he said. "We're not com-
plaining. But in order for us to 
get more money, it's what you 
can give up." 

Meanwhile, the outlook for 
grain farms is the best since fall 
of 1995, while cotton and rice will 
still show red, said Dr. James 
Richardson, co-director of the 
Agricultural and Food Policy 
Center at Texas A&M Univer-
sity. 

The outlook on future farm 
policy is that fruits and veg-
etables will get subsidies of 
some kind and more emphasis 
will be placed on renewable fu-
els research. 

"Don't discount the empha-
sis of conservation in the next 
farm bill," he said. 

"It's very likely" that many 
of the same programs will be in 
the 2007 Farm Bill "not because 
that's what everyone wants, but 
because it may be the best 
safety net we can afford," he 
said.
