Primary functions of elected county officials

Editor’s Note: The following article
is from the Texas Association of
Counties to inform voters of the func-
tions of elected county officials.

COUNTY JUDGES

The Texas Constitution vests
broad judicial and administrative
powers in the position of County
Judge, who presides over a five-
member Commissioners Court,
which has budgetary and administra-
tive authority over county govern-
ment operations. The county judge
handles such widely varying matters
as hearings for beer and wine license

applications, hearing on admittance
to state hospitals for the mentally ill
and mentally retarded, juvenile work
permits and temporary
guardianships for special purposes.
Thejudge is also responsible for call-
ing elections, posting election no-
tices, and for receiving and canvass-
ms the election returns, The county
judge may perform marriages.

A countyjudge in Texas may have
judicial responsibility for certain
criminal, civil and probate matters -
responsibility for these functions
vary from county to county. In those
counties in which the judge has judi-
cial responsibilities, the judge has ap-
pellate jurisdiction over matters aris-
ing from the justice courts. The
county judge is also head of civil de-
fense and disaster relief, county wel-
fare and in counties under 225,000
population, the judge prepares the
county budget along with the county
auditor or county clerk.

COMMISSIONERS

Four commissioners, each
elected from a quarter of the county’s
population, serve along with the
county judge on the commissioners
court. Among other responsibilities,
the commissioners court:

» Sets the yearly property tax
rate and approve the budget and
employment level for the county;

* Sets commissioners and justice

of the peace precinct boundaries;

» Calls, conducts and certifies
elections, including bond elections;

* Sets employment and benefit
policy;

« Establishes long-range thor-
oughfare, open space, land use, finan-
cial and law enforcement/jail needs
plans;

* Acquires property for rights-of-
way or other uses determined to be
in the public’s best interest.;

* Reviews and approve subdivi-
sion platting and wastewater treat-
ment for rural areas;

* Provides rural ambulance ser-
vices and subsidizes rural fire protec-
tion;

* Oversees the construction,
maintenance and improvement of
county roads and bridges;

» Appoints non-elected depart-
ment heads and standing commit-
tees;

* Supervises and controls the
county courthouse, county buildings
and facilities;

Drop Box to be installed
at Matador City Hall

Matador City Council met in
regular session February 14 with
Mayor Rodney Williams; Council
members, Bert Darsey, Fred Parson,
Doyle Rose, and Shane Jones; Water
Superintendent Steve Barton; Secre-
tary Linda Perryman; and County
Judge Ed D. Smith present.

The Council adopted an ordi-
nance changing the polling place to
the old Grade School, 1701 Bundy
Street. An election order for the May
4th Election was issued. Sign up for
the election runs from February 18
through March 20.

Councilman Bert Darsey re-
ported on the cost of a drop box for
City Hall. The council approved the
purchase including installation from
Plainview Plate Glass.

Council discussed and approved
providing a calling card for City em-
ployees to use when out of town on

City business.

The need for scales at the city
landfill was discussed. Two cost
quotes were reviewed. The council
was concerned about the expense
and discussed a less expensive way
to go for the present time, with hopes
of acquiring funding for the scales
through a grant in next year’s fund-
ing cycle. Mayor Williams suggested
an upgrade on the scales that are
currently being used until a grant can
be secured. He will report back on
the prices for the upgrade.

The Council has been ap-
proached by a company about the
possibility of bringing natural gas to
the community. No action was taken
at this time.

County Judge, Ed D. Smith, ad-
dressed the council on the legalities
and details of possible tax abate-

ments on certain delinquent proper-
ties. He told the council that it was
notlegal to abate school taxes. Judge
Smith expressed that he is im-
pressed with the Council’s economic
development efforts.

City Superintendent, Steve
Barton, reported to the council that
he had to change an electric motor
at the City wells in Roaring Springs
and plans to change the pumps. The
pumps currently in place at the City
wells have been in place for more
than 25 years. The new cattle guard
has been installed at the City Land-
fill and signs at the entrance have
been moved.

Council discussed upcoming
block grant applications. Superinten-
dent Barton recommended that the
City apply for Water Grants.

* Adopts a county budget;

» Determines county tax rates;

» Fills vacancies in elective and
appointive positions; and

» Has exclusive authority to au-
thorize contracts in the name of the
county.

SHERIFF

Duties of the Sheriff include:

» Providing security for the op-
eration of county and district courts;

» Enforcing traffic laws, other
eounty ordinances and other state
laws;

* Service of process;

* Conducting sales of seized and
unclaimed properties; and

* Accepting bail for prisoners in
his custody;

» Taking charge of and responsi-
bility for the county jail and prison-
ers.

CONSTABLES

These peace officers are the first
link in the county’s chain of law en-
forcement. Along with their deputies,
constables have all the powers of
peace officers.

Constables are sometimes re-
ferred to as the executive officer of
the justice of the peace courts. Their
duties are to:

» Subpoena witnesses;

» Act as bailiff;

» Execute judgements; and

* Service of process

In large metropolitan counties
the constable may also assist the
county and district courts. In addi-
tion, they may perform patrol func-
tions and make criminal investiga-
tions. They are involved in the over-
all effort to reduce the effects of
crime in their communities, includ-
ing in some cases the operation of
truancy programs.

JUSTICES OF THE PEACE

Section 19 of Article 5 of the Texas
Constitution provides that: justice of
the peace courts have original juris-
diction in criminal matters of misde-
meanor cases punishable by fine only
and such other jurisdiction as may be
provided by law. Original jurisdiction
1s the authority to accept a case at

its inception, try it and pass judge-

ment based upon the laws and facts.
This is distinguished from appellate
jurisdiction which is jurisdiction to
review a court’s action. The justice
of the peace performs the functions
of a magistrate and conducts in-
quests.

A justice of the peace may issue
warrants for search and arrest, con-
duct preliminary hearings, adminis-
ters oaths, perform marriages and
serve as a coroner in counties where
there is no provision for a medical
examiner. The justice court also func-
tions as a small claims court in civil
matters in which exclusive jurisdic-
tion is not in district or county court
and the amount in controversy does
not exceed $5,000. They can also deal
with matters concerning foreclosure
of mortgages and enforcement of
liens on personal property.

COUNTY TREASURERS
The County Treasurer, as the chief

custodian of county finance, shall:

* Receive all monies belonging to
the county from whatever source;

» Keep and account for all mon-
ies in a designated depository; and

* Pay and apply or disburse all
monies in such amanner as commis-
sioners court may direct, by law.

_ Allreceipts of any official belong-
ing to the county must be turned over
to the county treasurer daily. The

Dwayne Culpepper, TxDOT
Childress District Transportation
Enhancement Coordinator, reported
that it could be six months before the
letter of authority would be issued.

Fire Department, City Water Man-
ager, Robert Osborn, asked the coun-
cil for permission for the department
to convert the room formerly occu-
pied by Franchise Equipment into a
room the fire department could use
to park the fire trucks. He stated an
overhead door will need to be in-
stalled, but the department will be
responsible for all cost and mainte-
nance. Council approved this re-
quest.

Attending the meeting were
Mayor Joey Thacker; Mayor Pro-
tem, Corky Marshall; Council mem-
bers, Gary Simpson, Timmy Brooks,
and Alex Crowder; Water Manager,
Robert Osborn; and City Secretary
Zella Palmer. Council member, Amy
Perryman, was absent.

TxDOT urges proper use of child

February 10 - 16, 2002, was Na-
tional Child Passenger Safety Week.
The Texas Department of Transpor-
tation (TxDOT) is taking this oppor-
tunity to remind parents and
caregivers in area communities that
all children should be placed in child
safety seats, booster seats or seat
belts every time they ride in a car or
truck.

The improper use of child safety
seats or not using them at all has se-
rious consequences. Nationwide in
2000, 2, 343 children lost their lives in
motor vehicle crashes. Those statis-
tics make vehicle crashes the lead-
ing cause of unintentional injury and
deaths to children younger than 14.
Ninety-six percent of parents believe
their children are properly buckled in

Medicaid process simplified
to help cover Texas children

The process by which children of
Texas may become eligible for Med-
icaid coverage has been simplified.
Texas Senate Bill 43 requires major
changes in the Medicaid eligibility
policy or children under 19 yeas of
age.

: Although the bill does not change
eligibility requirements for children
19 and 20 years of age, it does make
children’s Medicaid more like cover-
age provided by the Children’s Health
Insurance Program (CHIP). Unifying
the application process and stream-
lining the eligibility approval process
have simplified he children’s Medic-
aid program.

The simplification process has
several unique features:

« Initial applications and renew-
als for children's Medicaid are pro-
cessed by mail or telephone.

+ Children under 19 years of age
are certified for six-month periods
and, in most cases, remain continu-

ously eligible.

* To make Medicaid renewal
easier; a renewal form will automati-
cally be mailed to the parent prior to
expiration of coverage.

» Applications may be accepted at
any health and human services
agency.

« Documentation and verification
procedures for children under 19
years of age will be the same as those
required for CHIP. Assets questions
are the same and do not require veri-
fication.

» Applications for children’s Med-
icaid may be obtained from a local
office of the Texas Department of
Human Services. In addition, an ap-
plication may be downloaded from
www.dhs.stae.tx.-us/Forms/Forms
1014. Information covering other
TDHS programs and services is
available through the State of Texas
Assistance and Referral System -
www.txstars.net.

county treasurer often acts as a the
chief liaison between the county and
all depository banks. In this capac-
ity, he or she maintains records of all
deposits and withdrawals, and recon-
ciles all bank statements, thus assur-
ing their accuracy and the safety of
county funds. The county treasurer,
who may be designated as the
county’s investment officer, is re-
quired to submit regular reports on
county finance to the members of
commissioners court to inspect and
verify.

COUNTY AND DISTRICT
ATTORNEYS

The main duties of the county
and/or district attorney is to repre-
sent the state in criminal cases. The
county and/or district attorney works
with law enforcement officers in the
investigation and preparation of
cases to be heard before the crimi-
nal courts. When requested in writ-
ing, the county attorney provides le-
gal counsel to county officers.

The overwhelming importance of

the office of public prosecutors arises
from the fact that upon the prosecut-
ing attorney rests the power of de-
termining whether prosecution in
any given case shall be inaugurated
or if inaugurated, pushed to a suc-
cessful conclusion.

DISTRICT CLERK

The Texas Government Code
states the duties and powers of the
clerk of the district court: “The clerk
of the District Court has custody of
and shall carefully maintain and ar-
range the records relating to or law-
fully deposited in the clerk’s office.”
The district clerk shall:

* Record the acts and proceed-
ings of the district court;

* Enter all judgements of the
court under the direction of the
judge;

* Record all executions issued
and the returns issued on the execu-
tions;

* Process passport applications;

* Administer child support pay-
ments;

* Administer trust accounts for
minors ordered by the courts;

» Keep an index of the parties to
all suits filed in the court, and make
reference to any judgement made in
the case; and

» Keep an account of all funds
collected by the office, by way of fines
and fees, and the amount due jurors
in district court for service.

COUNTY CLERK

The main duties of the county
clerk are:

» Administering all county and
state elections, including early voting
and primaries, unless the commis-
sioners court has transferred the
function to the tax assessor-collector
or an office of county election admin-

istrator;

« Serving as clerk of the county
court and the commissioners court
and keep records of the proceedings;

« Acting as recorder of deeds and
other instruments;

» Filing and recording birth and
death certificates;

« Recording assumed names,
wills and probate;

» Issuing marriage licenses; and

« Accounting for all funds paid to
the office by way of fines and fees, and
the amount owed to county court ju-
rors for service.

In Texas counties with a popula-
tion of less than 8,000, unless there
has been a special election, the
county clerk also serves as the dis-
trict clerk, assuming all constitu-
tional and statutory duties of the dis-
trict clerk, along with those of county
clerk. .

TAX ASSESSOR-COLLECTOR

The major tax duty of the asses-
sor-collector is the assessment (cal-
culation) of taxes on each property
in the county and collection op that
tax as established by the State Prop-
erty Tax Code. In addition, as an
agent of the Texas Department of
Transportation, the assessor-collec-
tor is responsible for the registration
and licensing of motor vehicles
owned by residents of the county.

Another duty of the county tax
assessor-collector is that of voter reg-
istrar. In most Texas counties, a per-
son would register to vote through
the office of county tax assessor-col-
lector. In a few counties, the commis-
sioners court has designated the
county clerk or an elections admin-
istrator to provide this function. The
county tax office voter registration
responsibilities include accepting
applications for voter registration, is-
suing voter certificates, maintaining
voter registration lists, verifying pe-
titions for local option elections and
submitting required reports to the
Secretary of State’s Office.

The county tax assessor-collec-
tor is also responsible for the collec-
tions of special fees imposed by the
county and state on coin-operated
vending machines and the sale of al-
coholic beverages.

HEAD RESTRAINTS

Head restraints are a type of ve-
hicle occupant protection system. It
IS a vehicle safety feature built into

_ the vehicle. Its purpose is to absorb
energy and slow down deceleration
and decrease injury to occupants.
The head restraint provides support
for the head and neck and helps pre-
vent whiplash injuries.

In most instances, motorists leave
their adjustable head restraints in
the lowest position, where they pro-
vide little of no protection for many
people, the Insurance Institute for
Highway Safety (ITHS) reports. For
maximum effectiveness a head re-
straint must be positioned high and

able head restraint in the proper po-
sition?

1. Adjust the head restraint so it
reaches at least as high as the center
of the back of your head. Lock it in this
position, if possible. (See your vehicle
owner’s manual. Some adjustable
head restraints do not include a lock-
Ing feature.)

2. If possible, adjust the angle of
the seat back so the head restraint is
no more than 3 or 4 inches away from
your head. (On some vehicles, the
head restraint itself can be tilted for-
ward.)

Head restraint ratings for many

1999 model vehicles are available on
the IIHS Website. Among more than
180 models rated, only a handful re-
ceived a “good” rating; BMW 23
coupe, Chevrolet S10, GMC Sonoma,
Mitsubishi Montero, Saab 9-3, and
Volvo C70, V70 and S80.

IIHS, which is supported by USAA
and other insurers, is urging
automakers to design more effective
head restraints. According to ITHS,
fixed head restraints that are hlgh
and close behind a motorist’s head
are more effective than adjustable
designs, though not nearly as com-
mon. To prevent injuries, adjust head
restraint properly.

Barton's sister Joline was born in
Paducah three days before Pat’s brother
Mike was bornon Easter Sunday in Knox

ity Bartpn was four and Pat was two.
g‘dﬁ%zﬁ?ﬁéh and Joline were well-be-
haved. Pat and Mike's older brother
Truman, known as ‘“Jim,” since service
with the Seabees, was already in school
before Pat was born. Jim lived with his
grandparents in Matador a great deal of
the time while we moved around the Dis-
trict. Our boys and I settled down in Mata-
dor about the time David joined Barton
and Joline in the Claude Groves family.

Pauline’s comment about David was that
he was “different.”

We knew David first as the man up in
the “box” that furnished the lights, mu-
sic, and sound for the production of
“Texas” in Palo Duro Canyon. He was
happily married and busy making a living
for a growing family of boys, including
twins. For almost 40 years Algie and I en-
Joyed being near Claude and Pauline. We
were in Quanah when Claude died in his
sleep in Wellington, in February, 1991.
Pauline lived until December of the same
year. Alfred, Jr.'s death is Motley County’s
loss of another member of a great pioneer
family.

Have a nice daisy:
many Texas plants
are potential killers

COLLEGE STATION - Don’t mess
with Texas — especially some of its plants.

There are more than 100 toxic plants
in the state that can make for a deadly
home on the range. They are the subject
of a unique book by five Texas A&M
University System scientists titled Toxic
Plants of Texas, a must-read for ranchers
and outdoorsmen.

Contact with some of the plants will
give you just a mild headache, while oth-
ers will have you wearing a morgue toe
tag within minutes.

The authors — John Reagor, Catherine
Barr, Charles Hart, Tam Garland and
Bruce Carpenter — traveled thousands of
miles across Texas and spent years com-
piling the information. The 240-page
book has several photographs of each
plant harmful to humans and livestock
that is found in the state.

It is believed to be the only book ever
published about poisonous plants native
to Texas. These plants cause from $50
million to $100 million in livestock losses
each year, the authors say, and that may
be a conservative figure.

*“A book like this is very much needed
because most people aren’t aware that a
lot of plants in this state can make hu-
mans and livestock very sick and even
cause death,” says Reagor, who has iden-
tified such plants for more than 35 years
and serves as head of toxicology in the
Texas Veterinary Medical Diagnostic
Laboratory.
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We would worry less about what
others think of us if we realized
how seldom they do.

FOUNDATION SEEKS TO
PROTECT PUBLIC,
ENVIRONMENT !

The Texas Boll Weevil Eradication
Foundation is eradicating the boll
weevil cotton while protecting the
safety of the public, foundation em-
ployees and the environment, said a
top foundation official. Although some
South Plains and High Plains resi-
dents have recently expressed con-
cerns about the effects of malathion
used by the Texas Boll Weevil Eradi-
cation Foundation, the Texas pro-
gram is a safe operation that will re-
duce the application of pesticides on
cotton and entirely eliminate spray-
ing to control the boll weevil, the most
economically significant cotton pest,
said Charles Allen, program director.
“We take the safety of our employees
and the general public very seri-
ously,” Allen said. “And we share a
concern for our environment.” Allen,
who holds a doctorate in entomology,
said the eridacation program only
sprays cotton fields and has a vari-
ety of procedures in place to ensure
that malathion is applied only to cot-
ton. First among these controls is that
aerial applicators must adhere to
stringent requirements on the equip-
ment used for spraying, and when
spraying, they are required to fly no
higher than 5 feet above the crop
canopy,” he said. The spray nozzles
used and the low altitude while spray-
ing ensure the malathion is only de-
posited on the plants. The foundation
also uses ground observers who
monitor the planes while treatments
are taking place and who maintain
contact with the pilots to let them
know if adverse weather conditions,
such as approaching rain or winds
that rise above 10 m.p.h., appear that
would cause the spray to drift. Allen
said that when those conditions oc-
cur, spraying is canceled immediately.
In addition, environmental monitor-
ing specialists are on hand to identify
sensitive areas, such as schools, hos-
pitals and farm residences, he said.
These specialists work with the pilots
to make sure their flight patterns
avoid these areas.

s The environmental monitors alsa |

rountinely perform quality control
checks, placing dye cards in fields to
make sure the proper spray pattern
is being used and that there is no
malathion drift, Allen said. “In addi-
tion to these controls, we chose
malathion because it is the safest,
most effective product available to
control boll weevils,” he said. “Almost
50 years of use in agriculture, mos-
quito abatement programs and home
insect control have shown that
malathion is very safe when used
according to the label directions.” In
addition, Allen said the foundation
uses the lowest possible rate shown
to be effective againstboll weevils, 12
ounces per acre. “That’s not a whole
lot, when you think about it - only the
amount of liquid in a soft drink can
spread out over the area about the
size of afootball field,” he said. “And
the best thing is that when it is all
said and done, we won't be spraying
any malathion at all.” After the first
year of an eradication program, he
said, the only cotton fields that are
sprayed are those that show evi-
dence of boll weevil infestation, as
determined through the use of
pheromone traps placed in fields,
Spraying decreases each year as the
populations of boll weevils decrease.
“This has been shown to be true right
here in Texas,” Allen said. “We eradi-
cated the boll weevil in the Southern
Rolling Plains around San Angelo,
and didn’t spray an ounce of
malathion in the whole zone last
year.” The Southern Rolling Plains
Eradication Zone encompasses
Coke, Runnels, Coleman, Irion, Tom

The area was declared functionally
eradicated in September 2000.
“South Plains and High Plains grow-
ers will see a remarkable reduction
in spraying next year,” said Allen.
“The growers in those areas have
already reported increased yields
and a reduction in their own use of
pesticides to control cotton pests and
it will only get better in the years to
come.”

MANAGEMENT INFORMATION

Land managers are already plan-
ning how they will deal with grass-
hoppers, locusts, and Mormon crick-
ets this summer. Last year was bad
for these pests, and outbreaks tend
to come in multi-year cycles. The
USDA offers a CD-ROM and a web
site with the best pest management
resources. The website and CD-
ROM contain the most recent re-
search in grasshopper management,
identification, biology, ecology, and
control tactics. It is for federal, state,
and local land managers, weed and
pest districts, extension agents, and
ranchers. Decision making software
is also part of the package and can
help land managers decide if and
when pesticide spraying will make
economic and environmental sense.

Inside the House

* Install smoke alarms on
every level of your home. Test
them monthly and change the bat-
teries at least once a year. Con-
sider installing the new long-life
smoke alarms.

Candles

* Avoid using lit candles. If you
do use them, make sure they rest
in stable holders and place them
where they cannot easily be
knocked down.

e Never leave the house with
candles burning.

* Burning candles should
never be placed on end tables or
other areas where they might be
knocked over. Keep burning can-
dles out of window sills or any

place wheére:a curtain or other fab-
" item ctlild be blown or fall into

the flame.

* Keep the wicks trimmed to
about one-quarter inch to one-half
inch above the top of the candle.

Heating Safety
e Keep anything that could

catch fire at least three feet away
from any heating source.

* Never use a kitchen oven
range to heat your home. It is not
only a fire hazard, but it can also
give off toxic fumes.

* Make sure space heaters
have “tip switches” so that they
turn off if they are tipped over.

®* Use only the fuel recom-
mended by the manufacturer in a
heater. Heaters should only be
refilled when they are turned off
and cooled.

* Always refill a heater with
fuel outside the home.

* Never leave a fire in the fire-
place unattended. Extinguish the
fire before leaving the house or
going to bed.

* Use seasoned woods only in
the fireplace. Soft, moist wood
accelerates creosote build-up in
the chimney.

e Have the chimney inspected
and cleaned on a regular basis.

* Never burn cardboard boxes;
wrapping paper or trash; these
can spark a chimney fire.

* Install stovepipe thermome-
ters to help monitor flue tempera-
tures when wood stoves are in
use, so you can adjust burning
practices as needed.
