Start With Matadors

Payne shipped out north with a
train load of Matador cattle

Two years of the
time he operated a “wild horse
outfit,”” where he gathered wild
horses for a packing company in
Butte, Montana.

Ranchers (cattle and sheep)
wanted the horses shot because
they consumed so much grass. A
deal was made, however, where
the horses were gathered, packed
and shipped to Holland. Payne
saild he usuvally had about 25
men employed. He thinks the old
“wild horse" range chuck wagon
is still in Montana.

Short Army Career

Payne received his army call
for World War 1 while in Mon-
tana. He returned home with
other recruits, caught the tmain
for induction. They were turned
back at Quanah. The war was
over. He has never received any
separation papers or refund for
his train fare.

Payne returned to Matador in
1930 and resumed working for
the Matadors as a range wagon
boss in 1931. He worked until
the last day of 1949 when his out-
fit branded 600 calves near Rus-
selville.
