IS BACK—IN A

DELFT POT

There's good news for
gardening buffs and flower
lovers. Imported giant ama
rvllis bulbs—one of nature s
most delightful sights—are in
supply again. These bulbs
bloom indoors during thg
winter. and can be moved
outdoors in the summer

Aptly, they're called
‘Dutch Delight.” In short
supply all year, a relatively
ample quantity of red ama
ryllis bulbs are now available
at many Florists' Transworld
Delivery (FTD) shops, in
hand-painted blue delft pots
imported from Holand. It is
the first in a series of the
famous delft vases.

What makes the amaryllis
a blooming phenomenon 18
that “you can almost hear it
growing,” as florists put it
Once the stalk starts devel-
oping, it shoots up about one-
half inch a day, often reach-
ing two feet in height

The “Dutch Delight” now
at FTD florists has the
largest blooms of all ama-
ryllis hybrids. Individual
blooms grow five to six inches
in diameter. Watching the

large, dramatic flowers begin
to open 1s a fascinating sight

Another plus is their long
life. Bulbs should last many
vears, with proper care. A
top-grade bulb should pro
duce two flower stalks with
at least four blooms on each
Flowers appear about six to
eight weeks after potting in
the fall

This is one reason why
amaryllis bulbs have long
been a popular gift item
They're especially popular
with shut-ins.
