parked by the side of U.S. 70 
about three miles east of 
Matador, when Wilson, ac-
companied by Rogers, drove 
up. 
The sheriff identified him-

self as a peace officer, 
according to Carter and 
started questions. 
According to Carter, Fort-

enberry suddenly said, "I've 
had enough of your (deleted) 
questions." He said Forten-
berry reached inside the car 
and came up with a shotgun. 
He said Fortenberry shot 

the sheriff in the chest from a 
distance of two or three feet. 
With the eyes of jurors, 

Fortenberry and Wilson's 
widow, who has been present 
throughout 	preceedings, 
riveted on him, Carter said 
Fortenberry then moved in to 
finish off the 61-year-old 
lawman. 
"The sheriff tried to get 

toward his car. Larry 
followed behind him and shot 
him in the lower back," 
Carter said.
