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1. E. MARTIN AND FAMILY EARLY TIMERS
(Written About 20 Years Ago)

Mr. 1. E. Martin came west in 1890 looking for a
home. He found a pretty grassy prairie, which is now
the Flomot community, and filed on a claim then
returned to his home in Hill County. He stayed there
until the spring of 1891, then he loaded all of his
possessions along with Mrs. Martin, three children,
Avay, Claud, and Minnie and his mother into two
covered wagons and started west to his claim. He had a
few cattle and horses, these he drove overland with
them.

They reached the claim June 16, 1891. They camped
in the wagons until he could cut cedar post enough to
build a dug out. As soon as he had his family located, he
went to work for the F. Ranch to support them. Mrs.
Martin cared for the stock and the home while he was
away, taking the hardships of a pioneer wife.

EARLY DAY HARDSHIPS

At one time the women saw a trail of dust in the
west, it turned out to be a band of Indians. They
surrounded the dug out riding round and round
whooping and yelling. The F. Ranch hands saw the
Indians coming and reached the dug out in time to save
the women and children. Upon seeing the cowboys the
Indians raced off to the west and never came back.

Some time later a great prairie fire came off the
plains from the west. It was a terrible thing, burning
every thing in it’s path. The men plowed fire guards
~around their homes to save their families. They even
killed cattle, cut them open, dragging them by ropes
tied to the saddle horns to try to stop the fire. Mrs.
Martin and her two oldest children took the wagon and
team and water barrels and dipped water out of the
tank Mr. Martin had built for his stock, hauling it to the
fire fighters. It finally burned itself out at the fork of
Pease and Quitaque Rivers.

In those days clothes lines were unknown. The
women used mesquite bushes and trees to dry their
clothes. Late one evening while gathering in the
‘clothes Mrs. Martin looked around to see a large
panther between her and the dug out. She screamed
and shook clothes at it but it didn’t run, so she worked
her way around the pantherand ran to the dug out. She
closed the door and didn’t get out any more that night.

Although being away from home most of the time
Mr. Martin managed to get in and break up some land
to plant feed and a garden on, then Mrs. Martin cared
for it after it was planted. She and the two oldest
children hoed and worked it. In the fall she would cut

and shock the feed, gather the corn and pumpkins in_

for winter. While Mrs. Martin did the milking and
other out side work Grandma Martin took care of the
younger children.

The older Martin children attended school at what>

was then called “The Quitaque School.” They walked
three miles and carried their lunch in tin pails. Their
first teacher was a Mrs. Pierce.

The Martins then bought land north of Pease River
and lived there quite a while in a dug out, then moved
to the south side of the river where he established his
Flying O. Ranch, which was the ranch home for several
years.

Later the Martins moved to north west Matador,
Texas for school purposes. After living several places
he built the big two story house a few blocks north east
of the jail, one of the nicest homes here at that time. He
then added the Dutchman Ranch, being a thrifty man
he invested in land and cattle until at one time he was
the largest land owner in the county except the
Matadors. He always told his children to “Never let a
dollar go to their heads”. He observed this motto
himself always. He passed away in 1920 and Mrs.
Martin carried on alone until 1947 when she passed on.

The Martin children are: Avay (Mrs. Blackshear),
Minnie (Mrs. Hines), Onie (Mrs. Burleson) and Katie
(Mrs. James) all of Matador, Texas. Mrs. John Barton
(Josie) of Whitestar, Texas. Curt of the Dutchman
Ranch, Bob of Whiteflat, Texas and Ned of Hobbs,
N.M., Claud, Dub and Dock are deceased.

Mrs. Harriet Martin, better known as “Grandma
Martin”, had two other sons besides Mr. I.LE. who were
also pioneers of this county, being Wood and Wade
Martin both now deceased. “Grandma” not only helped
the I. E. Martin family, she helped many other families,
since there was no doctor here until 1898 she brought
many a baby into this world. Many of us born before
1898 owe our lives to her. She was busy going from one
homesteader to another wherever she was needed.

She was a native Texan and died here in 1904 at the
age of 74.

What Are We Watching

TUPELO, MISS.—Little
House on the Prairie was
the most constructive
program on television and
Soap was the least con-
structive according to the
Fall 1979 Television
Monitoring Program of

the National Federation

for Decency.

ABC was the top sex-
oriented network, CBS
was the top user of
profanity and Proctor &
Gamble was the number
one sponsor of both sex
and profanity according to
the report.

The monitoring,
covering 799.5 hours of
prime-time programming
between September 9 and
December 1 last fall, was
done by approximately 450
trained volunteers in nine
states.

The report showed a
decrease of 5.1 per cent of
sexually-oriented activity
during the period when
compared with a similar
period of 1978. The
decrease came in the area
of skin scenes, which the
NFD described as ‘‘undue
and unnecessary em-
phasis on the female
anatomy.” The number of
skin scenes dropped from
1842 in 1978 to 1604 last fall.
NBC was the only network
to increase the number of
skin scenes.

The number of
suggested intercourse
scenes and sexually
suggestive comments rose
by two, from 2,698 to 2,700.
ABC had a decrease of 20
per cent of sex-oriented
programming overall, and
their non-skin scene sex
content dropped 23 per
cent. CBS had a decrease

of 6 per cent of sex-
oriented programming
overall, but their non-skin
scenes rose by 24 per cent.
NBC had a 25 per cent
increase of sex-oriented
programming, and their

non-skin scenes rose by 34

per cent. A total of 87.41
per cent of all sex was
depicted outside
marriage.

Profanity rose by 45.47
per cent from 1,005 in 1978
to 1,462 last fall. CBS led
the networks with 728
words of profanity. NBC
increased their profanity
63.7 per cent, CBS 50.4 per
cent and ABC 19.1 per
cent.

In beverage use, 71.57
per cent of all people
shown drinking were
depicted drinking
alcoholic beverages.
Coffee was the next most
popular drink, with 11.96
per cent. People shown

_drinking alcohol in prime-

time rose from 2,630 in
1978 to 4,677 last fall, an
increase of 77.83 per cent.
Ads were not included in
the beverage monitoring.

The report showed 68.57
per cent of all prime-time
programs had sexual
content, with 52.73 per
cent containing profanity.
A total of 87 per cent of all
programs contained either
sex and-or profanity. Only
13 per cent did not contain
sex and-or profanity.

Sex incidents were aired
at an average of 5.37 per
programming hour on all

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three networks. ABC aired
5.64 per hour, CBS 5.51 and
NBC 4.96. Over a period of
one year the networks
would air 11,531 suggested
intercourse scenes or
sexually suggestive
comments during prime-
time. That would rise to
18,429 when skin scenes
were added.

Proctor & Gamble was
listed as the top sponsor of
sex for the second year in
a row. Other top sponsors
of sex included American
Home Products, General
Foods, Pepsico, Chrysler,
Warner-Lambert, General
Motors, Sterling Drug,
Unilever-Lever Brothers,
and Ford Motor Company.

The top sexually-
oriented programs were
CBS Movies, NBC Movies,
ABC Movies, ABC
Specials, One At A Time
(CBS), Soap (ABC), Real
People (NBC), B.J. & The
Bear (NBC), Three’s
Company (ABC), Archie
Bunker’s Place (CBS),
and Love Boat (ABC).

Proctor & Gamble’s
move to the top of the
profanity list was made
from the number six
position a year ago. Other

University of Texas civil
engineers have been chosen to
make the largest performance
tests ever on cables to be used
in the longest (2,225 feet)
cable-stayed steel bridge in
the U.S., now being built
across the Mississippi River
at Luling, La.

UT’s Phil M. Ferguson
Structural Engineering
Laboratory is the only facility
in the country which has the
capability of producing the
kind of force needed for
testing the cable, which is
made of 307 one-quarter-inch
wires.

The UT engineers will sub-
ject the steel cable to forces
up to 4.5 million pounds, using
a custom-built center-hole
ram (a device comparable to
a hydraulic jack).

Your Insulation

Danger, your insula-
tion may pose a health
hazard -- if it's urea
formaldehyde insulation,
and if it’s not installed
properly, warns a
housing and home
furnishings specialist.

Though urea formal-
dehyde is an excellent
insulative material,
improper installation of
it may cause the release
of formaldehyde gas into
living areas which, in
turn, can cause adverse i
health efects, Sue Young
explains.

PRECAUTION STEPS

To reduce the chances
of potentially hazardous

installation, consumers
should take these steps
before hiring profession-
al installers:

*Ask the insulation
contractor or his
representative if the
installer has received
factory training in
correct application
procedures.

*Request to see the

installer’s certificate or

dentification card

verifying that he has
received
tions.

such instruc-

*Insist on a written
statement which ex-
plains what action the
insulation company will
take if health problems
arise from the product.

Continued exposure to
formaldehyde gas can
cause nausea and
vomiting, respiratory
difficulties, headaches,
eye irritation and
allergies.

Such symptoms may
develop anywhere from a
few days to more than six
months after the gas is
released.

INSTALLATION
‘MUSTS’

At the very least, make
sure_ you get conscien-
tious workmanship, use
of appropriate chemicals

* and the use of machinery

in good repair.

Failure to install
insulation properly may:
mean ' the difference
between a product that is
both safe and effective
and one that is not, Mrs.
Young cautions.
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
