These loans are
at either 5% or 7 3/8%
interest, depending upon
the applicants ability to
obtain credit from other
sources, and are repay-
able on terms in line
with the repayment
ability of the applicant.
Up to half of the loan
proceeds may be used for
1979 operating debt

ayment with the
b alance to be used for
crop production next
year.

Applicants may bor-
row only up to the

amount of actual loss as

verified by the County
