Trading was moderate this
week with growers accepting
bids on about 25 percent of
the cotton being offered for
sale.

Prices on
mixed lots composed mostly
of cotton stapling 33 and
longer ranged generally
from 43.50 to 45.50 cents.
Growers received 62.00 to
67.00 per ton for cottonseed at
most gin points.

About 42,000 samples were
classed at Memphis for the
week ending Friday, Decem-
ber 16.
