Trading decreased slightly this week as prices declined an 
average of 50 to 75 points. Growers continued to offer their 
cotton freely but many were reluctant to accept bids. 
Demand was moderate for all qualities with mixed lots 
contajming mostly 32 and shorter staples selling for 41.00 to 
42.50:cents per pound and lots containing mostly 33 and 
longer staples bringing 44.00 to 45.50 cents. Growers 
continued to receive a average of $62 per ton for cottonseed. 
AboOt 48,000 samples were classed at Memphis for the week 

ending Friday, December 9. This brings the season's total to 
149,000 compared to 116,000 as of this date last year. 
Grades changed little from the previous week with white 

grades again acocunting for 32 percent of the samples and 
light spotted grades accounting for 68 percent. The 
predoininant grades were 32 with 44 percent, 42 with 22 
percent, 31 with 18 percent and 41 with 11 percent. Staple 32 
remained the predominant length with 58 percent followed by 
31 with 28 percent. Micronaire readings weie in the desirable 
range of 35-49 on 89 percent of the samples tested. Six percent 
miked 34 and lower and five percent miked 50 and above. 
Average Pressley for the week was 86,000 pounds per square 
inch.
