"By presuppositions we
mean the way a person looks
at life.

To understand where we
are in today’s world in our
intellectual ideas and in our
cultural and political lives,

three lines in history must be
traced--philosophic, scienti-
fic and religious. Philoso-
phic seeks intellectual ans-
wers to the basic questions
of life; scientific, with two
parts: the make-up of the
physical universe and the
practical applications of
what it discovers in techno-
logy; and religious views
also determine the direction
of their lives and society.

The author begins with
Roman civilization as the
direct ancestor of the
modern western world.

Cotton Talks

Large numbers of High
Plains cotton producers look
on the target price provi-
sions of ‘the current cotton
law as “a joke.” A popular
comment is to the effect
that: We never have gotten
a target price payment and
we never will.

There is no argument with
the first - part of that
comment, says Donald
Johnson, Executive Vice
President of Plains Cotton
Growers, Inc., Lubbock,
‘“but if the market price of
cotton doesn’t improve con-
siderably in the remaining
months of 1979, the second
part will be proven wrong.”

Beginning with the crop of
1974, farm programs have
established a target price on
each covered commodity
and provided for payments
at the end of the year to
make up any deficiency
between the market price
and target price. On cotton
the paymentis figured at the
difference between the tar-
get price and the weighted
average price paid to -all
farmers for all cotton during
the calendar year.

No payments have been
made on cotton in the past
because the calendar year
average price received by
farmers each year has been
above the targe t."“ In 1974 and
1975 the target price was 38
cents; average’(‘ prices re-
ceived by farmers for those
two years were 48.9 cents
and 42.9 cents, respectively.
For 1976 the target rose to
43.2 cents and the average
price came to 60.6 cents. In
1977 and 1978 target prices
were set at 47.8 cents and 52

.ment payment.

cents, respectively, and
corresponding market pri-
ces were 56.2 cents and 55.1
cents.

The target for 1979 has
been announced, tentatively,
at 57.7 cents and nothing
more than a slight revision,
if any, is expected.

The average price paid to
farmers at mid-January this
year was 56 cents. By
mid-February the average
was down to 53.7 cents.

‘“We hope to see prices
improve, of course,’”’ John-
son states, ‘because all
producers would prefer to
get their imcome. from the
market instead of a govern-
But if the
market price keeps going
down or even stabilizes in
the 53 or 54-cent range, a
three or four cent per pound
payment at the end of the
crop year would be a
welcome and badly needed
suplement to producer in-
come.”

The law provides that
target price payments will
be the difference between
the average price paid to
farmers for the year or the
Commodity Credit Corpora-
tion loan, whichever is
higher. The loan for 1979 has
been set at 50.23 cents per
pound. Thus the maximum
payment rate, assuming
cotton sold at the loan level,
would be a little over five

cents.

Total amount of any
payment would be the
payment rate times the

established payment yield
for the the
acreage eligible for target
price coverage.

Question: I remember

reading last year that a new
way of figuring social
security benefits would go
into effect in 1979: How does
this new method work?
Answer: The new method of
calulating social security
benefits applies to workers
who reach 62, become
disabled, or die after 1978.
Under this method, actual
earnings for past years will
be adjusted to take account
of changes in average wages
since 1951. These adjusted
earnings will be averaged
together and a formula will
be applied to the average to
determine the benefit a-

mount. Under the old

method, benefits were based
on average earnings over a
period of years, using the
actual dollar amount of past
earnings. So that no one now
nearing retirement will be
disadvantaged, the law
contains a guarantee. Under
the guarantee, retirement
benefits for workers who
reach 62 after 1978 and

before 1984 will be figured
under both the old method
and the new method. The
benefit paid will be the
higher of the two calcula-
tions.

LOVEGRASS
PASTURE MANAGEMENT

Some ranchers like
lovegrass pastures and some
don’t. The viewboint de-
pends on the individual’s
experience with lovegrass,
as results obtained from
lovegrass pastures are high-
ly dependent on the level of
management.

Grazing management is a
key factor in satisfactory
production from lovegrass.
Intense grazing during per-
iods of lush growth usually
results in good beef produc-
tion and satisfied cattle pro-
ducers. Light grazing during
these periods results in low
production and dissatisfied
producers.

Lovegrass forage becomes
low in digestibility and
unpaltable to lovestock as it
gets older and taller.
Pastures allowed to accum-
ulate large  amounts .of
excess forage (as in the case
of light grazing) become
undesirable to livestock, and
forage digestibility and
protein levels decrease
along with livestock produc-
tion.

Lovegrass pastures have
periods when they are
naturally low quality just
like any other grass. Periods
when there is little or no
growth, like winter or mid-
summer will be periods of
low quality grazing and
corresponding low livestock
performance.

During the periods of
active growth in the spring
and fall, lovegrass can be
extremely productive and
livestock performance high.
Intense grazing during
growth periods keeps the
forage young and tender,
and the new growth is high in
protein and digestibility.
Livestock performance on
this type of forage is good,
therefore grazing manage-
ment makes the difference.
' Lovegrass has one natural
advantage over many other
warm-season grasses. It
starts growth several weeks
earlier than bermudagrass-

es and make weeks earlier
than native grasses. This
factor is often overlooked
and can be valuable to an
individual whose cattle are
calving in late winter. The
earlier the growth from
lovegrass pasture can pro-
vide needed nutrition to get
these cattle back into a
breeding cycle.

Lovegrass pastures also
provide green growth later
in the fall than most other
warm season pastures.
Temperatures usually have
to fall to freezing levels to
stop growth of lovegrasses;
light frosts will have little
effect on the green forage it
produces.

Green grazing available
from lovegrass pastures
both early and late in the
growing season point out its
value as a ‘‘transition”
pasture. Lovegrass pastures
can furnish good grazing in
the fall prior to winter
pasture and in the spring
prior to summer pasture. It
helps to keep the nutritional
level of livestock high during
normal low periods.

Another key to lovegrass
management is the proper
use of fertilizer. An appli-
cation of the proper fertilizer
should be applied in late
winter or early spring before
growth starts, with the best
way to find out what the
plants need being a soil test.
Most of the time the crop
also needs to be topdresséﬂ
with nitrogen during the
summer, especially if pro-
duction has been high.

Ranchers who like love-
grass pastures have been
following these management
practices, and many of those
who don’t like lovegrass

. haven’t. Several species of

lovegrass are available,
Weeping lovegrass, Ermelo
lovegrass, Morpa lovegrass,
Renner lovegrass, and Sand
lovegrass.

FOR INSURANCE
Successful home peach
plantings begin with selec-
tion of the right rootstock.

The right rootstock is one
that is resistant to root knot
nematodes and compatible
with the variety to be grown.
Root knot nematodes are a
serious problem for home-
woners raising either peach-
es of plums. Once these
small worms begin to feed
on plant roots, plant tissue
forms a gall or swelling
around the nematode, with
the gall being visible to the
eye.

Nematodes interfere with
normal uptake of nutrients
from the soil to plant foliage
which is essential to be
continued health and de-
velopment of the tree,
therefore Texas home-
owners should insist on a
nematode-reisitant peach
rootstock such as Nema-
guard for their home
orchard. Such a rootstock
can be grown in an area
infested with root knot
nematodes, yet remains free
from infestation.
