Daylight saving time, 
an idea Benjamin 
Franklin brought to the 
United States from 
Europe, returns to most 
of the nation next 
Sunday. 

The official change 
occurs at 2 a.m. local time 
April 27, when the time 
instantly becomes 3 a.m. 
However, most people 
find it easier to set their 
timepieces forward an 
hour Saturday night. 

The resetting of clocks 
every six months -- the 
hour is regained the last 
Sunday in October -- is 
called for by the Uniform 
Time Act, although 
daylight saving time has 
been practiced in Europe 
for centuries. 

A few areas do not 
observe daylight time: 
Arizona, Hawaii, Puerto 
Rico, the Virgin Islands, 
American Samoa, and a 
few counties in Indiana 
that are in the Easter 
Time Zone. 

When Benjamin 
Franklin was United 
States minister to 
France, he wrote an 
article recommending 
that stores keep earlier 
hours to save the cost of 
lighting. 

For the nation's first 
few decades, daylight 
time was observed by 
scattered individual 
communities. 

Commerce and com-
munication was so slow, 
it didn't matter if you had 
uniformity," said Jack 
Lusk of the Department 
of Transportation, which 
administers the uniform 
time law.
