‘“‘Spider mite control is
usually necessary on corn
fields when the mites are found
above the ear leaf,’’ he said,
He pointed out that when corn
is infested heavily with spider
mites, it can reduce the yi-
elds by 20-30 percent,

Another Federal Agency is
moving closer to the farm. This
time 1it's the Environmental
Protection Agency. EPA offi-
cials are now sifting through
the chemical analysis of nearly
35-thousand pesticides to de-
cide which ones will require a
government restriction. Those
chemicals classed as restricted
may be applied only by persons
certified. Although the starting
date for the certification re-
quirement is more than a year
away (October, 1976), many
farm operators are all ready

checking the reqnuiremems for

certification. The establish-
ment of two levels of certifica-
tion will make things easier for
most ag producers. To be cer-
tified as a private applicator
(applying pesticides on your
own land) boils down basically
to being able to read and follow"
instructions. Commercial certi-
fication will involve passing a
written test which will cover
chemical formulas, equipment
specifications and EPA rules
and regulations.

LUBBOCK -- Early planted
sunflower crops in Bailey
County have completed the
bloom stage and are now in a
period of grain filling, says
Spencer Tanksley, Since this
is the period in which oil con-
tent and seed weight are being
determined, farmers need tobe
careful not to stop plant growth
too quickly with harvest-aid
chemicals, Early killing could
have a drastic effect on final
yields as much as 50 percent,

The agent says that with
the excellent moisture condi-
tions prevailing on the High
Plains, it could take four to
six weeks after completion of
the bloom stage for seed to
reach full maturity,

By that time, he points
out, the back of the head and
stalk should be lemon yellow
in color and most of the leaves
will be dead or appear to be
dying, The triangular shaped
bracts of the outer edge of the
head will be brown and brittle,
The seed in the center of the
head will be as dark in color
and as firm as the seed on
the outer edge,

When these characteristics
are noted, the seed is mature
but the fleshy head base (which
when cut open with a knife looks
somewhat like a sponge) will
not be sufficiently dry for com-
bining, To avoid adding this
high-moisture foreign matter
to the seed during the com-
bining operation, the head base
must be dry,

Several weeks could be re-
quired for the head base to dry
naturally, During this period
seed will begin to shatter and
some yield will be lost, The
best alternative is rush the final
drying process with the use of
a harvest-aid chemical,

Recently, Paraquat was
cleared for use as a sunflower
desiccant in Texas, The chem-
ical may be applied at a rate
of 1 to 2 pints per acre wnen
sunflower- seeds are mature,

Tanksley says, Five gallons of
spray mix (Paraquat plus water)
should be used when treating
by air and 20 to 40 gallons
with ground equipment, For
best results, a surfactant such
as Ortho X-77 should be added
at a rate of 1 quart per 100
gallons of water,
