Cont. from Page 1,
sonnel, fire department, Red
Cross, Salvatin Army and other
citizens as well as the news
media, were put to the test and
passed with ‘‘flying colors.”

At 7 p.m. Thursday, in the
Emergency Operations Center
(Law Enforcement Center) an
Emergency Operations Simula-
tion (EOS) exercise was held.
The EOS was intended to pro-
vide both an exercise of the
communities operational capa-
bilities and a test of emergency
operations plan. It was conduc-
ted under the auspices of the
Muleshoe Bailey County Civil
Preparedness Council and the
Division of Disaster Emergency
Services, Texas Department of
Public Safety.

Bob Orton, Disaster Emergen-
cy Systems Division, Texas De-*
partment of Public Safety in
Austin was in Muleshoe to
conduct the exercise. He was
assisted by Captain McNelley
from Camp Edward, Austin,
who furnished emergency field
phones and radios.

Silence fell over the room . . .
All systems wee manned . . .
and then violent, turbulent wea-
ther struck the area (confirmed
to the walls of the basement
room of the law enforcement
center, of course) . . . And the
activity started.

The next hour and 25 minutes
were hectic, but the exercise
participants proved they were
up to the test, handling reports
and emergencies in the very
business-like and capable man-
ner. Panic-stricken residents
were housed in designated shel-
ters, injured were transported to
the hospital, a temporary
morgue was set up for the
fatalities, wreckers dispatched
to several wrecks, utilities were
restored as quickly as possible
by crews who battled the wea-
ther and traffic jams which
occurred as residents sought
shelter from the severe weather,
resulting fires were fought by
members of the Muleshoe Vol-
unteer Fire Department as well
as departments from nearby
communities who rallied to as-
sist.

Each emergency was handled
as quickly and efficiently as
possible as it occurred.

The sequence of events began
with an announcement of strong
winds, heavy rain and hail 20
miles southwest of Muleshoe,
followed by a report by a deputy
sheriff of a possible tornado
which hit Longview Baptist
Church, with heavy rain and
hail.

Then lightening struck the
Southwestern Public  Service
Company sub-station, between
Fourth and Fifth and West
Highway 84, knocking it out-of-
service.

A few moments later, two
semi-trailer trucks collided at
the intersection of Highway 84
and 214. One was a cattle truck
and one a butane truck. The
cattle truck over-turned at the
intersection, blocking the road.
Cattle were loose; some dead on
the street. The Butane truck
crashed into the Northwest cor-
ner of the intersection; butane
was leaking for the escape valve
and the driver was unconious
and trapped in the truck.

Five minutes later there was a
report of a one car accident at
Needmore Hill with two occu-
pants seriously injured. In less
three minutes an east-bound
110 car train hit a truck stalled
on the tracks at Highway 214
at the Railroad crossing. The
truck was loaded with cotton
bales. Luckily, the truck driver
jumped clear before the crash.
All four units of diesel locomo-
tive were derailed a quarter of a
mile east of the depot and the
remainder of the train was on
the tracks.

Due to heavy rain which had
been falling for the last 30
minutes, the intersection of
Highway 70 and East First and
Avenue G. was flooded, two
cars were stalled, blocking the
intersection.

And then . . . lightening struck
the butane storage area, star-
ting a fire at Green Butane
Company on North First. The
intersection of Main Morton
Highway was flooded and stan-
dard height vehicles were flood-
ing out and blocking the road.

Been's store at Needmore was
robbed. A customer in the store
had been shot and appeared to
be in serious condition. Two
male suspects left the scene in a

1971 Ford two-door headed west
on Highway 298.

The sewer began backing up in
the nursing home at Muleshoe
causing some of the elderly
bedridden patients to be evacu-
ated.

At 8 p.m. a funnel cloud was
sighted at King's Feed Lot, west
of Muleshoe, headed east at a
speed estimated at 15 miles per
hour. It continued on the
ground moving east causing
much damage in the west city
limits. Gibsons Discount Center
was hit and several people were
trapped inside. The tornado
was still on the ground at
Highway 84 and Odessa Street,
moving east with heavy rain.
The streets were blocked with
debris. At 8:25 p.m. the
tornado lifted back into the
clouds, leaving devastation and
destruction in its path.

Rescue units were sent out,
victims were transferred to the
hospital and the morque. Four
persons had been killed and
over thirty injured.  Utilities
were eventually restored and
cleanup well underway. A lull
settled over the room, lighters
flashed as exercise participants
who had been too busy before,
lit up for a smoke. Coffee
cups were filled, and conversa-
tion centered around the events
that had occurred. Following a
ten-minute break the exercise
was reviewed and all partici-
pants and visitos entered into a
critique, pointing out improve-
ments that could be made in the
plan and equipment that would
be needed should such an
emergency really arise in the
area.

During the entire exercise,
maps and charts were on the
wall and utilized to show those
persons manning the emergen-
cy operations where their units
were at all times.

It was the consensus of opinion
of participants and those con-
ducting the exercise that all
went well during the exercise
and all felt they were more
prepared to meet such an emer-
gency in the future if need be. It
was pointed out by Orton, who
directed the exercise that this
was just one way such an
emergency could be handled. It
was just one plan of action, and
it seemed to work very well for
this community.

The exercise was well attended
and it makes one feel a little
more secure knowing that so
many officials and citizens were
interested enough to prepare
themselves to handle such situa-
tions.

The nightmare was over and
with a sigh of relief that it was in
fact only an exercise, the room
cleared as the participants de-
parted for home.

ganization, and Joe Rankin of
Ralls was re-elected vice-pres-
ident.

Three delegates to the National
Farmers Union were elected:
“*What those who talk about the
free market really mean, and if
they would dispense with doub-
le tallk, what they would really
say is that farmers should rely
on the speculators to set the
market, and subject themselves
to all the gyrations of a boom or
bust economy."’

Tony Dechant, the national
president of the Farmers Union,
told the convention delegates
and guests at the Saturday night
banquet that farmers don't want
a continuation of ‘‘boom or
bust"’. ““And they cannot
survive under the ‘low-price
stability’ which is all that is
assured to them under current
USDA policies."

“There is only one way for
farm prices to go--and that is
down," said Dechant. *‘That’s
because federal policymakers
refuse to intervene to raise the
price floors, but they are willing
to intervene and limit our access
to world markets in order to
reduce farm market prices.”

A panel of Texas A&M Univer-
sity specialists headed by Dr.
Bill Black told the convention
that four major questions con-
front agriculture: (1)What will
be the role of government in
agriculture? (2) What role will
U.S. food have in the world
economy? (3) What will be the
relationship of consumers to
farm policy? and (4) Who will
make the decisions for agricul-
ture --farmers, agri-business,
consumers, or government
leaders?

Devoting all his
free time to his studies while in
school, he now jokes about how
little time he had for his wife,
Peggy, and their two sons. *‘My
wife and 1 would get together
once a week to balance the
checkbook,”” he laughed.

1
don't know why 1 did it. I would
never do it again."”’

Osborn feels his years of
experience in the courtroom as
court reporter will help him in
his career as a lawyer. *‘I'll at
least know where the court-
house is and who the judges
are,”’ he commented.

Operation Identification is a
project of the Crime Prevention
Unit of the Muleshoe Police
Department. ‘‘The program is
working as a deterrent to burg-
lars.”” Holmes said that the
thinking behind the program is
that burglary is a crime of
opportunity. And if the disposal
of stolen property is made more
difficult and the burglar's chan-
ces of being detected with
identifiable property is
increased, his inclination will be
to seek an easier mark. There-
fore, the more individuals par-
ticipating in Operation Identifi-
cation, the less oppotunity there
is for easy access to and easy
disposal of stolen property.

Cattle Outlook

Should

lmprove

By 1977

COLLEGE STATION--Al-
though 1977 may seem like a
long way off, that's the target
year when things should start
looking up for cattlemen.

A livestock marketing specia-
list for the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service believes that
if cow slaughter continues heavy
through next year and if re-
placement heifers are at a low
lever, then the market outlook
for cattle should brighten once
again.

‘“We've had too many cows on
hand for the past two year, and
we must continue to cull our
herds to get them back in line
with the demand for calves and
beef,”’ says Dr. Ed Uvacek. “‘If
cow slaughter continues heavy
in 1976, we should have a much
smaller calf crop in 1977. By this
time, there should also be an
expanded demand for feeder
calves by feedlots, so the overall
cattle outlook should improve."’

What can cattlemen do to stay
in business for another year or
so until prices hopefully
improve?

‘‘Mainly, producers have got
to figure every possible way to
cut costs,’’ contends the Texas
A&M University System specia-
list. “*They've got to do a lot of
belt-tightening. The annul cost
of keeping a cow in Texas
averages between $205 and
$210. Of this, about $75 to $115
is variable or out-of-pocket
costs. If cattlemen can cover
these variable costs during the
coming year, they may remain
in business. However, this
means no return to land, labor
or capital. Cattlemen who can
stand such a limited income
picture will still be in business
when 1977 rolls around.™

Grower prices were $5.00 to
$7.50 per bale higher during the
week ending December S, ac-
cording to Paul R. Dickson, In
Charge of the Lubbock Cotton
Classing Office. Farmers sold
mixed new crop lots of mostly
grades 32 and 42, staples 28
through 30, mikes 3.0 through
4.9 for about 41.25 cents per
pound. Mixed lots of mostly
grades 42 and 52, staples 29
through 31, mikes 3.0 through
3.4 brought about 40.25 cents.

The USDA'’s Agricultural Mar-
keting Service reported trading
was moderate and growers
offered small lots of new crop
cotton in moderate volume.

Demand was good, Dickson
said.

Prices paid growers for cotton-
seed ranged from 75-100 dollars
per ton, mostly 75 to 85 dollars.
Grades 41, 42 and 52 were the
predominate grades classed this
week. Grade 41 accounted for 15
percent; grade 42, 44 percent;

and grade 52, 16 percent. Bark
reductions were assigned to 21
percent of the samples classed.

Staples 29, 30 and 31 were the
predominate lengths. Staple 2¢
amounted to 26 percent; staple
30, 38 percent; and staple 31, 1¢
percent.

Freezing main dishes can mean
menu variety and provide appe-
tizing, nutritious foods on buy
days, Sally Springer, foods and
nutrition specialist, says.

Older children can help by
placing frozen casseroles in the
oven when they get home from
school and dinner will be ready
when parents come in from
work.

Miss Springer is with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas A&M Uni-
versity System.,

"*For freczing main dish meals,
prepare the food in the usual
way, and cook it until almost
done.

"*Remember to scason lightly--
because spices such as pepper
and cloves become strong in
flavor during freezing. Then,
just before serving. add more
scasonings if they are desired,”
she said.

To freeze, cook food quickly
and wrap it in moisturc-vapor-
proof material such as freezer
paper or heavy aluminum foil,
the specialist said.

“In baking combination main
dishes for freezing. use pans
lined with aluminum foil--allow-
ing extra wrap that will fold over
the top later.

“After  baking--because  hot
food must be cooled quickly for
freezing purposes, letit stand at
room temperature 30 minutes.
I'hen complete the wrap im-
mediately, label, and freeze at 0
degrees F. or below. ™

Cooling this food quickly stops
the cooking. retards
growth--and helps retain food
color, flavor and texture, Miss
Springer explained

El Paso Natural Gas Company
has filed a request with the
Federal Power Commission
which, if granted, would allow
the company to use idle natural
gas lines across Arizona and
New Mexico to transport Alas-
kan Prudhoe Basin crude oil
from California to Midland,
Texas.

The project first involves ship-
ment of Alaskan oil from Prud-
hoe Bay to th¢ $an Pedro Bay in
Southern California.

The pipeline project would
extend from the California/
Arizona border near Blythe,
California to the terminus near
Midland.

Standard Oil of Ohio, owner of
50 per cent of known Prudhoe
Bay | reserves, made a study
which predicts a surplus of
300,000 to 400,000 barrels a day
of crude oil on the West Coast as
early as 1978. That surplus will
be an estimated 700,000 barrels
a day by 1987.

That surplus could easily be
handled by Texas refineries and
distributed to the oil deficient
midwest or elsewhere as
needed.

There are several reasons this
1,000 mile pipeline would be
workable and prove invaluable
to the American people.

*Cost of the oil could be held
down as transportation charges
could be trimmed. From 670 to
800 miles of the proposed line
already exists. There would be
conservation of both time and
materials.

*There is no crude oil pipeline
system now in existence be-
tween California and the Mid-
west. The pipeline would mean
an uninterrupted flow in the
event of a national emergency.
It could be more easily defended
than could oil shipped by sea.

*Transportation by pipeline
would be swifter than by ships

around South America. health department, parks and  Development--The rationale be- I'. Innsbruck, Austria. county estimates as of December 3, together with the Novem.-
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ries. The cost would be about
four times less and could be
completed much earlier.

*The proposed pipeline system
could be expanded in an orderly
and economic fashion to accom-
odate larger volumes as needed.
It could eventually carry one
million barrels of crude a day.

*From the standpoint of the
American consumer it could
help ease the dependence on
foreign crude and the associated
high prices and supply uncer-
tainties.

El Paso Natural Gas has, after
extensive study, concluded
there would be no reduction in
the level of gas service to its
customers as a result of convert-
ing certain interstate lines to oil
use. The company feels its
available gas supply in 1977 and
thereafter, will be depleted to
such an extent that for these
lines continued operation in
natural gas service would be
unwarranted.

Gas customers would benefit
because the idle gas pipelines
will receive a fair market value if
converted. This value, esti-
mated at $86 million, would be
used to determine a reduction in
the rate base. There would be
no interruption, reduction or
termination in natural gas ser-
vice to customers as a result of
the proposed abandonment ex-
cept to five users with whom
satisfactory arrangements will
be concluded.

Opposition to the plan will
come from environmentalists in
California who oppose the use of
San Pedro Bay for transporting
Alaskan crude. Northwestern
states would like the pipeline to
traverse their states for refining
in their area.

Among Texas governmental
agencies from which permission
must be received are the high-
way department, land office,

Today, when prompt action
and development of the OCS is
of such importance, such tamp-
ering becomes tragic for all of us
concerned with keeping the
lights burning in America.

There are several provisions in
the proposed bills which put
rapid and efficient OCS develop-
ment in jeopardy.

Bidding Procedures--Although
the proposed methods of lease
bidding are acceptable, the
present methods of lease bidd-
ing are acceptable, the present
method of cash bonus bids with
fixed royalty has been adequate.
According to oil companies, this
system has the greatest ability
to attract responsible bidders
who will have financial and
technical resources to explore
and develop OCS. Under the
proposed provisions, the Secre-
tary of the Interior will be
required to use one of the
articular bidding methods for a
certain percentage of the lease
sales. Instead, the Secretary
should have the freedom to
select the system best suited for
any particular circumstance.

Government Exploration--The
proposed bills call for a study to
determine the feasibility of a
federal exploratory program in
order to better determine the
extent, location and potential of
oil and gas in OCS. The intent of
such an exploratory program
would be to assure the public
the highest return on its re-
sources.

Government exploration could
not be as efficient as the total
combined efforts of all the very
competitive operators. Further-
more, this would be a waste of
public funds and could delay
development of OCS for several
years. The federal government
would be involved in exploring,
leasing, administering and reg-
ulating if these bills passed. In
essence, this would be a very
significant step toward defacto
nationalization of the pil indus-
try.

Not to be confused with the ,
abov mentioned legishation is a
proposed amendmient to the!
Coastal Zone Management Act--
S§586 and HR 3981. If not
desirable, these bills are at least
acceptable to Texas.

Providing grants to coastal
states to help mitigate possible
adverse impact of energy re-
source facility development
should be an incentive to lower
resistance of certain states to
OCS development.

This would be in the best
interest of Texas as rapid devel-
opment of Atlantic Outer
Continental Shelf would lessen
the pressures of our own oil and
gas resources.

An improved attitude toward the intermediate and long:
range future of High Plains cotton in world markets is the
most obvious change noted in W B. Criswell of Idalou, President
of Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., since his return from the 34th
Plenary Meeting of the International Cotton Advisory Com-
mittee (ICAC).

Fifty cotton consuming and producing countries were
represented at the six-day ICAC meeting, held November 10-
15 in Abidjan, Ivory Coast, Africa.

Criswell was encouraged primarily by indications that
foreign cotton producing countries may decrease, and almost
certainly will not increase, the acreage devoted to cotton any
time in the near future. “Almost without exception,” Criswell
relates, “increasing food needs and prices for food crops in
these countries are giving strong competition for available
acreage.

This fact, plus expectations for a 1976 buildup of world
cotton consumption and the somewhat surprising realization
that cotton’s cost-price relationship around the world is pretty
much the same as in this country, Criswell continued, “leads me
to believe that the High Plains will be a substantial supplier
of world fiber demands, at improving levels of profitability,
for years to come.”

ICAC membership is composed of 50 countries interested
in the production, export, import and consumption of cotton.
A major ICAC function is to collect and disseminate complete
and timely facts on cotton production, trade, consumption,
stocks, prices and other developments affecting the world
cotton situation.

While it has no enforcement powers, the committee also
suggests to member governments measures considered suitable
and practicable for the furtherance of a sound international
cotton economy.

Criswell was invited to serve as a producer advisor on the
13-member official U.S. delegation to the meeting by Kenneth
E. Frick, Administrator of USDA’s Agricultural Stabilization
and Conservation Service. Frick headed up the U.S. group
and presented the official U.S. position on cotton matters to
assernbled delegates. Another Lubbock member of the delega-
tion was Dan Davis, General Manager of Plains Cotton
Cooperative Association.

The Joint Plains Cotton Growers—Lubbock Cotton Ex-
change Crop Estimates Committee now projects cotton pro-
duction from the 25 PCG counties on the Plains at 1,441,500
bales, down 292,200 bales from its previous estimate of
1,733,700.

Asked why the big reduction (16.8%), one member of the
committee said, “The committee, its sources of information
and its advisors were fooled on November 1 just like most
farmers. We were even criticized at the time for setting the
average area yield at a realtively low 352 pounds, because the
crop looked better than that. But now that the harvest is well

underway, the committee and everyone else is seeing that gin
turnouts, mike values, boll size and lint weight are all below
the expectations a month ago, and it is the concensus of the
committee that the average per-acre yield on the Plains will
be only about 294 pounds.”

USDA Publishes
Urban Survey

A publication about the school
food service operations in cities
with population about the school
food service operations in cities
with populations of 100,000 or
more has been published by the
U.S. Department of Agriculture
(USDA).

‘‘Urban Public School Feeding
Survey,”’ an annual publication
of data collected in March each
year, contains pertinent infor-
mation on schools and children
participating in the National
School Lunch Program, the
School Breakfast Program and
the Special Milk Program. It
also contains information on
schools with no food service
program and those with lunch
programs other than the
National School Lunch Program.

Some highlights of this year's
survey:

The average price charged to a
child for a school lunch in-
creased from 45.63c¢ in March
1974 to 47.53c in March 1975.
Prices charged for lunches in-
creased from 42.44c to 44.31c in
elementary schools, and from
48.82¢ to 50.17c in secondary
schools. This represents an
overall increase of 4.16 percent
from March 1974 to March 1975,

11.37 percent from March 1973
to March 1974.

The National School Lunch
Program (NSLP) is available to
94.2 percent of all children
attending public schools in
these large cities.

Overall participation on a daily
basis in the NSLP was 55.99
percent of all eligible children.
Participation rates for elemen-
tary and secondary schools were
64.82 and 44.55 percent,
respectively. This compares
with participation rates of 65.22
percent and 38.73 percent,
respectively, for March of 1974.

The School Breakfast Program
is available to 27.70 percent of
children in public schools in the
cities surveyed.

The data used in this survey
comes from reports submitted
from 152 cities. This year 13,722
public schools participated in
the survey.

Agri Producers Needs Abundant, Prices Eased

COLLEGE STATION--Most
items that agricultural produ-
cers will need in the coming
year arc in abundant supply and
prices have cased somewhat. So
an cconomist for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service
reccommends making needed
purchases or lining up nceded
supplics.

*"Costs of farm inputs have
generally leveled off as supplies
have increased steadily in
recent months,'' points out Dr.
Wayne Hayenga. ‘‘Many manu-
facturers and dealers are now
offering items at more attractive
prices--at least somewhat lower
than in the past few years."

Among items with larger
inventories are fertilizer, farm
equipment, pesticides, wire and
twine, and seed for certain
crops.

Fertilizer use was off during
1975 so supplies are generally

Speed, beauty and
courage in horses have
all been combined in
a breed we call the
Thoroughbred. Though
we know it was developed
in England, its early
genetic history is obscure.
The breeding of horses
for the sport of racing
was established on a firm
footing with the restora-
tion of Charles II in the
latter part of the 17th
century.

All modern Thorough-
breds trace in male line
of descent to only three
stallions: the Darley
Arabian (1700); the
Byerley Turk (1680); and
the Godolphin Barb
(1724).

Today, the breeding of
horses for sport is more
popular than ever and
constitutes a multi-billion
dollar industry. It’s not
uncommon for Thorough-
bred yearlings with fash-
ionable pedigrees to bring
better than $100,000
while other equally good
looking animals - of ' less
illustrious pedigree sell for
a few thousand dollars.

A recent sale of

race horses in Houston,’

Texas, grossed $1,250,000.
There’s much interest in
Texas in Thoroughbreds;
in fact, the Texas
Thoroughbred Breeders
Association numbers 700
paid members.  That’s
the largest in the U.S.

A scientist, working
with genetics at Texas

Thoroughbred. The study
was supported in part by
the Thoroughbred Owners
and Breeders of Texas
Foundation.

All  three-year olds
which raced over North
American tracks in 1971
were used in the study
made by Kieffer. There,
were 6,458 fillies and
74113 colts and geldings
which were sired by 3,228
different stallions.

The racing ability of
an individual horse was
determined, through com-
puter comparison, as the
number of lengths (one
length=8 feet) the horse
would win or lose to
other horses in a typical
race. Each horse was
given a rating called the
Performance Rate.

The average horse,
Kieffer theoretically de-
termined, would have a
Performance Rate of zero.
A horse which had a Per-
formance Rate of +12
would in an average race
theoretically finish 12
lengths in front of the
average horse.

Likewise, a horse whose
Performance Rate was
-12 would theoretically
finish 12 lengths behind
the average horse and 24
lengths behind one with
a +12 Performance Rate.
