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More County Budget Figures Are Studied
Another  facet of county 

salar ies as approved in the 
1979 budget  by Bailey 
County commiss ioner s is 
the obvious discrepancy in 
two salaries.  Each is paid 
S10.146.60 and both carry 
responsibil i t ies as elected 
officials.

Edith Wilt is a longt ime 
Bailey County Treasurer .  
She pays all warrant s ,  and 
is r esponsible for keeping 
up with the cash flow of 
the county ’s f inancial sys­
tem.

Also, dur ing the past  
year,  the longest  trials in 
Bailey County history were 
conducted.  One was a civil 
case and the other  was a 
criminal trial. In the trials,  
many,  many hours of u n ­

paid over t ime were chalk­
ed up by District  Clerk 
Nelda Merriot t .

She explained that  any­
t ime a jury session is 
called,  and there were 10 
of them in 1978, it always 
involves long hours ,  as she 
stays with the court until a 
jury is dismissed,  or com­
pletes a case.

During the drug conspi­
racy case last fall, almost  a 
full week of unpaid over­
t ime was spent  by Mrs.  
Merriot t ,  and more than 60 
ext ra hours on the long 
civil case.

She said that when the 
district  clerk's  office was 
separa ted from the county 
c l erk’s office, her office 
did not handle child sup­

port.  Now, her  f igures 
show some $8,000 each 
month is paid through her 
office in varying amounts  
from $25 per  week to $600 
per  month,  to be d isbursed 
to paren t s  of minor  chi ld­
ren.  Child suppor t  is paid 
until the younges t  child 
r eaches  the age of 18. She 
also handles  rest i tut ion 
funds,  which is generally 
paid in $10 amounts .  She 
said she has handled $430 
to date  in January .

Mrs.  Merriot t  said that  
al though she is very happy 
with her work, she could 
use more than the half 
t ime office worker  she is 
al lowed at this t ime.  She 
said they usually work for 
a month or two, then

before they are adequately 
t r ained,  go on to a full­
t ime job.

Both the t r e a su r e r ’s 
office and the district 
c l erk 's  office have consis­
tently r emained below the 
approved $10,729.80 for 
the county clerk,  tax 
col l ec tor / as sesso r  and 
county at torney.

It was noted in the 
bu dge t ,  that  the valuation 
has risen from a total of 
$37,000,000 in 1976 to 
$42,000,000 in 1977 and 
$45,000,000 in 1978.

The budge ted  amo unt  for 
welfare was increased by 
$1,000. Budgeted in 1977 
was $2,000, and this was 
raised to $3,000 for the 
new budget .

One of the most  drastic 
increases  was in t r anspor ­
tation of pr isoner s and 
travel  for the Bailey Coun­
ty Sheriff’s office. The 
1978 budge t  showed $500 
and the 1979 b u d s e t  show­
ed a figure of $8,000.

Feeding county pr isoners 
r emained the same ,  at 
$15,000 and jail expense 
was budge ted  at $2,000.

The ambulance  service 
subsidy stayed the same,  
$12,600.

During the year  of 1978, 
it was noted tha t  $63,733 
in Revenue Shar ing funds 
were received and the 
bu d g e t  showed that  $37, 
417.93 was spent  on the 
col iseum; $25,000 used for 
operat ing expense  (not 
fur the r  des igna ted)  and 
$1,315.07 was spent  in 
inte res t  on borrowed 
money.
