Nothing Definite At Geneva In 3 Days

WASHINGTON (A—What have
the Big Four accomplished at
Geneva in three days of exchang-
ing smiles, pleasant words and
viewpoints? Nothing definite on
mnything, so far as is publicly
known.

And on the really basic things
Russia and the West are still
where they were before the Geneva
conference began: worlds apart.

The four have agreed on a few
things—in principle only—and even
then only in the vaguest way. They
are in complete disagreement on
the two most important problems
tackled yet: German unity and a
system for keeping peace In Eu-
rope.

It was generally recognized that
President E er and the
Prime Ministers of Britain (Eden),
France (Faure) and Russia (Bui-
ganin) could hardly settle world
problems in a week of discussion.

But' it was hoped they would
get along together and would lay
the groundwork for their foreign
ministers to reach some setile-
ments months or years later. They
have gotten along nicely.

But they showed they are still
so far apart on the biggest lssues
that there is no reason to believe
the foreign ministers will be any
better able (o reach agreements
on those issues than they did be-
fore. And they didn't before.

This is where the Big Four
vaguely agreed on principles:

Eisenhower suggested, “All cur-

tains . . . should come down™
Bulganin favored “lifting artificial
barriers.” Eden was for free ex-
change between peoples. Faure
was for West-Russian exchange in
economics, culture and informa-
tion.
Those ideas are no more than
plous expressions unless the big
powers do something more later
to make them a reality. That
would be a job requiring years,

Perhaps the most tangible agree-
ment at Geneva so far is this:

Russia promised to contribute
fissionable material to the peace-
ful atomic pool proposed by Elsen-
hower in December 1853, when an
international agency has been set
up to handle pool. That's off
in the future.

This is where the Big Four
showed they havent changed:

Eilsenhower, Eden and Faure

have done before, he shoved It off
into the indefinite future,

The West has spent years build-
ing up the North Atlantic Treaty
Organization as the main military
alliance agalnst Russia and, to
strengthen it, has let West Ger
many join.

The West Germans (49 million
people) outnumber the East Ger-
mans (17 milllon) almost 3-1. The
West therefore has reason to be-
lleve—and the Russians to fear—
that a united Germany would line
up with the West.

Besides brushing aside Immedi-
ate unification of Germany, Bul-

ganin said it couldn't be unified

long as West Germany remains

NATO. Also, he wants NATO
itself abolished and a new all-
European security system set up
with the United States forced to
withdraw its troops from Europe.

The Big Four then gave up try-
ing on the German and security
problems and tossed them back
to their foreign ministers who bave
been talking about them in full
disagreement for years.

At this point the world, unlesa
there are the developments un-
foreseen now, might say: “This is
where we came in."”

"The volce is Jacob's volce, but the
bands are the hands of Esau.”

This might well describe the events at
the outset of the Geneva conference. For

the speeches have the same meaning as
always—though the tones are different.

Despite all the fanfare and the publicity
buildup. the public statements by each of
the Big Four puts the case exactly where
it has been for the last ten years,

President Eisenhower didn't have to go
all the way to Switzerland to find out that,
if the Soviet Unlon can “‘negotiate’ the
withdrawal of American troops from Eu-
rope and bring about the breakup of the
North Atlantie Treaty Organization by ca-
jolery and nice talk {n place of the bluster
and threats which have proved futile here-
tofore, they would do so and call it a
*“relaxation of tension.”

Yet that's what Premier Bulganin did
in his opening address. He says he wants
an over-all security ngreement for Europe
and, even before it is an established fact,
he suggests that the North Atlantle Treaty
Organization be suspended and Indeed dis-
solved. Not content with a program de-
signed to weaken the free world militarily
in Europe and leave It at the mercy of the
big Red armies, the Soviet spokesman
went further and proposed that the Allies
surrender in Asla, too, by turning over
Formosa to the Red Chinese, thus reward-
ing the aggressor in the Far East.

All this Isn't surpriging, They've known
about it in Imtelligence circles in London
for a long time and have been warning
the top diplomats of the Soviet schemes.
They've known about it in Washington and
have “briefed” President Eisenhower about
it. But, with characteristic good nature,
the President chooses to look at the bright-
er side—he lsn‘t going to frown and fume
over the Russian pronouncement. Instead
he's golng to keep on lnsisting that the
conference make some agreements that
will be worth while, When the conference
is over, he wants to be able to say that
he tried hard to be friendly and accomplish
something.

Mr. Eisenhower's opening remarks re-
stated the Western position firmly and
with a well-defined outline on each point,
so that there was no chance of misunder-
standing. The Soviet rulers should know
the West isn't going to retreat and sur-
render—but they think Americans are so

anxious for peace at any that they
are ready to give up the de of Europe
and take a chance on the Russian Bear,

So far as the British diplomats are con-
cerned, this kind of conference may give
them an opportunity to try their talents
of versatility and adroitness, They'll offes
many variations on the President's plan
and try every device in diplomacy's note.
book to see U there lsn't a common
ground.

It would be easy to say that the Bul.
ganin speech was delivered for *‘publie
consumption’’ and that privately there may
be some chance for his withdrawal from
fixed positions But curiously enough, this
Geneva conference doesn't permit of a dou-
ble standard in policy because it is for the
most part belng conducted in the open
where peoples can read about it, Hence,
for the Soviets to concede that there could
be really {ree elections among the satellite
states, as urged by the Allles, is to propose
a loss of contml of thofe countries by the
Soviets, Conversely, the Bulganin suge
gestion that NATO be dismantied and,
even before a general security plan for
all of Europe becomes effective, that the
defense plans of the Allles be scrapped
looks &s f the Soviet “summiteers” think
Mr. Eisenhower and his colleagues can be
easily decelved.

What is amazing is that Bulganin made
his propossl seriously. He must have
known it would get nowhere. There are
diplomats in some European capitals who
sce all of this as part of preconcelved
strategy—to outline the divergent positions,
to appear to be trying to harmonize them
and finally to argue that, since there is a
virtual stalemate, the thing to do is to let
matters stay as they are lndefinitely.

This would mean acqulescence by the
West In the status quo. It would mean leave
Ing Germany dismembered, It would mean
maintaining Soviet control of the satellites
with big armies of occupation. Maybe
after a week of exchanging compliments
and lofty latk, the “summiteers” will say:
“"Well, after all, it's better than war—so
why not drift along?""

The key to peace will thea revert to the
peoples of Germany and Eastern Europe.
Will they sccept the status quo as & per-
manent settlement? Probably not, So, while
the crisis in Europe may be deferred for
some time, the fundamental lssues causing
it will not go unresclved forever,

GENEVA UA—The Russians are
doing most of the smiling, but Pres-

fdent Eisenhower so far aeems to
be the dominant personality at the
summit conference.

Premier Bulganin and Moscow's
other delegates have attracted
much attention. Tough-minded cus-
tomers around the conference
table, they are displaying an out-
ward air of affabllity that stops
erowds everywhere they go.

Defense Minister Marshal Geor-
gl Zhukov sutdoes them all. He
pever seems to look tired and is
rarely seen without a face-splitting

grin.

But Eisenhower seems to be the
top man of the conference. Even
in the smiles department, he is a
close runperwup to the Russians.
His famous grin disappears only
when he iz really tired.

The President came to the par-
ley a dramatic figure—World War
I1 conquervr of the Nazis, pow
pledged to try to bring world
peace.

His wartime friendship with
Zhukov was another enhancing fac-
tor. The President's direct appeal
to his former fighting associate and
his two-hour private luncheon with
him yesterday seem to have cap-
tured the imagination of the peo-
ple, boosting hopes that the sum-
mit meetings will help solve some
of the world's problems.

The President also touched a
universal note of understanding
by taking time out from his con-
ference activities to buy toys for
his grandchildren.

The British and French also
come in for their share of atien-
tion, but the Americans and Rus-
sians hold most of the limelight.

British Prime Minister Eden,
generally  considered the most
photogenic of the Big Four, fre-
quently looks eareworn. Freach
Premier Faure smiles least of all.
He seems too preoccupied with his
own thoughts to put on a special

Faure is also the least security
minded. He brushed aside Swiss |
offers of a motorcycle escort. His
securily guards are so unobtrusive
as lo be almost unnoticeable,

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Aid To Dependent Children |
Area Averages $3,403 Monthly

By GLENN COOTES

The local office of the State De-
partment of Public Wellare assisl-
ed dependent children for an aver-
age of $3400 each month so far
this year. W, B. Kitts, Howard
County flold worker, sald the
maximum amount pald by the de-
pariment this year in any one
month was 3,478 In April.

Ald to dependent children s one
of the many programs which the
State Department of Publie Wel-
fare maintains, Checks similar to
old age assistance payments are
made where the department dis-
covers a need. A child may re-
celve ADC checks when elther of
two conditions exist, according to
Kitts,

These conditions are where the
father of the child Is physically
uhable to work and where a child
has been deprived of parental sup-
port. In the first condition, the
father must be physically examined
by a doctor,
specified form for the medical
sdvisory board of the welfare de-
partment,

This board then makes a recom- | ||
mendation concerning the need of | ||
the child, The board may set ||

limit on the length of time the
chocks will be fortheoming. ‘They
may be permanent or only for a
few months, depending on the con-
dition of the father,

A child is ¢ idered without
parental support when his father
leaves the family, or Is in the
penitentiary, or undergoing treat-
ment in a hospital, Any of these
things make a child eligible for the
payments,

ADC paymenis are avallable to
any child that has not reached his
fourteenth birthday, provided the
other conditions are met, Kitts said.

Amount of assistance avallable
to the children varies, Kitts point-
ed out. A payment of $5 each
month is the smallest any family
may receive, The maximum pay-
ments vary with the aumber of
children in the needy family, Kitts

sald.

It there is only one child, the
maximum amount Is $46, For two
children, the maximum is $83;
three children, $80: and four chil-
dren or over, the maximum fs $98.
These maximum payments are
available only when the funds are
available, however.

In Howard County, the average
payment for the first five months
of this year was 52185 and the
average number of children re-
ceiving the checks was 155, This
assistance was going to approxi-
mately 5 familles. The average
payment per family was $571.31.

In January, checks totaling $3.-
345 were mailed to 153 children in

Fists Fly In

The re-enlistment rate shows It,
too, as almost svery branch re-
ports an incresss. Chief R. E, La-
Fon, local Navy recruiter, says the
main reason for re-snlistment s
the security offered, despile the
other advantages,

Chief LaFou reports that three
ex-Navy men and two ex-Army
men have reenlisted from this
aren gince the first of the year.
He sald the maln reason the men
gave for going back into the serv-
tces was the lack of acceptable
Jobs here,

The Alr Foree re-enlistment rate
has jumped to 40 per cent this
vear, according to Staff Sgt. Ceeil
Deakins, tha Alr Force recruller
here, Webb AFB reports a 13 per
cent re-enlistment rate In their
ranks,

All agree, however, that the gov-
ermnment Is now making the propo-
sition of staying In the services
more¢ attractive. Previously, all
servicemen looked forward to get-
ting out In order to take advantage
of the GI bill to go to college,

However, men who entered the
armed services after Jan. 31 no
longer may use this particular part
of the GI bill. Also golng out of
effect Is the insured and direct GI
loans which may not be gained by
those who entered service after
Jan, 31,

Therefore, the men are looking
to the benefits which awalt them
if they stay in the service rather
than those avallable on releasse,
aince many of the latter bave been
abalished.

The law Congress passed April 1
has served as a very great incen-
tive for men to stay in the service,
recruiters say. It provided a sub-
stantial increase in pay for service-
men as well ag larger bonuses,

A man who has spent his first
hitch in the service and has pro-
gressed normally up the pay scale,
probably would make more or near-
ly as much as ih his clvilian work.
This could tip the balance toward
him staying in if he happened to
be on the fence about It.

The local recrulters say a
majority of the men re-enlist be-
cause they are unsatisfied with
thelr job or just can‘t find one to
suit them. And with the new pay
increase the service looks a great
deal more attractive In many cases.

Also, by the time a man gets
through with the regular two years
or so, he has probably advanced
up the pay grade far enough that
the government will pay him about
a 51,000 bonus for re-enlisting. Too,
the bonus gels bigger the longer
be stays in.
