D. B. Kirk was born March 2,
1879 in Tennessee, the youngest
son of Mar#ha Simms and Joseph

'Nm Kirk. He departed this

life May 5th, 1957 at 1:15 p. m.
in the Hansford hospital, where
he had been a patient for six
weeks.

He married Minnie Crawford
at Stephenville, December 25,
1895. To this union were born six
sons; Delon, Herbert, Raymond
and Buster all of Spearman; Bill
of Amarillo and A. D. of Lake
Jackson. Three daughters: Mrs.
Ivey Duncan and Mrs. Charles
Stovall of Pampa and Mrs. Her-
schall Maxey of Lubbock.

Mr. Kirk moved to Dallas coun-
ty with his family when he was
three years old. Later the fam-
ily settled in Erath county, where
he lived until 1900. He moved to
the North Plains in what is now
Hutchison county.

He settled there on two claim
sections and lived several years
in true pioneer fashion in a
dugout.

In 1955 Mr. and Mrs. Kirk cel-
ebrated their 60th wedding an-
niversary on the original home
section near the spot where their
first dugout was.

Mr. Kirk was engaged in farm-
ing and ranching and managed
his business until his health de-
clined two years ago.

He underwent surgery in Oect-
ober of 1956 and was confined to
his home most of the time after
this illness.

Mr. Kirk was a mewber of
the Spearman Methodist™ church
where his funeral services were

Wheat Quofa
Election Set
For June 2th

June 20 has been set as fhe|
date on which wheat growers in |
Hansford County will vote “yes” |
or “no” on the 1958 wheat mark- |
eting quotas, recently proclaimed
by Secretary Benson, according
to Hix Wilbanks, chairmen of the
county ASC committee.

The county ASC office will set |
up polling places for the differ-|
ent communities of the county
Wilbanks pointed out that the
recent marketing quotas announc-
ement marks the fifth successive
year in which wheat quotas have
been proclaimed. The proclama-
tion of quota must be made, in
compliance with the law, when
the wheat supply is 20 per cent
or more above normal. This
year's supply is 56% above nor-
mal.

Two thirds of the producers
voting in the referendum must
approve quotas before they can
be put into effect. He also stated |
that individual farm quotas gen-"
erally will be the actual pro-|
duction from the farm's wheat |
acreare allotment

Should quotas be
wheat growers who comply with
their allotment will be eligible
