China Offers -
Apologies For
Plane Atfack

TOKYO (B — Communist China
apologized to Britain today {for
shooting down a British airliner
over the south China Sea Friday
with an apparent loss of 10 lives,
including three Americans.

A Pelping radlo broadcast heard
here sald Red patrol planes
thought the transport was Chinese
Nationalist. It expressed a willing-
ness to consider paying damages.

The apology — virtually unpre-
cedented since the Red regime
took over the Chinese mainland—
was in a note to British Charge
d'Affaires Humphrey Trevelyan
from Chang Han-fun, Red Chinese
vice minister for foreign affairs,

The concilliatory note, a reply to
a British protest, seemed to tle
in with Pelping's current line of
propaganda aimed at getting a
United Nations seat at the expense
of the Natlionalists, by woolng
Britaln and France and denounc-
ing United States.

Lafer in the same broadeast, the
Red radio told of recently shooting
down a "US.-made Kuomintang
(Nationalist) plane over Chekiang
province,"

“If the U.S., imperialists order
the Chiang brigands to send any
more planes in provocative action
against us we will shoot them down
as we have done before,” it added.

Text of the note, broadcast by
Peiping, sald shooting down of the
Cathay Pacifie Alrlines Skymaster
over Halnan Island was “‘entirely
accildental” and an “unfortunate
incident."”

“They shot us down with the in-
tention of killing us,” Capt. Philip
Blown, pllot of the alrliner, told
newamen in Hong Kong.

Britain protested the shooting
Baturday night and U.S, Becretary
of State John Foster Dulles
charged the alrliner was “‘deliber-
ately shot down." Two American
aircraft carriers, the Hornet and
the Philippine Sea, were ordered
to the scene to protect the contin-
uing search for the nine missing
persons, Eight survivors were res-
<ued,

The Dulleg protest plus the
movement of the carriers into Chi-
nese waters was regarded in Wash-
ington as a show of strength to
{impress upon the Reds the gravity
of the situation,

The Pelping broadcast sald the
Red Chinese governmnet “‘ex-
presses its regret at this accidental
and unfortunate incident of the
British transport aircraft and has
taken appropriale measures In
dealing with it. .

It extends its sympathy, con-
cern and condolences to the dead
and injured in this incident and to
thelr relatives. It is willing to give
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further evidence of Chinese Com-
munist brutality and their belliger-
ent Interference with a humanl-
tarian rescue operation being con-
ducted over the high seas.”

The American fighters were
from the two United States alr-
craft carriers ordered into the
area SBaturday to “protect further
rescue and search operations”
launched after Chinese Communist
fighters shot down a British Cathay
Pacifie alrliner on a flight from
Bangkok to Hong Kong.

Ten persons, Including three
Americans, apparenily lost their
lives after the airliner crashed in-
to the sea. Latest reports Indicate
elght survived.

Following is the text of the
State Department announcement,
made in the name of Secretary
Dulles and read to a news con-
ference by Press Officer Henry
Suydam:

“As I announced on Saturday,
July 24, the secretary of delense
has ordered two United States
alreraft carriers to proceed to the
scene of the Chinese Communist
assault upon the British commer-
clal airliner which resulted in the
death of three Americans and the
wounding of three others,

““The mission as stated then of
these ships and their planes was
to conduct and protect further res-
cue and search operations In the
vicinity of the tragedy.

“This government is now In-
formed that two United States
carrier-based planes of the rescue
type, while conducting their mis-
slons of mercy and seeking possi-
ble survivors, were attacked over
the high seas by two Chinese
Communist fighter alreraft, ap-
parently of the same type as shot
down the Cathay Pacific commer-
cial alrliner.

“The United States planes re-
turned the fire and the two Chinese
Communist planes were shot down.
There were no casualties on the
United States side.

““The United States plans to .pro-
test most vigorously against this
further evidence of Chinese Com-
munist brutality and their belllig-
erent interference with a humani-
tarian rescue operation being con-
ducted over the high seas.”

Senate Refuses |
ToPutGagOn
Atomic Hassle

WASHINGTON (P— The Senate
balked today at an attempt by the
Senate GOP leadership to put a
blanket limit on debate om the
atomie energy bill but showed a
willingness to limit talk on individ-
ual amendments,

A motion to impose cloture, and
thereby limit all future debate to
one hour for each senator was
whipped by a 44 to 42 roll call vote,
Adoption would have required 64
affirmative votes.

Then on the first amendment to
come up, the Senate agreed unani-
mously to halt debate after two
hours discussion—an hour for each
side.

The amendment by Sen. Lehman
(D-LIb-NY) related to the interna-
tional cooperati.n provisions of the
bill. Lehman proposed to delete a
provision he says ties President
Eisenhower’s hands,

Sen. Knowland (R-Callf), the
GOP leader, tried at first to get a
debate limit of 30 minutes, but
finally proposed the two hour limit.
In advance of the vote, Know-
land told the Senate he had “‘no
lluslons™ about a chance to win,
and warned of “even more drastie”
steps possible If he doesn’t,

“If there was ever a time when
cloture was in order,” he sald,
“in my judgment this is the time."”
He gave no hint as to what these
"drastic’ steps might be.

Before the Senate met, Know-

land had conferred at the White
House with President Eisenhower
and told reporters afterward that
“there will be no surrender” In the
;:If;ms to pass the administration
He sald the President and Re-
publican  congressional leaders
agree also that the delays in the
Senate should not be permitted to
block the administration's legisla-
tive program “even If it requires
that Congress continue in session
several additional weeks."”
There was a suggestion from
Sen. Lyndon Johnson of Texas, the
Democratic leader, In the brief de-
bate before the vote on cloture that
something in the way of a shorten-
ing of the debate might be worked
out,

Johnsen announced that he would

not vote for eloture but he asked
that his Democratic colleagues
confine themselves to “reason-
able discussion” on four or five
“basic Issues” and let the matter
come (o a vole,
Johnson suggested working out a
schedule for ‘“‘reasonable discus-
slon" of several key amendments,
to be ‘‘followed by vote on the
issues at stake,’*

Johnson asked Sen. Anderson (D-
NM), one of the leaders of the
group fighting the bill, whether he
thought such an arrangement
might be acceptable to a majority
of Democrats.

Anderson replied that if Johnson
“came forward with a program of
that kind, we wouldn't have near
the trouble we have had.”

Johnson sald he hoped he could
get an agreement on such a plan
and Anderson came back that “I'd
be happy to join him in such an
endeavor.”

The bill has been before the Sen-
ate for 10 days. Knowland kept the
Senate in session for 88 hours, with
a single 25-minute recess, last
week. Knowland indicated to re-
porters he might make a second
iry later for cloture,

In this country there are about
3% million miles of roads and
streets. Of this total, 288,000 miles
are local city streets and 2,962,000
miles are rural roads. A rural road
is anything outside the jurisdietion
of a city.

Of the total rural roads and city
streets — 3% million miles — the
federal ald system includes only
672,000 miles in what are called
the primary and secondary sys-
tems,

The primary roads — 218,000
miles in rural areas, 16,000 miles
in city streets — are supposed to
be roads of major importance,
That's a total of 234,000 miles of
primary roads,

The secondary roads are of less-
er Importance, like school bus
routes. They total 438,000 miles,
The federal ald money Is given
for bullding and improving pri-
mary and secondary roads,

Of the 234,000 miles of primary
roads, the American Assn. of High-
way Officlals estimates 85 per cent
are In need of improvement. About
88,000 miles of those 234,000 miles
of primary roads are the inter-
state network, the main arteries
of the nation's highway system.

Americans Learning Prudence,
Are Not Sold Out To The Future

We, Americans, seem to have learned
prudence, Boom hasn't defanged our sense
of economic balance. During the nine
years since the war, we haven't gone head
over heels Into debt.

We aren't over-mortgaged. We aren't
over<committed when it comes to meeting
homes, doctor bills, or other ftems which
go Into dally living. We aren't a bunch of
on-the-cuff fly-by-nighters.

Both as borrowers and as lenders we've
been conscious of “ability to repay.”” That
explaing better than anything else why bus-
Iness fallures have not plagued the na-
tion during the recent recession—or, for
that matter, in 1940-50. When Incomes fell
off, defaults didn't pile up. Retallers
weren't overloaded with no-good paper
that prevented them from meeting their
bills from wholesalers and manufactur-
ers.
These conclusions are Indicated In a re-
port of the Federal Reserve Board, “The
Financial Position and Commitments of
Consumers." It shows for the firs time
how you, I, and other American families
have tied up—mortgaged—our incomes,

If your family has fixed finaneial com-
mitments of about $60 a month—for hous-
Ing, for security (Insurance, soclal secur-
ity, ete.), and for instalment debi—then
you can consider yourself Mr. Typleal.
That's the median monthly payment for
all families. About 22 per cent of your
disposable Income—after taxes.

Younger people, trying to squeere thelr
own high-fixed costs, including housing,
into newlywed budgets, musin't be sur-
prised by this seemingly low percentage.
Remember, it's an average. It includes the
low housing costs of older persons, many
of whom own homes outright,

Families in the $4,000- to - $4,099 - in-
come bracket are the most “debt-ridden.'*
Sixty per cent of them pay out 20 per
cent or more of their income for housing,
security payments, and installment pay-
ments, This lsn't as bad as It sounds.

This group Includes heads of house-
holds who are “ comers."” They've become
established in their work. Many of them
young — in their late "twenties or early
‘thirties. They expect their incomes to
grow.

So they're more willing to accept great-
er commitments, knowing that the burden

will become lighter as thelr wages or sal-
aries increase. Further, in this group are
recently married couples with young chil.
dren, who have had to finance their part.
nership in life. Their homes, furnishings,
elc, are thelr capltal expenditures—<bought
on time,

Experience has justified thelr optimigm.
A larger percentage of families in the be-
low-15 age bracket registered galns in
income In 1953 over 1052 than families in
the over-35 bracket, Conversely, a smaller
percentage of familles in the below-3§
bracket registered lower incomes than in
the over-35 bracket. Here are the figures:

Persons in the above - 85 group don't
have large swings in income. They live
on pensions or receipts from dividendas,
bonds, or mortgages—items which don't
fluctuate too much. And, they don't have
too much debt either. They're established
— often own their homes outright — and
don't go in for new things on the install-
ment plan,

One other polot about American debt
habits: Installment commitments of persons
in the upper income brackets are stretch-
ed out much farther than persons in the
lower-income brackets. That belles the gen-
eral notion that families In tha lower-
income brackets are deep in debt, It bears
out the conclusion that both borrowers
and lenders take into account capacity to
pay.

Thus, an automobile dealer won't sell
& new car on long terms to a person with a
low income, He will be only too glad to
sell to a person in the $3,000-to-84,000-and~ .
up income level. At the same time, persons
in the lower brackets won't want, as a
general rule to strap themselves by be-
coming over-committed with high month-
ly payments for months ahead,

Among occupational groups, farmers are
wary of Installment debt. Seventy-three per
cent are free and clear of lt—the highest
proportion of any group.

Recalling some
of the blg debutante balls of the
19208, he says:

During prohibition days prac-
tically every kid had a flask, and
it was the smart thing to sneak
hips between dances.

“At most of today's deb dances
the milk and coke bars are as
popular as the regular bar. There's
no novelty in drinking any more,
and many of the kids are just not
interested."”

Among some of the most lavish
deb parties at which Davis has
officlated on the bandstand were:
