In the marketing and salesman-
ship department, principles of mat-
keting. to be taught by Drolessor 
Wiesen, and research in marketing. 
by Dr. Ellsworth, are scheduled 
for the first semester. Dr. Ells-
worth will teach a graduate the- 
sis course in marketing the second 
term. 

During the first semester six 
general business courses will be 
taught which include orientation 
for commerce students, taught by 
Mrs. Nollabelle Welch; business 
problems, Prof. Sipe; business sta-
tistics, Prof. M. B. Harrison; sem-
inar in economics and business, 
Dr. Ellsworth; methods of teach-
ing commercial subjects in high 
school, Professor Sipe; and prob-
lems in commerce, Dr. Ellsworth.

Instead, how- 
ever, they pulled the piano off the 
stage.

This information was taken from 
work sheets dated prior to Feb. 
I, 1944. Figures show that the av-
erage working student makes $47.- 
30 a - month and works an average 
of 3.34 hours per day for a 26-day 
month. Last year the average was 
$36.49 for a 2.7 hours per day for a 
26-day month. Students working 30-
day idenths worked on an average 
of 29 hours day this year, 2.34 
hours a day last year. 

Almost the some percentage of 
men are working this year as last 
when out of 1,154 enrolled. 376 were 
employed. Of this number, 243 were 
on the college payroll. This year 
76 are in the employ of the college. 

The 142 working students put in 
a total of 12,444 man hours and 
draw a total salary of $6.730.11 
every month. They include 39 de-
partmental assistants. 19 waiters, 
10 newspaper delivery boys, seven 
janitors, seven salesmen. five the- 
atre ushers, five clerical and five 
creamery workers. 

Among them are dishwashers, 
dairy tarmers, funeral home assis-
tants, theatre projection operators 
and doormen, florists deliveryrnen, 
ambulance drivers, addressograph 
operators, hotel night clerks, news-
paper reporters, photographers, so-
da fountain employees, telephone 
switchmen and maintenance men.

W. L. Stange!, head of the animal 
husbandry department. Prior to gas 
rationing there was seldom a call 
for a team and wagon, but now sev-
m- al calls a week are made for use 
of college teams and wagons. 

Njany organizations in town and 
on the campus make use of the de-
partment's offer, team, wagon, bay 
and teamster for a price. During 
the fall and spring seasons Sun- 
day school el saes senior and jun-
ior high school groups, college clubs 
and preflight students have ha;-
rides as an important part of their 
social life. 

The ride Is usually four hours 
long, goes through the city to Mac-
kenzie park and returns to its place 
of beginning. The teams and wa-
gons are only available after work- 
ing hears on the college farm. but 
they are kept in good condition 
and ready for use. 

Teamsters are furnished by Tech 
for the groups that rent the wa-
gon and team. On the whole, each 
teamsterreports that he enjoys 
the hayrides. Stangel says. 

The determining factor in the 
success of hayrides is "old man 
weather", who exerts a great in- 
fluence. Few restrictions are made 
by the department; each group 
most be properly sponsored. and 
30 persons is a wagon limit. 

This weekend four hayrides have 
been scheduled, requiring the use 
of six teams and wagons, reports 
Stengel.

Family Tree Of Man 
In Museun Exhibit 

'[Inc family tree of man, .includ-
ing the evolution and relation of 
the primitive branches of mankind 

I and of the anthropoid apes, is now 
on exhibit at West Texas museum. 

Prepared by the American Mu-
seum of Natural History, Nev. 
York city, the exhibit of skulls 
shows the parallel development of 
man and apes and dispels the old 
idea of man descending from mon-
keys, according to Dr. W. C. Hold-
en, curator. Man and the apes may 
have a common beginning. Dr. Hol-
den said, but it is very far back in 
evolution. 

At the bottom of the exhibit is 
displayed a primitive primate, fos- 
sl skull and jaw, slightly recon-
structed, of the Eocene age. Wyo-
ming. The original of the model is 
in the Museum of Natural His-
tory. 

From that point the exhibit 
shows man and the anthropoid apes 
branch off in two directions. On 
the side of man the next skull is 
that of the Trinil ape man, pithe-
canthropus erectus, of the Upper 
Pliocene or Lower Pliocene, Java, 
Reconstruction' was based on the 
fossil skull-top. The original is in 
the Museum of Haarlem, Holland. 

Peking man is ranked just above 
the Trinil man. Reconstruction of 
this skull was based on a fossil 
skull and lower jaw found In a 
cave deposit, Chow Kow Tien. 

Piltdown man, based on fossil 
skull and lower jaw, of the Pleis-
tocene age, England, is next In the 

ascent of man. The original skull 
Is in the British museum, London, 

Heidelberg man of the Pleisto-
cene age, Germany, was recon-
structed from a fossil lower jaw, 
found west of Heidelberg. 

Neanderthal man, from a slight-
ly restored fossil skull and jaw, of 
the Old Stone age, Europe. Is above 
the Heidelberg. The original is in 
..he Paris museum. 

Highest primitive man is the Cro-
Magnon of the late Paleolithic age, 
Franca Reconstructed from a fos-
sil skull and jaw, slightly restored, 
the original is found in the Pal is 
museum. 

Highest ranking are representa-
tive skulls of modern races. The 
American is exhibited as represent-
ative of the Caucasian group; Chi-
nese. of Mongolian races; Austra- 
lian Black-fellows, the most pri-
mitive of exisitIng races; and Hot-
tentot, representative of the Negro 
race. 

On the Anthropoid side of the 
scale are shown the Prototypal an-
thropoid, reconstruction based on 
a fossil jaw of the Oligocene age, 
Egypt; and the Primate Anthro-
poid, reconstruction based on a fos-
sil jaw of the Miocene age, India. 
The Prototypal original is in the 
Stutgart museum, and the Primate 
in the American Museum of Natur-
al History. 

Representatives of modern an-
thropoids are the gorilla, Africa; 
chimpaniee. Africa; orangutan, 
Borneo; Gibbon, India.

NEXT week sees a possible climax to the efforts of the members 
of one of Tech's honorary organizations toward national 

affiliation. Through the past five years, members of T;ti Beta 
Sigma, honorary band sorority, have looked forward to the day 

when they would be nationally recognized; and with the arrival 
in Lubbock of A. Frank Martin, grand executive secretary of 

Kappa Kappa Psi, comes hope for its forthcoming acceptance as 

the sister organization to the band fraternity. 
Tau Beta Sigma was organized at Tech in 1939 by a small 

group of women who felt that they needed an organization sim-

ilar to Kappa Kappa Psi. Its first president was Wava Banes 
Turner, a 1991 graduate who was also the first woman to major 

in band music at Tech. She wrote the first draft for the con-
stitution and designed the membership pin. Barbara Griggs, 

band major who graduated last year, was president two years; 

and Betty Grace Pugh, senior textile engineering major, heads 
the SMOrity thisyear. 

As far as is known, Tech was the first college to have 'a 
women's band organization installed and approved. Several 
other colleges and universities have organized similar societies 
since the time Tau Beta Sigma was begun, however. They 
include: John B. Stetson University, Deland, Fla.; Oklahoma Ag-
ricultural and Mechanical College; University of Oklahoma; Uni-
versity of Colorado; and University of North Dakota. 

Early last semester, Martin, with whom the sorority has been 
in constant contact since it was organized, informed Tau Beta 
Sigma that Kappa Kappa Psi fraternity had adopted, by an 
amendment, the acceptance of girl band sororities as sister or-
ganizations and had the power to grant charters for them ac-
cording to the rules governing locals petitioning for member-
ship in the fraternity. A local organization must have been in 
operation un its campus for one year or more at the time the 
petition is placed with the fraternity. Tau Beta Sigma met 
every qualification, and, since it was the first women's band 
sorority to be organized, it was extended the privilege of becom-
ing Alpha chapter of the national organization. 

Martin's purpose in coming to Lubbock is to examine the 
work that members have done on the constitution, rilMal and 
other items, and to suggest changes or improvemer)t'where it 
is necessary.

On the whole, jobs are plentifu 
in the lower brackets, which rang 
from $1,620 a year to $3,200 plu 
overtime. You cannot step out o 
college right into a $3,200 job, how 
ever. Civil Service will give you 

$1,600 to $2,000 on the basis of you 
education and your standing in it 
examinations. 

If you are good and if a higher 
vacancy exists and the way thing 
look now, It will, you will have a 
crack at a $2,600 job at the end o 
your first year. 

While you are in the lower brack 
eta, one of your gripes will undoubt 
edly be the fart that most govern 
meat stenographers now get $1,600 
to $2,000. One of the cruel facts o 
Washington life is the higher stan 
dard net for professional jobs with 
resulting apprenticeship at score 
tarial pay. Professionals are corn 
pensated by higher and more rapid 
hikes in their semi-monthly pay 
checks.

Many an English student, for ex-
ample, has arrived at Union sta- 
tion 'with the hope of getting some 
scrod of government writing job. 
Frequently their jobs turn out to be 
writing letters for the signature of 
section chiefs or other persons on 
an administrative staff. 

The best writing jobs in Wash-
ington have been taken aver by 
newspaper people. The lower paid 
information jobs usually go to col-
lege trained journalists who have 
had experience on college papers, 
as well an additional vacation ex-
perience. 

Here are some things you should 
know if you are interested in gov- 
ernment work. Nearly all appoint- 
ments now being made are for the 
duration of the war and six months 
thereafter. You will be filling the 
shoes of a permanent Civil Ser-
vice employee who may return af-
ter the war. Unless postwar gov-
ernment programs are tremendous-
ly expanded, you will have to hand 
over your job to the permanent 
employee or to a returning, dis-
abled veteran who has not pre-
viously worked for the government. 

Utah U Engineers 
Show Practical 
Application In Lab

students at the University of Utah 
are finding plenty of opportuni-
ties to apply their education to 
practical engineering problems. 

Wartime priorities have cleated 
shortages of new engineering 
equipment and replacement parts 
at the school. Yet the presence of 
new and improved equipment in 
the laboratories attests the prac-
ticability of the training received 
and the ingenuity of the et tierce. 

Most of this equipment has been 
constructed or improved ey using 
any materials that could be found. 

The students work under super-
vision of the mechanical engineer-
ing staff and their projects ale 
undertaken as senior thesis. 

Among the many newly devel-
oped pieces of equipment is an 
adapter for a 100,000-pound test-
ing machine In the materials test-
ing laboratory. Designed and con-
structed by a student, It is made 
from discarded truck axles and 
provides a holder for standard two-
inch steel specimens under test. 

Another project Is an apparatus 
for demonstrating air flow around 
airplane wing sections. Sections to 
be tested are clamped in a glass-
inclosed channel through which 
thin smoke steamers are passed to 
trace the pattern of flow around 
the section. 

A set of delicate balances that 
automatically will measure force 
against model airplanes in the 
school's wind tunnel is nother new 
development. 

Other students are Improving 
machinery and testing precedute 
in the heat-power laboratory. In-
cluded among these Improvements 
is an engine to demonstrate en-
pension compression and energy 
changes with gases. The machine 
operates on hot air generated by 
any sort of fuel available. 

In another project students are 
investigating heat treatment on the 
wearing qualities of metals for 
use in ball mills. 

Dr. W. J. Cope, professor of me-
chanical engineering. says the re-
sults of these new thesis projecls 
have been excellent.
