This will be the first opportunity to see what Texas 
Tech is really like at an All-College Convocation. Not 
since the beginning of the college have members of the 
student body, faculty, and the staff been able to meet 
together in one building.

Enrollment at Tech went over 
the 8.000 mark early Saturday and 
reached a final total of 8,038 when 
the Registrar's office closed at 
noon. 

According to the registrar's of-
fice, at least 250 students were 
turned away due to the crowded 
conditions and a lack of adequate 
housing facilities. 

The school of Arts and Sciences 
took the brunt of the enrollment 
lines and the largest number of 
students with 2,447. Closely fol-
lowing that came Engineering with 
2,439. Business Administration en-
rolled 1667; Agriculture 821; and 
Home Economics 422.
