heaviest teams M the nation. They 
have lost only two games this 
year; one to the University of 
California, 7-12; and one to Ford-
ham, 0-3. In most national ratings, 
the Gaels are placed on approxi-
mately the same ranking as Tech. 

The West Coast team defeated 
Gonzaga 20-0. in contrast to Tech's 
7-0 victory over the same squad.

Tentative plans 
call for appearance in the Cotton 
Bowl of practically all the band-
men in uniform, about 130. 

Ticket reservations for the 
contest are available at the ad-
ministration building office of 
Hugh "Bo" Williams, graduate 
manager of athletics. He ex-
pects to issue a majority of the 
student ducats immediately to 
avoid pre-holiday congestion. 
Williams is in Dallas this week 

contacting Cotton Bowl officials, 
and arranging for a. special Tech 
section in the stadium. He plans 
to return Monday or Tuesday to 
issue student tickets. 

"We won't let Texas down," said 
Coach Pete Cawthon in a statewide 
broadcast last night. "We're going 
to meet one of the strongest teams 
In the nation. We're a little shaky, 
but we're not scared. 

"We're going to show the folks 
down at Texas one of the most 
colorful, fightingest, teams that 
they ever saw on a gridiron; col-
orful not only in their uniforms. 
but in their play," he continued. 

"I'm having a hard time keep-
ing the boys from practicing right 
now," Cawthon said. "They love the 
game. They are off right now, but 
we are going to start practice 
about next Wednesday."

Council Asks For 
Approval Board 

Student council has sent a letter 
to the Executive committee asking 
them the possibilities and advis- 
ability of setting up some corn 
mittee or board for the purpose of 
authorizing all sales of tags, boos- 
ter buttons or any unofficial cam- 
publication carrying advertising, 
James Huffman, student president, 
announced yesterday afternon. 

If such a committee is appointed, 
Huffman added, it will probably 
consist of a semi-permanent group, 
similar to the present publications 
comimttee. That is, it will be made 
up of an equal number of students 
and faculty members. Faculty 
members will serve permanently, 
but new students will be appointed 
each year. 

The proposed board would have 
the authority, first, to authorize the 
sale of all boster tags, button, pins 
or any similar articles, and second, 
to control of any campus publica- 
tion, other than official publica- 
tions like The TOREADOR and LA 
VENTANA, which might compete 
with official publications In selling 
advertising, etc. 

To make its control effective, the 
proposed committee would have to 
have some sort of copyrighted seal 
or insignia with which to stamp 
approved objects, Huffman said. 
This would prevent imitations and 

forgery.

Texas Highway commission's 
project for traffic safety at prom-
inent College avenue intersections 
was a step nearer installation this 
week, with diagrams of proposed 
traffic signals in the process of 
inspection by the board of safety 
engineers, Sc, Austin. The -iixue  
will probably be working at the 
Broadway and Nineteenth street 
intersections in January or early 
February, the Labbock office of 
State Highway engineers said. 

Initial survey of the Avenue 
problem was made by Harry Hines, 
chairman of the Texas Highway 
commission early last month, when 
representative-elect Alvin R. Alli-
son was his host for the day. Hines 
regularly investigates highway 
problems throughout the state. He 
started action immediately for the 
lights at campus intersections.

Defends Transfers

FINAL beauty elections Tuesday bring to the 
forefront an issue which sooner or later 

must be sharply defined, viz. voting upon the 
basis of qualifications. 

In the past, and continuing to the present, 
the system of casting ballots for beauty nom-
inees because of popularity, not perfection of 
physical features, has obtained. Electioneer-
ing, confined chiefly to the girls social clubs, 
has revolved about the renown of candidates. 
Girls most widely known on the campus per-
force have carried more weight at the polls. 
Consequently, each club has attempted to sup-
port its members who possess the greatest 
chance of election. 

This practice has been followed by no 
single organization. Each club has been guilty. 
for each has tried to place as many on the 
ultimate list as possible. The more members 
a club can nominate for the LA VENTANA beauty 
pages, the more prestige it supposedly re-
ceives. In seeking this end, the groups have 
apparently forgotten the purpose of the nom-
inations — to select the campus' most beautiful 
coeds. 

Adoption of such methods necessitates con-
centration of support on three or more candi-
dates. Club members, perhaps more lovely as 
the case may be, are precluded the vote and 
assistance of their own organization. Often-
times, however, independent voters finds girls 
in the clubs who. though passed over by their 
own 'friends,' they feel are more worthy of their 
ballots. The social clubs, though, continue to 
vote the straight "ticket," allowing those mem-
bers they ignored in the first election a slight 
right of way over girls from other coteries. 

THE TOREADOR, striving to uphold the merit 
system—in all elections as well as in this par-
ticular instance—abhors these practices. It 
feels that regardless of affiliation, each stu-
dent should cast his vote for the candidate 
he feels most qualified. Popularity of the per-
son making the race should be excluded. In 
such a manner only can the best person fill 
any office, the most beautiful girls grace the 
yearbook pages and give a truly representative 
selection of the real beauty that graces the 
campus of Texas Tech. 

This publication sincerely urges that every 
student to go to the polls Tuesday and vote, 
to exercise his constitution-born right. Only 
then can true democracy exist. But above all. 
it insists that the ballot be cast wisely, with 
every consideration for qualification and none 
for affiliation, social or otherwise. 

Streamlined Justice 

JUSTICE may be blind, but in four large 
American cities the tradition-bound lady 

with the balances is going definitely stream-
lined. 

"Pre-trial," a common-sense idea in justice, 
has been well tested in Detroit, Boston, Los 
Angeles and San Francisco. Its essential fea-
tures were recently embodied in the new fed-
eral court procedure. It is no crack-brained 
theory. 

Pre-trial consists of a discussion, about two 
weeks before the trial is scheduled to appear 
on the docket, between a judge and the two 
opposing lawyers. Through informal chatting, 
the basic issues of disagreement are discovered. 
If the lawyers find they can agree on these 
points, which are usually few, the case is con-
sidered settled without trial—which happens 
in three cases out of five. If they cannot 
agree, the case goes to trial, under another 
judge. 

It is claimed that such a procedure does 
much to clear crowded court dockets and brings 
the real issues to light, free from technical-
ities and "underbrush." Advocates of the plan 
insist it does not trifle with justice but actually 
strengthens traditional rights and immunities. 

Such a plan is sorely needed in Texas. Near-
ly every city and county court has a full doc-
ket and is often far behind in its hearings. The 
state Supreme court, it is claimed, is five 
years behind with its work. It has no chance 
of catching up because of an increasing num-
ber of cases coming to its attention. Wealthy 
litigants can delay justice for years by dilatory 
tactics, depriving injured parties of badly-
needed damage payments. Drawn-out cases 
can make the cost of suits almost prohibitive 
to the average man. 

Justice is not only blind, as tradition has it, 
but the old girl is slow on her feet. If any-
thing can be found to speed up her reflexes, 
the sooner it is applied the quicker an old 
tradition can be broken and "justice for all" 
will be the motto.

Traffic Signal, At Last 
ONE potential death trap is going to have its 

teeth pulled. The intersection of College 
avenue and Broadway is soon to be decorated 
with a new traffic signal light. 

The installation comes after a long editor-
ial campaign in THE TOREADOR and is directly 
due to the combined efforts of Judge Alvin R. 
Allison, representative-elect from this district. 
and Harry Hines, state highway commissioner. 

THE Touzancot is happy about the whole 
thing and feels that its long fight has not been 
'in vain. The editorial policy, covering sev-
eral years. made students aware of the need 
for such a light, and it was a TOREADOR staff 
member who called official attention to the 
danger of the intersection and started the ma-
chinery of state moving. 

There may be those who will complain ill 
its installation. Motorists, who are always In 
a hurry to get no place in particular, are like]: 
to voice impatient criticism. But there vs 
be no criticism from the ones the light is de-
signed to aid—the large number of Tech stu-
dents who have to cross the intersection every 
day in the face of speeding traffic on either 
Lubbock's main artery or a broad state high-
way. And the most impatient motorists, the 
ones who drive the fastest, are, though they 
might not believe it, being benefited. 

At any rate, the light. which will go. far 
toward making Tech a safer college, is going 
to be installed. Time will be divided equally 
at the corner between foot and motor trans-
portation. A big step toward saving lives has 
hoes taken at long last. 

A Gratifying Loss 

WHEN the Administrative council announced 
Wednesday that by having students at-

tend school two more days at the beginning 
of Christmas holidays they could put off re-
sumption of classes until Jan. 4, more persons 
seemed inclined to grumble over prospects of 
days of study than elated over prospects of 
attending the Cotton Bowl game in Dallas, 
minus cuts. 

This attitude is hardly fair to college offi-
cials who, doubtless as much as any person 
in school, want to go to the Jan. 2 game, re-
lieved of all academic responsibility. How-
ever, there were certain things that had to be 
considered before school could be dismissed, 
even for an important event like the Cotton 
Bowl game. 

For the past several years Texas Tech has 
been trying to obtain membership in the As-
sociation of American Colleges and Universi-
ties. To qualify. classes must be conducted 
for a certain number of .days each semester. 
Hence it would be impossible simply to add 
two more days to the holiday period. 

As for adding the two extra days to the 
end of the semester. this would prove most 
impractical because of the fact that it would 
throw the rest of the year's schedule off the 
regular calendar. 

The authorities, it appears, did their best 
in the face of the situation and deserve to be 
commended for their decision.

from other colleges. Why should 
they be considered lower than 
fish?

Likes Texas Teams

I am sure that I express the 
feelings of other Tech alumni 
when I say that I would like to 
see Tech schedule more football 
games with Tex. teams. I real-
ize that desirable games with 
Texas teams cannot be obtained 
just for the asking, but they 
would greatly augment Tech's 
standing with Texas football 
f a n s. After Tech's application 
for entrance Into the Southwest 
Conference was voted down last 
winter, I heard dark whispers 
that Tech was turned down be-
cause her football teams played 
such dirty football. 

According to the grapevine 
telegraph, Tech secured three 
favorable votes for entrance into 
the Southwest Conference with 
all of the denominational schools 
and Arkansas voting against her. 
I have it on pretty good author-
ity that the T. C. U. vote was 
greatly influenced by the strong 
personal prejudices of a certain 
individual on their campus. Ark-
ansas Is reputed to have voted 
against Tech because they fear 
that they would be crowded out 
of the conference if Tech were 
ever admitted. 

It is indeed unfortunate, but 
Tech does have the reputation 
in these parts of playing dirty 
football. The sad thing about it 
all is that the majority of people 
holding such an opinion have 
never seen Tech play and are 
basing their opinion strictly on 
hearsay. Because of certain re-
marks made In a sport column 
of a Fort Worth newspaper, a 
great many people here are of 
the opinion that Tech slugged 
their way to victory over T. C. U. 
in '36. It appears that hard 
blocking and tackling is tabbed 
as "rugged football" where a 
Southwest Conference team is 
concerned and as "dirty football , 

 where Tech is concerned. 
Recently I have noted a dis-

New Gangster 
Film Is Good 

"ANGELS WITH DIRTY 
FACES," at the Palace, Sunday 
through Wednesday, with Jimmy 
Cagney, Pat O'Brien, 'Dead End' 
Kids, Humphrey Bogart, Ann Sher-
Man and George Bancroft. Gang-
sters and kids again. EXCEL-
LENT. 

When the camera moguls in 
Hollywood issued "Dead End" they 
had one of the most human stories 
of recent years, but "Angels With 
Dirty Faces" has all the good 
points of the earlier film, a better 
cast and a much more gripping 
plot. 

The more recent production pre-
sents not only an important social 
problem but also a story filled with 
excitement, heart-stopping thrills 
and emotional human touches. 
Though it is more or less a gang-
ster picture, it definitely isn't one 
of those in which the only action 
is the rapid staccato of machine 
gun tire and in which the plot 
deals with the numbers racket. 

The film Is concerned with two 
boys, pals during their early youth, 
in the slums whose lives become 
widely separated when circumstan-
ces step in and send one to the 
reformatory for a petty crime in 
which both take part. Jimmy Cag-
ney, the unlucky youngster, be-
comes a big-time gangster. His 
friend, Pat O'Brien, enters priest-
hood. 

But destiny forces their paths to 
cross again. Cagney, as a member 
of the gang that runs the city, 
clashes with Father O'Brien who 
is trying to "clean up" the slums 
in order to save the urban youth 
from the gangster's fate and mold 
them into good, respectful citizens. 

Though his road is a rough one, 
the priest finally wins out and suc-
ceeds in convincing Cagney to die 
like a rat as a lesson to his many 
youthful admirers. 

Both the acting and the story 
are tops. The "Dead End" Kids, 
as well as Cagney and other char-
acters, turn in marvelous perfm-
mances—G. H.

Pens Handbook For Those 
Who Go To Big City 

"Listen Little Girl" by Munro 
Leaf. Frederick A. Stokes company. 
New York. 1938. 51.50. 

"Listen Little Girls" is a book 
all little girls should carry in their 
pockets when they leave the old 
homestead and the folks for the 
bright lights and sorrows of the 
"big city." Set in the mood and at-
mosphere of "little old New York" 
it moves more in the manner and 
style of the helpful handbook than 
a ovel. 

The author was inspired by a 
conversation between two girls 
who had left the farm five and sev-
en years, ago, respectively. Quietly 
reminiscing over their drinks, they 
found they had been through the 
same loop in New York, enduring 
headaches, feetaches, heartaches of 
selling the departments stores and 
of blasting their literary illusions 
by Christmas selling in fashionable 
bookshops. Each had dabbled in 
decorating, restaurant hostessing 
and modeling. Each had cried in 
subways and crawled home at 5 
a. m. to share a two-rom apart-
ment with five other weary girls. 

Leaf's objective is to tell, with-
out any axe-grinding or mission-
ary zeal, as much of the truth as 
he can find about a girl's chances 
for making good in New York. 

The book is arranged in three 
parts: "Beautiful"—the ups and 
downs of the modeling racket; 
"Brainy"—advertising, promotion, 
ofice work; "Nice"—positions that 
require not talent, just intestinal 
fortitude. 

Each classification is divided into 
sections. The author did a great 
deal of research to give salaries, 
working hours and statistical chan-
ces for a girl; it is a complete 
handbook in every detail. 

Although the book is written in 
the guide style, the author pre-
sents it in a delightful manner that 
would be interesting to anyone. It 
is humorous, satirical; "There was 
a time when a pretty girl felt that 
if everything else failed she could 
always take her clothes off and
