Student group ousted

DALLAS— An anti<draft organization was ordered out
of its headquarters by the apartment owner shortly
after organizers held a news conference to tell of plans.

The outfit calls itself the Dallas Draft Resistance
Committee and is at odds with Rep, Joe Pool, D-Tex,,
who criticized the movement, Its headquarters was a
one-bedroom apartment rented 14 days ago.

The apartment owner is Cecil F, Gross, who said he
has a son serving in the Air Force and that he had
“no truck’’ with ant-draft groups,

The apartment was rented by a man who identified
himself as Richard Farrish, but Gross said it turned
out that his real name is Richard Arvedon, 20.

Arvedon of Fort Worth; Donna Miller, 19, Dallas;
and Ernest McMillan, 23, a Dallas Negro, attended

the news conference which issued statements critical
of Pool and his activities.

McMillan said he is a paid secretary of the Student
Non-Violent Coordinating Committee, known as SNIC,
and Arvedon is a member of the left-leaning. Students for

mocratic Action.

All said the group would continue its fight against
Selective Service,

Meredith has suffered from injuries muchof the season,
He was injured again on the last series of plays against
Washington Sunday when linebacker Chris Hamburger
hit him in a blitz,

Meredith went on to pass to Dan Reeves for a touch-
down with only 10 seconds remaining to win the game,
17-14,

Doctors decided to place Meredith in the hospital
after he had trouble sleeping Sunday and Monday nights.
He was admitted at 8 a.m. and promptly fell asleep.

Craig Morton will replace Meredith if the No, 1
quarterback is unable to play, Jerry Rhome also is
available.

GOP favors Nixon

NEW YORK — A majority of Republican leaders
participating in an Assoclated Press poll favor Richard
M. Nixon for the presidential nomination in 1968, but
they named as the ‘‘strongest ticket’’ the combination of
Govs. Nelson A. Rockefeller of New York and Ronald
Reagan of California.

Reagan ran far ahead of all other potential vice
presidential nominees cited in the survey.

In stating the reasons for favoring the Rockefeller.
Reagan team, these were two typical comments from
GOP chiefs who asked not to be identified:

““The South has 330 convention votes and I think
it is geared to go for a compromise that this ticket
would offer.””

“This would offer the voters what they want; it would
hold the party together.””

The poll was nationwide. Associated Press corres-
pondents submitted a three.part questionnaire to
Republican state chairmen and members of the GOP
National Committee in all 50 states. About half answered
the questions.

LSD linked to defects

AUGUSTA, Ga. — Tests show that LSD and two other
newly popular hallucination-inducing drugs cause birth
defects in animals, a medical researcher said Tuesday.

One of these drugs— mescaline— bears a close chemical
relationship to STP, the newest hippieland drug, reported
Dr. Willilam F. Geber Jr., associate professor of phar.
macology at the Medical College of Georgia. g

““The hippies claim they get the best results now with
STP,” Geber said.

But Geber sald laboratory experiments in which
pregnant hamsters were given Injections of LSD,
mescaline and BOL (brom.lysergic acid) resulted in
fetuses with malformations of the brain, spinal cord,
liver and other organs.

The drugs caused stillbirths, runting and other defects,
he said in a paper prepared for ‘‘Science,’” the publication
of the American Association for the Advancement of
Science.

Reds hike war budget

MOSCOW — The Soviet Union announced Tuesday
one of the biggest increases In defense spending in its
history to bolster North Vietnam and to aid Arab nations.

Finance Minister Vasily F. Garbuzov told Parliament
a 15 per cent increase was necessary because ‘‘inter-
national tension demands increased attention to our
defenses.”

Then he noted that the Soviet Union firmly supports
““the Vietnamese people in their struggle against the
criminal aggression of American imperialism’’ and ‘‘the
just struggle of the people of Arab countries against
agegressive actions of Israel and its imperialist patrons.”

The defense increase, largest announced since the
Berlin crisis of 1961, will bring publiclydisclosed defense
spending to $18.6 billlon, 13.5 per cent of the 1968
budget.

About half of actual Soviet military spending is believed
by Western analysts to be hidden under other budgetary
headings. The published defense budget is primarily a
reflection of political trends, these analysts say.

Ex-Castro aide killed

LA PAZ, Bolivia — A military communique said
Tuesday it had been confirmed that Ernesto Che Guevara
was killed in battle Sunday and his military campaign
log was seized.

Six other guerrillas were killed in the fighting with
army rangers near Higueras in the southeast jungles,
including three Cubans, the communique said.

The body of the former top lleutenant of Prime Minister
Fidel Castro of Cuba was taken to the nearby town of
Vallegrande, 300 miles southeast of La Paz, the
communique said.

Gen. Alfredo Ovando Candia, commander in chief of
the armed forces, and Gen. David Lafuente, commander
of the army, flew to Vallegrande to view the body.

Press reports {rom the scene sald Guevara was shot
near the heart and in the legs with machine.gun fire.

The battle broke out about four miles north of Higueras
Sunday afternoon. It raged for five hours In the jungles.

Guevara led the guerrilla forces in the Sierra Maestra
mountains of eastern Cuba in the Castro uprising that
led to the overthrow of President Fulgencio Batista in
January of 1959.

Student at Baylor
victim of hazing

WACO (AP) — A student being ini-
tiated into a Baylor University service
club died early Tuesday, and a justice
of the peace said death resulted from
a concoction of liquids he was forced
to drink.

The victim was John Everett Clifton,
19, of Crosby, a sophomore accounting
and business student.

Baylor President Abner McCall im-
mediately banned all physical hazing.

Clifton ‘“drowned in his own julces,’”
saild Justice of the Peace Joe John.
son, who announced the result of an
autopsy.

Johnson sald Clifton ‘‘could have
drowned either as he vomited or on the
juices from some of the stuff he had
been given.’”” He said Clifton had been
given five different kinds of laxatives
and garlic.

It is the student’s responsibility to
request deferment under the 1967 Se-
lective Service Act, James A, Watkins,
Tech director of undergraduate ad-
missions, said Tuesday.

A written request for undergraduate
student deferment must be sent by the
individual to his draft board, Watkins
pointed out. This request supplements
the report of enrollment card com.
pleted during registration.

Watkins emphasized that Tech ac-
cepts no responsibility in obtaining stu-
dent deferments for its male under-
graduates.

Barnes will
be candidate

for Lt. Gov.

AUSTIN (AP) — Speaker Ben Barnes
announced Tuesday that, as he has
indicated for several weeks, he will
be a candidate for lieutenant governor
next year.

“‘After careful consideration, I have
decided to become a candidate for lieu-
tenant governor in next year’s pri-
mary election,” Barnes told a spe-
clally called news conference in Aus-
tin.

““This declslon is not dependent upon
future decisions or announcements by
any other persons.””

Barnes, who flew to Austin from a
crowded speaking schedule in the Fort
Worth area, referred to the expected
announcement of Gov. John Connally’s
political intentions later this month.

BARNES AT ONE time sald he was
interested in both a race for governor,
if Connally did not rum, or for lieu.
tenant governor.

Lt. Gov. Preston Smith has already
announced for governor. Smith pre.
dicted in a news conference at Galves-
ton Tuesdaythat Connally would not seek
a fourth term.

There have been no other announce-
ments for lieutenant governor, although
there has been speculation that former
Attorney General Waggoner Carr or
former state Senator Franklin Spears
might seek the post. Both lost state-
wide races in recent elections,

Barnes said he will open state cam-
paign headquarters in Austin soon and
would formally file for the place on
the May 4 Democratic primary ballot
at the proper time.

It is very likely that Lubbock cit-
izens will vote for a city sales tax
later this fall.

The newly authorized measure has
swept 13 out of 14 Texas towns where
it was put to a vote, and there are
good indications that city officials will
push for it here. At this point there
is no reason to believe they will not
succeed,

A Citizens Advisory Committee rec-
ommendation to the City Council late
last month called for a referendum
this fall in which voters would decide
whether to impose a 1 per cent city
sales tax and issue $29million in bonds
for capital improvements.

Mayor W, D, (Dub) Rogers Jr, said

dure involves only the student and his
local draft board.

Tech only certifies tothedraft boards
that the student is in college, indicates
whether or not he is full-time and
lists the number of hours he is taking.

CARDS COMPLETED In registration
are to be supplemented by written re-
quests to local boards for students to
become eligible for 2.S student de.
ferments. Request forms are available
at draft boards or at the registrar’s
office, Watkins said.

Under the 1967 Act, deferments for
undergraduates will be granted to any
student ‘‘satisfactorily pursuing a full-
time course of instruction at a college,
university or similar institution of
learning who request such deferment.”’

Mrs. Ava L. MecGlaun, clerk of
draft board 88 in Lubbock, explained
that an undergraduate college student
can be deferred until he completes
requirements for his bachelor’s de-
gree, until he fails to pursue a full.
time course of Instruction or until he
reaches age 24, whichever occurs first.

MRS, McGLAUN said the student must
complete requirements for his degree
within the normal and specified time,
as outlined by his college.

The general guideline used, she said,
is completion of 25 per cent of the
degree plan per calendar year. How-
ever, this guideline may vary among
draft boards.

Mrs. McGlaun emphasized the need
for students to keep in touch with their
draft boards to be sure of their status.

Persons who are 24, but are full-
time, satisfactory undergraduate stu.
dents, will qualify for class 1-S(c) for
an academic year if they are drafted.

Graduate students doing satisfactory
work In medicine, dentistry, veteri-
nary medicine, osteopathy, and optome-
try receive mandatory deferments.
Graduate students in other fields may
receive deferments, depending upon the
decisions of their local boards.

UNDER THE NEW law student de-
ferments are granted for the 12-month
calendar year, and new requests for
deferment need not be made by students
until next fall. Watkins said the only
circumstances under which Tech will
inform local boards of unsatisfactory
progress by any student will be with-
drawal or suspension for discl-
plinary reasons.

However, it is every selective ser-
vice registrant’s obligation under law
to keep his local draft board informed
of his location and status, Mrs.
McGlaun said.

Added McCall, ‘““We shall continue
our policy untll we eliminate all such
initiation practices at Baylor.”

Tech Board
will review

Student Code

The Tech Board of Directors will re-
view the revised Code of Student Affairs
Sawrday,

Dr, Keith Marmion, chairman of the
Code Revision Committee said that the
document has been reorganized and
some detail changes have been made,
but basically it is the same document
as it was last spring,

This means that the Code will include
the organization of an appelate system
to hear disciplinary cases involving
both individuals and organizations, a
basic Bill of Rights for stdents, pro-
cedural guarantees designed to protect
students in disciplinary cases and re-
organization of the Committee on Stud-
ent Organizations.

Housing regulations were altered to
require all full-time undergraduate stu.
dents to live in campus dormitories.

The main alterations had to do with
what Marmion termed ‘‘details’’ in the
code, such as selecting specific nights
for social actvities. Most of these
points are now omitted to make the
Code more flexible,

he favored the sales tax as a means
to boost city revenue, and the council’s
finance committee agreed with him

Opinions of political observers, att-
orneys and other city officials were
mirrored in city tax assessor-collector
Harvey Austin's statement: ““The sales
tax seems to be doing pretty well in
Texas, and from the averages I'd say
it would pass here."’

The $29 million bond issue recom-
mended by the advisory committee
would help provide funds for a five-year
program involving a cash outlay of
$43.7 million in capital improvements.

Included in the building program
would be a multi-purpose downtown
civic center and convention headquar-
ters, a new expressway, city parks,
a water reclamation plantand improve-
ments to sanitary and storm sewers,

State and federal aid for the over-
all project is expected to amount to
about $9.5 million.

The bond issue would be combined
with a vote on the sales tax, which
the office of city manager W, R,

Blackwell said would yield anestimated
$1.5 million a year. This is about
the same amount that a 30 to 35 per
cent increase in property tax would
afford, the mayor said.

City sales taxes were authorized by
the last session of the Texas Leg-
islamre. By local option elections
communities may impose a 1 per cent
tax on all items already subject to a
state sales levy of 2 per cent.

The added tax would be collected by
the state, then refunded to cities after
deduction of collection charges.

Under the law Texas cities had until
Sept. 30 to pass the measure and put
it into effect Jan. 1. Local elections
held after Oct, 1 cannot impose the tax
until April 1.

Referendums permitting the tax have
carried easily in cities such as Austin,
Texarkana, Wichita Falls, Corpus
Christi, E1 Paso, Orange Grove and
Nacogdoches, Voting ran 2 to 1 and 3
to 1 In favor of the measure.

El Paso voters approved the new levy
17,031 to 6,005. It was opposed by

Ciardi sees

in poetic

fun
writing

Poetry is not a meaning but an ex.
perience, and it must above all be
read for fun, poet John Ciardi said
here Tuesday night.

A good poet combines wisdom and
wit, and balances them with serious.
ness and humor into a smooth flowing
verse. The total morality for a poet
is not to cheat, but to hold out for
just the word you want, Ciardi said.

Clardi, the first speaker in the 1967.
68 University Speaker Series, appear.
ed in Lubbock Municipal Auditorium.

He told a large audience that poetry
does not go logically, but psychologi-
cally.

“It is hard to say what poetry is
or isn't because it is what it means
to the person who wrote it,”’ lLie said.

The content of the poem is the plea-
sure of form. Too many people miss
this by paraphrasing the author’s words
without looking at form or rhyme.

CIARDI SAID many poets write just
for the pleasure of hearing smooth.
flowing words, and pick up subjects
and occaslons to sult their words. He
gave an example of Keats in ‘““Eve of
St. Agnus.”

One of Keats’ books of poetry is
written using the words in a first.
grader’s vocabulary. Clardi said chil.
dren have fun with poetry, but adults
are self-conscious about it.

The school systems abuse poetry by
having students read 19th century poems

and romantic poems that seek only
high and limited experiences. This
makes the American male uneasyread-
ing about the different experiences of
males in that age, Clardi said.
Students ask, ‘‘What is poetry?** It
ig a varlety of things, but should al-
ways be read for pleasure. It cannot
be taught to anyone until they take
a poem, read it, and think ‘““Wow."

Clardi referred to his own youth
when he enjoyed English and his guar-
dians tried to make him learn some-
thing ‘*sensible.”” To him poetry was
sensible and he was doing what he
wanted, which in Clardi’s view is the
only way to read poetry.

Observers cite a variety of reasons
for the tax's popularity, but they boil
down to this— it is a means for prop-
erty owners to get some help in carrying
the tax load, a load bound to get big-
ger as cities expand their services and
facilities,

‘““We certainly can't cut our
services— things like police and fire
protection,”” said Jack Downs, col-
lections supervisor for the Lubbock
tax assessor<collector, *‘and ad val-
orem property tax Is carrying all the
burden it can stand.”’
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Government loans, steady budget inconsistent

Enrollment in Texas colleges and universities
was up 8.7 per cent this fall, according to un-
official figures compiled by The Associated Press,
and a major reason was the Increasing amount
of government money made available to students
for financing higher education.

The federal government provides the Equal Op-
portunity Grants Program, the College Work-Study
Program, the College Student Guaranteed Loan
Program and National Defense Loans (the only one
in which Tech participates). Thousands more attend
under the GI Bill. An Educational Opportunity
Bank which would make any student eligible for a
30-to 40.year loan has been proposed.

Long walks cutting into time

The campus bus service did not appear to be
such a good idea last spring when days were
warm, the price was a nickel a ride and the longest
walk was between the Industrial Engineering and
Psychology Buildings.

Things are different, now, with the continued
spread of academic buildings (including 4,250 stu-
dents attending class in Municipal Auditorium) and
the completion of the Wiggins Complex (1,716-
student capacity). Yet, time between classes
remains 10 minutes.

At a quickened pace it takes approximately 13
minutes to walk from the steps of Municipal
Auditorium, where 1,000 students congregate atone
time, to the steps of the Foreign Languages and
Mathematics Building. And this is not the worst
as the Psychology Building, Music Building and
Women’s Gym take even longer.
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set into motion two years ago, and the Connally-
Carrillo Act, begun last spring, provide low-
interest loans and free tuition, respectively.

Now, on top of this largely government.spon-
sored Increase in enrollment, Gov. Connally asks
state colleges and universities to ‘“‘toe the line’’
in budget requests for the 1968 fiscal year. Con-
sidering that tuition fees paid by loans cover
less than 20 per cent of a student’s educational
expenses, it doesn’t take much of an accountant
to see the inconsistency.

Either the government should ‘“toe the line’’ on
some of its loan programs, or provide more mon2y
for higher education. Failure to do so can only
lower the quality of education in an already sub-
par educational state.

Taking a close look at the Tex-
as Tech football picture, one will
find that the Ralders not only
hold the lead over their
opponents in the won - lost
column but in the majority of
statistics as well.

Reading 2-1 in season stand-
ings and 1-0 in conference, the
Ralders have the statistical edge
over their opponents in seven
categories.

In net gain total offense, the
Ralders read 1,021 yards, as
compared to their opponent’s
765, In breaking this total down,
the Ralders show to stand 686
yards rushing and 335 yards pas-
sing, as compared to 512 and 253
yards, respectively, for their
oppoments.

IN FORWARD passing the
Ralders have completed 31 of

% 78 attempts for a 39.7 per-

centage. Opponents have com-
pleted 18 of 48 for 37.5 per
cent.

The Ralders have intercepted
five passes, to their opponents
four. Tech has also thrown
three touchdown passes in com-
parison to their opponents one.
