Pratt Goes With State

Two of Texas Tech's faculty 
members have announced their re-
signation from the college staff 
to assume other duties. Both re-
signations are effective at the end 
of this semester. 

Dr. Kali E. Ashburn, professor 
of economics since the fall of 1937, 
will go to Lafayette, La., where he 
will assume duties as head of the 
Department of Commerce at South-
western Louisiana Institute. 

Dr. Harold P. Pratt, instructor 
in the department of biology, lea-
ves the college faculty staff at mid-
term to take a position with the 
Federal government. He will be 
connected with the Wild Life Man-
agement department and will be 
stationed at Socorra, N. M. 

Dr. Ashburn is a native Texan. 
He holds A.B. and M.A. degrees 
from Texas Christian universtiy, 
and a Ph.D. degree from the de-
partment of economics and busi-
ness administration at Duke uni-
versity. Before coming to Tech in 
the fall of 1937, he taught at Texas 
Christian and Southern Methodist 
universities. This summer, he di-
rected a survey of the Tex. Work-
men's Compensation Insurance Act 
for Governor Allred. His report 
on the act will be printed soon. 
The new position, Dr. Ashburn 
said, carried with it a substantial 
increase In salary. 

Commenting on his resignation 
Dr. Ashburn said, "I like Tex. 
Tech very much and have enjoyed 
my work here. I think Tech has 
a fine future." And In a humor-
ous vein he continued. "I'm a little 
behind in my fishing. Perhaps I 
will have time to catrh up down 
in Louisiana." 

Southwestern Institute is a state 
supported senior college with an 
enrollment of approximately 2500, 
established 40 years ago. It i s 
made up of a college of liberal 
arts, a college of education, college 
of agriculture and a division of ex-
tension.

White made an extended tour of 
that country. 

Dr. White was a member of the 
party which spent a month in the 
Arctic Ocean and Novaya Zamlya, 
where the Islands extend within 
840 miles of the North Pole. He

Most of the yowl-
ing is as inane as that of Miss 
Thompson who wants to know 
what will become of the women 
who marry, have children and 
are deserted or widowed. She is 
best answered in the words of 
Mr. Pegler—"That type of wo 
man would get some of the jobs 
vacated by childless w ho omen w 
are neither deserted nor widow-

Peace In The Ranks 

THE holiday season has seen two additions to 
President Roosevelt's cabinet which tend to 

make that body just about 90 per cent liberal. 
In fact, it appears that the department of state 
under the leadership of Cordell Hull and his 
able assistant Sumner Welles is the sole re-
maining part which doesn't nod in the affirma-
tive when the chief executive opens his mouth. 
(But as far as that goes we too begin to nod 
when our radio ushers in one of those cosy 
firesides.) 

Harry Hopkins. who has been one of the 
President's most favored pets since Herbert 
Hoover-diseemereiel.44,- extent of his popularity 
back in 1932. takes over the more conservative 
Daniel C. Roper's post as (Secretary of Com-
merce. and former Governor Frank Murphy of 
Michigan replaces Homer S. Cummings as the 
nation's Attorney-General. 

The Hopkins appointment was merely a 
personal act of the President giving a close 
friend a "break" and a build-up. It's entirely 
possible that little Harry is being groomed for 
the presidency in 1940. At any rate it is prob-
able that he will be just another "yes" man 
to the chief executive. 

However, if he only will, Hopkins is in a 
position to be a great help to the nation's busi-
ness. For he will enjoy the confidence of the 
President. something that Roper never did. It 
will be in his power to release the New Deal's 
strangle hold on business, and that is the best 
possible way to encourage large investments 
and transfer many workers from the relief 
roles back to private jobs. 

Murphy received his new position for 
reasons among which merit is obviously not 
listed. Although Murphy is a smart man and 
made Michigan a good governor, the President 
certainly couldn't have considered him the 
most qualified person for the post of Attorney-
General. 

But other reasons do creep in, and the for-
mer governor will play hand in hand with New 
Deal policies and ideas. And his appointment, 
'twine from the section of the country that it 
was, is another example of some Roosevelt 
strategy. 

So the nation now has two new cabinet of-
ficers. both ardent liberalists. Durine the next 
two years it is nrobable that the Net” Deal will 
he working under greater pressure than at any 

me since the President first took office. And 
Ii seems that the latter wishes placidity in the 
ranks during periods of strain. 

Frankfurter—Hot Dog!! 
APPOINTMENT this week of Dr. Felix Frank- 

furter. Harvard Law school professor, to 
the United States Supreme Court bench brings 
In three the appointees of President Roose-
-.elt to occupy a place on the nation's highest 
mdiciary and gives that body another liberal 
'comber. 

While the President was temporarily sty- 
mied when Congress openly revolted at his 
proposal to pack the Court. he has virtually 
achieved the same end through the filling of 
vacancies that have occurred through resigna-
tion and death. In each instance Mr. Roose-
velt has named a man who definitely thinks 
as he does. 

Dr. Frankfurter. however, is even more lib- 
cal than the President's two previous appoint-
atents. He is the orieinal "brain truster," a 
launch supporter of the New Deal. In every 
stance he has been one of those included in 

that class of "my friends." 
There is no nuestion that Dr. Frankfurter 

is nualified for the position on the standpoint 
of his knowledve of law. However, judging 
from the past, one can hardly expect his de- 

•oisions to he other than favorable to the ad-
ministration.
