''double-parked'' in a dormitory 
parking lot, l cannot agree with tb.ls 
action. Therefore, I feel that there 
should be designated times when 
parking tickets can be given. There seems to be no spe­
cific time or area pattern in which tickets are given. For 
example, I have, noticed that some areas are patrolled 
more frequencly and on closer intervals than others.''

- a student presents evidence of ex­
treme hardship, Including require­
ments for employment. 

The regulations were the recom­
mendations of a committP.e composed 
of students and representatives of the 
Administration.

500 students might want to vacate the 
dorms at that time which would mean a 
net loss of about S200,000 to the dormi­
tory system.

Staff, users discus projected 

updating of computer • services 
The Computer Cent!!r scheduled l:be 

first meeting for its users Wednesday 
in an effort to determine their needs 
and goals in a projected five.year up. 
dating of the present system . 

''The Computer Center is running 24 
hours a day, seven days a week, and 
even with this kind of effort the current 
equipment is not able to provide enough 
service for the campus,' ' Ron Brown, 
associate director of the Center sald. 

The present system operates three 
computers, IBM 360 Model 50, IBM 
1401 and CDC 1604, for the service of 
the entire campus, administration, fac­
ulty, and students . 

PRIMARY J OBS involve students: 
course homework, research, payroll, 
registration, grade reports and student 
records. 

''Not all departments use the Center 
ac the present time, but probably all 
could make valuable use of the comput­
ers . By educatl.ng them they may in-
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corporate it into their jobs,'· Brown 
said. 

Five computer manufacturers are 
giving formal presentations until July 
14 on the limitations and capabilities of 
their equipment for the users and com­
puter staff to compare with Tecb's 
needs. 

After the presentations, the staff and 
users will meet July 17todlscussthelr 
impressions and any further action 
needed before the Computer Center 
Committee presents its final program 
for the next five years . 

TiiE COMMl'I'I EE hopes to have its 
recommendations for the ''higher level 
administration'' by Sept. l to be able to 
include it in the budget submitted to the 
state legislature . 

''\Ve need an Idea of the mostneeded 
desires now in order to determlne 
where co cut down ln case funds will 
not be available," Brown said. 

Future considerations will not only 

include a projected increased enroll­
ment and expanded needs of depart­
ments, but even such things as the needs 
of Tecb's new medical school . 

A COMMITTAL of computer dead­
lines must meet those reported by the 
college catalog for grade reports and 
srudent records, Dr. Floyd Boze, direc­
tor of the admissions departtnent, said 
at the meeting. 

The users also discussed efficiency 
programs innovations in programming, 
and which jobs werethemostimportant 
to run. 

''The ideal siruation for a priority 
system would have rules already sec up 
by a higher administration to determine 
whose program would run through the 
computer first. 

''That way the Center wouldn't be 
faced with deciding whether the biology 
deparonent's or the history depart­
ment's jobs have first prlorlcy," he 
said.

Dr. R, Hollis Klett of the ani­

mal science department at Lou­
isiana State University (LSU) 
has been named superintendent 
of the Tech Research Farm and 
the Killgore Beef Cattle Center 
at Pantex. 

Dean of Agricultural Sciences 
Gerald W, Thomas announced 
Monday that Klett will assume 
duties at the research farm 
Sept. 1, succeeding Dr. Dale 
Furr who resigned to enter pri­
vate Industry as a nutritionist 
and part owner of a livestock 
producing and feeding firm in 
the Friona-Hereford area. Furr 
will continue as aconsultantfor 
Tech. 

As superintendent of the re­
search farm and Killgore Cen­
ter Klett will be in charge of 

operations on the some 14,000 
acres of grass and cultivated 
land and the research cattle pr0-
jects. 

KLETT WILL take to his new 
position a background of indus­
trial operations, research and 
teaching. 

He is completing teaching and 
research work at LSU this sum­
mer before moving to the super­
intendency of the Research 
Farm northeast of Amarillo . 

''We are very fortunate to ob­
tain the services of an educator 
and researcher such as Klett as 
we continue to expand our re­
search into solutions of prob­
lems of the rapidly growing 
feedlot industry in this area 
which this year will handle 2,5 

million head of cattle,'' Thomas 
said. 

KLETT SAID, "I am glad to 
get an opportunity to come to the 
Panhandle.South Plains area 
where there ls tremendous 
growth in the cattle feeding in· 
dustry, ' ' 

''I am pleased with the pro­
gram at Tech and particularJy 
with the location of the research 
farm in the Panhandle ln the 
midst of the explosion of the 
feeding industry. 

''I am looking forward to 
working with feeders, and I hope 
they will give us suggestions of 
the things we can do to help them 
increase performance of cattle 
in the feedlots and make a con. 
tribution to the overall increase 
in Ii vestock production ." 
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''Klett and co.workers atLSU 
this last year produced a 180 
per cent cal! crop from 20 head 
of cattle," Thomas said, ·'by 
the use of hormones to obtain 
multiple births.

partment bead. 
Dennis, who has held the posi1 

tion for 19 years, will continue 
as a professor when his duties 
officially terminate at the end 
of this summer session. 

The dinner honoring Dennis 
will be at the TechFacultyClub 
July 12, and the reception Will 
be July 13 In the Union Ball­
room from 3 to 5 p.m . .{>uring 
the reception the faculty will 
present him with a portrait 
·painted by Mrs. Thelma Clark 
Griggs, a Lubbock artist. 

Dr, Lorrin Kennamer, Dean 
of Arts and Sciences, said the 
announcement concerning fill .. 
ing the position vacated by Den .. 
nis will be made ''very soon 
this summer.'' 

His career as chairman of 
the chemistry department has 
spanned a period of growth for 
the department. Dennis recalled 
the highlights of his career as 
department head including ''our 
approval by the American 
Chemical Society ·for under. 
graduate training of chemistry 
in 1956, the first big rese·arch 
grant the school ever got- the 
Air Force Office of Scientific 
Research- $209,000 and the gift 
of $1 million from the Welch 
Foundation. 

Dennis receive4 his BA in 
Chemistry from Austin College 
and his MA in Biochemistry at 
the University of Texas where 
he also received his Ph.D. in 
Biochemistry by 1942. At Austin 
College, he was pre~ldent of the 
Davis F ouce Eagleton Chapter of 
the Scholarship Societies of the 
South which was a fore .. runner 
of Alpha Cb!.
