An Editorial 

INELIGIBILITY of so many candidates is lamentable. What 
is more important, however, is the protest which has been 

registered with college authorities concerning the method 
of determining eligibility. The crux of the matter lies in 
the fact that varied interpretations have been placen on just 
what constitutes a "C" average. 

This brings to the front one of our long-time beliefs-- 
that Texas Tech needs, in addition to its Student council, 
a Judiciary council, composed of students elected in the same 
manner as those on the former body. It would be the duty 
of this new council not only to check the eligibility of can- 
didates, but to hand down rulings concerning the student 
constitution. In short, it would form a supreme court for the 
student body. 

At present there is no legal body designed to interpret 
the constitution. One time it may be ruled on by a govern- 
men professor; again it may be the college president who is 
asked for an opinion. The plan of a Judiciary council cor- 
rects such a situation. 

The Judiciary council is successfully employed at the 
University of Texas and other institutions. It could be 
made to work here. The time is not far off when something 
must be done. The sooner it 's, the better.

Ware Protests: 
None Left For 
Vice-Prexy 

Ineligibility threw student gov-
ernment race Into a furore yester-
day when reports submitted to 
Student President James Huffman 
by Registrar W. P. Clement show-
ed five candidates lacking suffi-
cient grade points or hours to make 
the race. 

Hardest hit was the position of 
rice-president of the Student asso-
ciation. Both Jack Myers and Mark 
Jones were ruled out, leaving no 
candidate for the post. Student 
President James Huffman declared 
yesterday afternoon that he was 
still in a dilemma concerning the 
correct procedure. One alternative 
would be to leave the position va- 
cant until next year and allow the 
Student council then to 'appoint a 
vice-president. 

Ronald (Scoop) Ware was bowl-
ed from the presidential race, leav-
ing Le e Byrd, junior speech ma- 
jor, and Leon Blair, senior gov-
ernment major, to battle for the 
job of Student President. 

Paul Redding, sophomore engi- 
neer. was eliminated from the list 
of candidates for yell leader sub- 
mitted by the Double T associa-
tion. Bill Hamm, ancnher sopho-
more engineer, will become head 
yell leader for next year by virtue 
of Redding'. withdrawal. There 
were no other candidates for the 
post. 

Harlan Jay Wills, junior aggie, 
becomes student representative to 
the Athletic council after Walter 
(Buil/ Rankin, sophomore arts and 
science football player failed to 
possess sufficient hours to allow 
him to continue in the race. 

Other races were unaffected. 

Ware, after conferring with 
President Clifford B. Jones yes-
terday, issued a protest in the form 
of a letter to Jones. He declared 
the grades which lowered his av-
erage were made during ills fresh-
man year. before the rule penaliz-
ing a student's average for "F's" 
was instituted. He also asked that 
gristles 01 all rnose t15:•os-Ttrblitm5r- 

 the race be reviewed on a basis 
which discounted "F's" Ware was 
adjudged ineligible to run for edi-
tor of The TOREADOR last Feb. 
ruary on the same grounds. 

Those eliminated by the eligibil-
ity ruling included: Ronald (Scoop, 
Ware, candidate for student presi-
dent, with 106 hours and 97 grade 
points; Mark Jones, for vice-pres-
ident, 106 hours and 104 grade 
grade points; Jack Myers. for vice-
president 87 hours and 82 grade 
points; Paul Redding, for yell lead-
er, 46 hours and 41 grade points 
(Redding would have had to at-

One Term Only 

THE BILL now before the Texas legislature 
proposing limitation of a governor's term 

of office to four years with no chance of re-
election seems to THE TOREADOR to be a long 
stride toward greater efficiency and power in 
Texas government. 

This bill, if passed, would be of almost un-
limited benefit to the people themselves and 
the citizens who fill the governor's chair. One 
thing (and probably the most important) would 
be the freedom of action acquired by the ex-
ecutive. No longer would he have to make po-
litical compromises harmful to the masses so 
as to win votes when he again stood before the 
voters' tribunal. Knowing that he was through 
at the end of his term he could turn a deaf ear 
to the plead of lobbyists and log-rolling tactics 
of legislators. 

A four year term would also give the gov-
ernor time in which to carry out his program. 
Admittedly two years is insufficient in which 
to carry out the vast amount of schemes which 
most governors have in their platforms. 

But why stop there--why not go all the 
way and apply the four-year term to the legis-
lators? The same benefits would accure here 
as in the case of the governor. To keep men 
rotating in office elections should be held ev-
ery two years when one half of the legislators 
would complete their terms. The same benefits 
would prevail. 

Already the salary of the governor has been 

Increased in order to attract more desirable 
timber and now the current bill offers further 
progress. Texas stands poised-she can fall 
back on the old system or she can leap foward 
to the better one 

Selfish Rejoicing 

MAYBE IT'S self ishniess, but we cannot help 
but feel glad that the Texas Senate re-

jected Governor O'Daniel's appointment of 
James M. West to chairmanship of the high-
way commission. For what has been the state's 
loss has certainly been Texas Tech's gain. 

Had he received the other position Mr. West 
would have been forced to resign from Tech's 
board of directors. It is a law in Texas that no 
person may hold two appointive public offices 
simultaneously. And in the loss of the Houston 
man the college would have suffered greatly. 

Though he is now serving his first term 
on the board Mr. West has proved, even in re-
cent months. that he has the institution's best 
interests at heart. And besides the prestige 
which a person in his position naturally lends 

a school by serving as a member of its. direc-
torate, he spends a great deal of valuable time 

in helping the institution, all for which he re-
ceives very little pay. 

His resignation would have meant that an-
other director had to be found somewhere very 
soon. And in such a case there would have 
been no chance of re-appointment. New blood 
would have been necessary. Though possibly 
it would have not, this school could very easily 
have suffered a let-down. 

Yes, we may be selfish, but we are glad 
that the Senate chose to turn down the Gov-
ernor's third appointment to the highway post, 
even though we may disagree with the reasons 
given by the legislature's upper house. 

A Standard Invitation 

U P TO NOW one class, the sophomores, has 
met and voted to standardize senior invi-

tations for several years to come. In our opin-
ion this is a commendable action, one that 
would tend toward bringing greater effiency 
to the various class functions. 

Almost any senior. and especially the class 
officials and those on the invitations committee, 
can tell you the trouble and worry to select 
each year the graduation invitations, which, 
though they may seem tremendously import-
ant at the time, are really of very little conse-
quence. For under the present set-up much 
more time is taken in their selection than in 
the actual use. 

So why couldn't a committee be appointed 
from all classes, then meet together and choose 
the invitations for four rather than one year? 
Under the proposed system it isn't as if any 
one group were being deprived of its rights, 
because representatives of all would take part 
in the actual selection. Thus the invitatiorks 
would be chosen for the whole college rather 
than for any one class. 

In other words the proposed plan is nothing 
more than that of mass production or doing 
things on a large scale. All American industries 
and business have found this preferable in 
modern times. For the same reason that two 
minds are better than one, the more persons 
there are cooperating on a scheme, the better 
are the results. 

Besides saving time and worry. standardiza-
tion would be much less expensive. And ex-
pense is something that counts a great deal 
with a senior who has so much to buy just 
before he is graduated. By letting a contract 
for three additional years the classes could 
obtain a much better price from the engravers 
and printers. 

The principle is much the same as when a 
standard senior ring was adopted several years 
ago. But some may say that styles of invitations 
change. Even so the contract would run for 
only three years and could be changed at those 
intervals if necessary. 

We are of the opinion that efficiency and 
practicality are preferable to worry and dis-
organization, and so believe that the senior in-
vitations should be standardized. 

Another Chance 

J
UST before the Easter vacation four students 

in the engineering division were indefinitely 
suspended from college after admitting t h e 
theft of examination questions from an instruct-
or's office. 

THE TOREADOR holds no brief in defense of 
the students' actions. Neither do they themsel-
ves. However, this publication does believe that 
the right thing should be done in the matter. 

Two of the students, apparently more deter-
mined than their companions in the desire to 
continue their education, have made a sincere 
attempt to redeem themselves. They have gone 
to members of the engineering faculty and mem-
bers of the administrative council and apolog-
ized for the deed. They have asked that they 
be allowed to reenter school under conditions 
set down by those groups. 

True, the students will suffer somewhat 
from expulsion. But the ones who really will 
bear the brunt of the penalty are the parents 
and those who are sending the students to col-
lege. As a student and a senior we can readily 
understand this truth. The efforts of those 
persons to give the students an education will 

be lost as long as they remain suspended. 
Every student, every instructor, at one time 

or another makes mistakes. Some are perhaps 
more serious than others. Yet in each instance 
an apology and a promise to attempt not to 
make other mistakes is about all that can be 
done. Since these students have done this, we 
hope that college officials may see fit tore-
instate them--under whatever conditions, sur-
veillance or probationary rules they deem ne-
cessary. It would be the Christian thing to do. 
By all odds the students would undoubtedly 
remember it long after they have forgotten the 
expulsion.
