the interests ol the student body - more so ewn 

than the Senate, which has only 55 members. 

The Tech Union is an autonomous orpnl.ution 
with lts own consUtution and Is respanslble direct-
ly to the vice-president for student affairs. There. 
tore 1 even It the amendment passes, wa feel 

this measure could not be enforced. Furthermore, 
ewn lf the Union voted to accept this proposal, 

the Senate does not haw the expertise to make 

sound Judcments on the Union positions because 
the Union ls a specialized programming apnc7 
which requires people with special talents. The 
very fact that the Senate bas proposed this amend­
ment proves that they are unaware ol the special. 
ir.ed nature of the Union. 

LASTLY, IF THE SENATE is allowed to seize 
Power tr-om an autonomous orranir.ation sucb as 
the Union, what is to prevent them from dotng 
the same to other student organtutlons?

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Amendment 3 another power grab

being approved by the Tech Student Association.

Amendment 3 calls for Student Senate advice 
and consent over appointments of Tech Union 
ottlcers and committee heads. The Senate claims 
this would give students a voice In Union affairs 
wblcb they deserve since they pay a $5 per semester 
Union fee. 

We would like to point out: 
Students do have a voice In Union a1fairs. 
The Student Senate's advtce and consent could 

limit Union activtties for a semester or more. 
Tbe Student Association Constitution is not bind· 

ing over the Tech Union. 
ID rtdlllrflnce to the flrst point; Union committees 

and ofl!ces are open to '1JP1lcatton by all students. 
The Unlon ls rflsponsible to the Union Board, 
which bas equal student and non-student ·compo. 
slttoo. Therefore, any studeot interested ln helping 
admlnlster bis Union tee can find a plaoe ln the 
Unlon. 

To illustrate the second point, we refer to 
Senate advice and consent over Tech Supreme 
Court justices. student Association President Mike 
Riddle offered bis nominations for justices to the 
Senate Oct. z. 

At that time, Sen. Robert Mansker, Grad., 
reminded the Senate that lf nominations were 
not made during the spring semester, lt became 
the duty of the Senate Judiciary Committee to 
make nominations. 

The Judiciary Committee nominated lts nine 
justices NOT. 12 and the Senate consented to 
seven of them. The remaining two justices were 
approved Feb. 18. It took more than a semester 
for this year's Supreme Court to be completed.

Or. Kim by an expiration date 
set by the administraUon. U 
the student appeals, the disct. 
plinary action will not be tm.

The Student Appeals Board 
has heard 14 cases this year. 
Barnett has issued tlnal de. 
cislons on four of them and 
ls still reviewing the other 
cases, according to Kim. 

''THE DECISION of the Board 
of Student Appeals ls p.i,rely 
in the nature of an advisory 
opinion to Barnett for his con .. 
sideraUon, together with any 
other facts which come to his 
attention,' ' Kim said. ''The de· 
cislon of the Board of student 
Appeals ts never tlnal.''

''ONE FUNCTION of the 
Board of Student Appeals is to 
protect and preserve the stu· 
dents' rights to every aspect 
of the due process in the ad· 
mtntstratton of justice by the 
university,'' said Kim. 

''The second tunctton of the 
board ls to protect and pre. 
serve the Integrity of the rules 
and regulations of the universi­
ty so that the university may 
f\lnCUon as anorderlycommunt. 
ty of scholars.'' 

''The atmosphere at the Ap. 
peals Board bearing ts main­
tained as informal as po.sstble 
so the student will have every 
opportunity to present his case 
in his own way,'' Kim said, 

''THE STUDENT has the right 
and is most welcome to be 
accompanied by p a r e n t s , 
friends or lawyers.'' 

He said, ''Some students 

thought they might be exertllig 
too much pressure on the board 
if they did bring in other peo­
ple, but that is not the board's 
attitude. If they want others to 
help, we don't object but -wel· 
come them.'' 

He also said the board looks 
to see whether or not the stu. 
dents' rights have been pro­
tected all along the way. If 
not, the board tries to take 
steps that will correct what 
was done. 

''ONE DISADVANTAGE of I 
these procedures as I see it,'' 
Kim said, ''ts that personal 
contact and personal coWlSel 
are taking a back seat to formal 
organizational machinery for 
settling these issues. t 

''In the old days, students 
talked to the dean and deci.
