Muleshoe’s chapter of the
Rotary Club met July 16 at the
“Bailey County Civic Tenter with
about 35 members attending.
Richard Murphy, local hospital
administrator, gave the invoca-
tion and Curtis Shelburn led the
group in singing. Eight visitors
were introduced. Among them
is Lance Smith, new county
supervisor for the Farmers’
Home Administration.

As part of the program; Erin
Kelley was introduced. Erin is a
cheerleader for Muleshoe High
School who participated recently
in a Hardin Simmons University
cheerleading camp. While
there, Erin was given an
opportunity to represent Mule-
shoe through the Universal
Cheerleading Association at the
Lord Mayor of West Minister’s
New Year’'s Day Parade.

In that
capacity he would take informa-

weapons for those targets. He
also coordinated tanker support

for the F-111s. ~.

Shane mentioned the crowded
conditions in Saudi Arabia,
noting also that the computer
support took a lot of room in the
offices.

Tracking of aircraft was one
of the major roles that Shane’s
unit was in charge of. Computer
screens show all the current
information to high military
officers of the squadron. ‘‘Every
day we put out a 700 page

document. All this was a
time-intensive task,’’ Shane
commented.

Shane reports a great success
rate among the tasks that his
group was in charge of. He and
others under him learned of the
problems that were present with
some weapons.

Many military tactics were
exercised. ‘“We took Iraq and
Kuwait. We knocked bridges
down. We used laser guided
infra-red target systems and
precision guided  weapons,”’
Shane said.

‘“We used a variety of
weapons including the TV-gui-
ded bombs. We built a weapon
that can penetrate 100 feet into
the ground. It took 43 days to
build,”” Shane commented.

Almeria Lease Extension

Tuesday morning representa-
tives from Almeria, Inc. met
with the City Council to ask for
an extension of their real estate
options. They talked to the
councilmen about the benefits
Almeria would have for the local
economy. They stated that from
the investment standpoint,
Almeria was an ideal invest-
ment because there is no noise,
smoke or chemical to harm the
environment. For Almeria the
site in Muleshoe is ideal
because of the water.

They stated that it was a
sound solid investmant. ‘‘The
market is growing every year.
People are turning away from
red meat every day, and turning
more to vegetables.”’

‘““We don’t plan to compete
with farmets or field crops. We
will be growing specialty vege-
tables, fixed sweet peppers,
special varieties of tomatoes,
Japanese egg plant and Chinese
long breans, as well as a bonus
crop of baby beets and carrots.

They were to fly to Austin on
Wedneday to -meet with bankers
and hopefully have ground
breaking in October, plant in
February and a shipment in
April.

Plans are to start production
with two greenhouses and build
two more each quarter until
they complete 20. They also
stated that they will basically
have their own transportation.

The greenhouses will measure
700 feet by 140 feet with a 13
foot working clarence, making it
possible and easier to work with
tractors and other farming
equipment. Cost per building
will be $750,000.

‘‘From the businesses stand-
point this is attractive to the
community. Over the next five
years their financial projection

is $110 million,
million payroll.

Four months after ground-
breaking they plan to employee
S0 people.

The councilmen approved a

180 day extension to their
tontract.
* In other business the council
discussed an ordinance provid-
ing for the establishment and
administration of a records
management program for the
city of Muleshoe. The ordinance
was adopted.

Summer Clothing Tips

- If you're looking for ways to
keep cooler in the Texas
summer heat, a clothing special-
ist suggests taking a look at
your wardrobe.

. The type of clothing you wear
can make a big difference in
how comfortable you are indoors

and outdoors, said Dr. Ann V.
Board with the Texas Agricul-

tural Extension Service.

¢ “*Color, design, fiber, finishes
and the fit of a garment are
factors that affect clothing's
ability to keep you cool,”” Beard
said. ‘‘Choosing clothes that
allow your body heat to escape,
4nd those that reflect rather

than absorb radiation in direct
sunlight will make you more
comfortable.”

Clothes can absorb moisture
through evaporation--the pri-
mary means of body heat
loss--to help keep you cool.

Dairy Policy Passes House

A two-tier dairy policy bille
which passed the U.S. House
Agriculture Committee Tuesday
may mean the difference be-
tween survival and bankruptcy
for the state’s dairy farmers,
according to the Texas Farmers
Union.

Members of the committee
responded to the financial crisis
experienced by dairy farmers
because of the sharply lower
milk prices under provisions of
the 1990 farm bill,”” said the
Texas Farmers Union President,
Joe Rankin. *‘‘The committee
bill represents a vastly im-
proved policy.”” ‘‘It’s not per-
fect, but it’s a lot better than
the present program.’’

Under the Agriculture Com-
mittee’s bill, farmers would
receive a support price of $12.60
per hundredweight on a base
level of production. Current
wholesale milk prices are hover-
ing at roughly $10.00 per
hundredweight. Dairy producers
would be penalized for output
above that base level with a
much lower support price. The
“tier’’ system is designed to
discourage overproduction and
thus stimulate market prices.

The 250,000 member National
Farmers Union lobbied for such
a program, although the group’s
leaders wanted the support
price to be set a dollar higher to
reflect the average cost of
producing a hundredweight ot
milk.

NFU President Leland Swen-
son says the administration
“must become aware’’ of the

Fewer Traffic
Deaths Recorded
Over Holidays

Fewer persons were killed in
traffic accidents in Texas during
the July 4th holiday period than
at any time since at least 1970,
according to preliminary figures
released by the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety.

‘“While we regret that we had
seven fatalities in Texas during
the 30-hour July 4th holiday
period, we were pleased to see
that we fell short of our
estimate that 12 persons would
die on Texas' streets and
highways during the holiday,”
said DPS Assistant Director Lt.
Col. James Wilson.

The previous lowest July 4th
traffic death count was in 1973,
when 9 persons died during the
30-hour holiday period. Four
others died of injuries, pushing
the final total to 13 deaths that
year.

“‘Of the seven deaths repor-
ted this July 4th,”” Wilson said,
‘‘three were in motorcycle
accidents, two in auto-pedes-
trian accidents and two in
vehicle accidents. In both the
vehicle accidents, the victim had
not been wearing a safety belt.
The count might have been
even lower if they had been
buckled up.”’

All available Highway Patrol
Troopers were on the roadways
during the holiday period, which
Wilson said may have discour-
aged drunken driving and spee-
ding, the two leading causes of
traffic deaths.

‘“Texas motorists also deserve
our thanks for helping make it a
safer July 4th,”" Wilson said.

Healthier Egg

Researchers at the Texas
Agricultural Experiment Station
hope to give new meaning to
the term ‘‘good egg’’ by
developing one that will reduce
harmful dietary fats.

Such an egg might be slightly
lower in cholesterol and also
contain omega-3 fatty acids, a
polyunsaturated or ‘‘good’” fat
that actually helps decrease the
effects of ‘‘bad’’ dietary fats,
said Dr. Pam Hargis, an
Experiment Station scientist.

Omega-3 fatty acids are found
from marine sources, primarily
fish, and have received wides-
pread publicity as reducing risks
of coronary disease. Fish oils
included in the diets of chickens
¢an produce eggs with higher
levels of omega-3 fatty acids,
Hargis said.

The predominant fats in the
American diet are omega-6 fatty
.acids, which are also polyunsat-
-urated and from both plant and

‘animal sources, and saturated
fats from meat and dairy
products.

Omega-6 fatty acids are not

as harmful as saturated fats are,
but their consumption relative
to omega-3 consumption should
still be lower, Hargis said.
- Nutritionists currently recom-
mend at least three weekly
servings of food containing
omega-3 fatty acids as a way of
improving dietary fat ratios.

However, the effect of good
eggs as an alternative to fish
will still depend on reasonable
diets in which the consumption
of saturated fats is limited, she
said. In addition, eggs with
too-high levels of omega-3 fatty
acids can have “‘‘off’’ or
undesirable flavors, she said.

Demand for eggs has declined
drastically over the past decade,
with much of the drop resulting
from well-meaning efforts to cut
cholesterol consumption by the
public, Hargis said.

. Hargis, also an associate
professor of poultry science at
Texas A&M University, said
some consumers deem eggs an
l:nconvenient food, which also

contributes to declining consum-
ption.

But dietary research has
shown that eggs aren’t as bad
as once thought, particularly
with overall healthy diets,
Hargis said.

That’s because improved sci-
entific techniques have shown
there are only about 213
milligrams of cholesterol in an
average large-grade egg, com-
pared to the 275 it was once
thought, Hargis said.

But it’s also because research
by her team and others shows
that most people’s bodies adjust
to varying levels of cholesterol
and other fats.

The Texas A&M team gave
20 male volunteers either regu-
lar or omega-3-enriched eggs
for a period of 12 weeks.
Researchers then found similar
blood-cholesterol levels among
most participants.

The regular-egg group took
approximately three weeks to
adjust to the effect of eating
more eggs, she said, but their
blood-cholesterol levels came
back down to their original
values after initially rising.

‘“Most normal healthy indivi-
duals have the ability to
metabolically regulate levels of
fatty acids in their blood in
response to diet,”’ Hargis said.

An average of one in 20
individuals will be what is
termed ‘‘cholesterol non-respon-
ders,” she said. Those people
are unable to regulate cholester-
ol levels in their blood, largely
because of their genetic make-
up.

The researchers did find,
however, that blood triglyceride
levels in the omega-3 group
initially dropped by an average
of 19 percent, then returned to
normal levels. Triglycerides are
fats that flow through the blood
after meals, and high levels in
the blood after fasting may pose
a coronary risk to people with a
family history of fatty acid
disorders.

Omega-3 fatty acids also
inhibit the process of thrombo-
sis, in which lipids (such as

cholesterol) attach to tiny injur-
ies in blood vessels, form a
plaque and possibly occlude or
block the vessel. Blood-vessel
injuries occur naturally but are
also caused by stresses like high
blood pressure and smoking,
Hargis said.

Probably the most important
effect of omega-3 fatty acids is
this anti-thrombolytic effect,
Hargis said.

In any event, the good effects
of enriched eggs are ‘‘very
much dependent on other foods
in the diet,”” Hargis said.

To the Registered Voters of

Legislation aimed at reversing
the crime wave that is sweeping
America is nearing passage in
the U.S. Senate, says U.S. Sen.

““Government must wield the
sword of justice to guarantee
what has been called ‘the first

The crime bill already con-
tains several provisions author-
ed by Gramm, including these:

--A 10 year mandatory prison
sentence for adults convicted of

selling drugs to children.

--A mandatory life sentence
for drug traffickers convicted for
a third time.

In debate on the Senate floor,
Gramm explained that his first
amendment to the crime bill
said simply that “‘if you are an
adult and you sell drugs to a
minor and you are arrested,
indicted and convicted, that you
are going to serve every day of
10 * years in prison without
parole no matter who your
daddy is or how society has
done you wrong."’

Crime Bill Edges Toward Being Passed

The second Gramm provision,
he said, is designed to perm-
anently eliminate career crim-
inals from society.

“I call this amendment the
three-time loser rule,”” Gramm
said during the Senate debate.
‘“We have crime without
punishment in America. As a
result, we have a lot of crime in
America.”’

Both Gramm proposals were
adopted by the Senate on voice
votes and are now part of the
pending crime bill.

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Humid Heat Can Be Deadly

An early heat wave, combined
with high humidity, could lead
to the deadly threat of heat-
related illness for many Texans.

Health officials warn that heat
stress, or hyperthermia, contri-
buted to 1,700 deaths in the
U.S. during the humid summer
of 1980. The victims of heat
stress are usually the elderly,
the very young, the poor, or
people weakened by illnesses
such as heart disease or
alcoholism.

Dr. Jim Cheek, of the Texas
Department of Health’s Bureau
of Disease Control and Epidemi-
ology, said, ‘‘The first few days
of a heat wave with high
humidity are particularly dan-
gerous.””  He explained that
generally four to seven days are
needed for people to acclimate
to elevated temperatures. Dr.
Cheek noted that most cases of
serious heat-related illness

“For only the second time
since June 1987, more than
5,000 housing permits were
issued in Texas in a month’s
time. This points to an
improving real estate market

Housing permits are included
in the Index of Leading Texas
Economic Indicators, which also
includes oil prices, new
business incorporations, unem-
ployment claims and stock
prices. Along with Texas em-
ployment, industrial production,
retail sales and the Consumer

Index of Leading Texas
Economic Indicators-- which
tracks the state's economic

future--also posted gains over
the past year. ‘‘The length of
the manufactring workweek,
retail sales and the price of oil
all have improved,’’ Sharp said.

After all its components were
compiled, the Index of Leading
Texas Economic Indicators rose
.4 percent above its level a year
ago.

Between May 1990 and May
1991, Texas added 79,000 jobs
for a 1.1 percent increase.
‘““While most * of this growth
occurred in the latter half of
1990, it is still welcome news
when compared to a 1.3 percent
loss of 1.45 million jobs nation-
wide during the same period.
Nationwide, May was the first
month since last June that the
nation added jobs, and if that

trend continues, Texas will
certainly feel the positive side
effects,”” Sharp said.

The Texas Industrial Produc-
tion Index, which measurgs
changes in economic output fn
mining, manufacturing and
utilities, rose .1 percent from
April 1990 to April 1991. The
U.S. Industrial Production In-
dex, after falling for six straight
months, increased in both April
and May, - but remains 3.2
percent below a year ago.

Texas retail sales,
measure consumer spending,
rose faster than the rate of
inflation, rising 7.4 percent from
the fourth quarter of 1989 to the
fourth quarter of 1990. Over
the same period, U.S. retail
sales were up 3.3 percent,.

Texas’ April Consumer Price
Index rose 4.9 percent over the
previous 12 months to almost
exactly match the level of
inflation nationwide. '

We have received several
inquiries from people who are
interested in learning about the
benefits of a home equity loan.
Many of these people have
heard from out-of-state friends
and family who have taken
advantage of taking out a loan
by using their home equity as
collateral.

Texas is one of the few states
in the nation that does not allow
home equity loans. Our home-
stead laws state that you can ony
borrow against your home to
purchase the homestead, to
refinance an existing loan, to
make home improvements or to

pay ad valorem taxes. New
York and California are among

In states where home equity
loans are allowed, they are used
as borrowing tools which permit
individuals to borrow against the
equity they have built up in their
home. That means, for
example, that someone living in
New York, who has built up

$50,000 in equity in their
$100,000 home can borrow
against that $50,000. The

advantage of these loans is that
the interest is tax deductible and
the money can be used for any
purpose, such as paying college
tuition, starting a business or
buying that new car.

Some people in Texas have
suggested we change our home-
stead laws to allow home equity

stead law intact, however, argue
that these laws are designed and
have effectively protected Tex-
ans from losing what may be
their most important asset, their
homes. 1 would expect this
issue to receive considerable
debate and attention in the
coming years.
