Governor 
Jose C.tells of the Chaco terri-
tory, Argentina, has Invited a par-
ty of textile engineering students to 
visit the South American country 
as his quests with possibilities of 
placement of several students there, 
Textile department heads indicate 
that the Invitation will he accepted. 

Doctor Castello told M. E. Heard. 
acting head of the textile depart-
ment, that American companies In 
the textile industry are already 
making plans for establishments In 
this new cotton producing belt of 
the rich Argentina territory. Here-
tofore textile products have been 
Imported Into Chaco from Europe 
and the United States, but the de-
mand for domestic consumption is 
growing and mills will be built at 
home, the South American said. 

Inspect Machinery 
Governor Castello and Dr. Char-

les Garcia Mate, an attache of the 
Argentina embassy, were In Lub-
bock Wednesday on a tour of the 
South Plains to get fleet hand in-
formation concerning cotton har-
vesting here because of the like-
ness in climatic conditions between 
Went Texas and the Chaco terri-
tory. They are also obtaining in-
formation about cotton production 
machinery. The visitors Inspected 
machinery in the college textile de-
partment. 

The Argentina representatives 
also observed methods used by tex-
tile department In cotton classing. 
At present they are using their 
own methods in South America but 
a change Is considered and Ameri-
can methods seem to be acceptable, 
Castello stated. 

Produces Much Cotton

per cent of the cotton in Argen-
tina which has jumped from 3,000 
bales in 1915 to an estimated pro-
duction of 300,000 bales expected

of horticulture, spike to the Set-

ence club Wednesday en 'Science 

in Horticulture." He illustrated h,s 

talk with chrysanthemums, show-

ing how science utilizes the rinsing 

of flowers.

An 
agronomiet CLIOnflee the sell. A DO, 

ante selects the plants, and the 
bacteriologiet prescribes treatment 
for Injurious bacteria. Insects arc 
destroyed by the entomologist while 
the physicist tells how to control 
the blooming period by keeping the 
plants in a dark loom, or by using 
artificial light Chemists and other 
smeetists contribute their part In 
the flewer's growth.

The major pow-
ers of Europe. however, have been guilty of 
similar charges less than three decades ago. 

The United States has declared herself 
to be neutral and declines to export muni-
tions of war. If the major countries of 
Europe become involved in the war, how-
ever, it will be extremely difficult to give a 
satisfactory definition of the term "munitions 
of war."—Exchange.
