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Opening Student Government 
Congress Offers Possibilties 

BACK from the first Student Government 
Congress held on the Texas university 

campus, Leon Ince and Jane Tinsley, presi-
dent and secretary of the Student Council 
respectively, bring reports that cause us to 
applaud the Students' Assembly of the num-
ber one institution of the state for a successful 
opening parley of the organization. 

The session did much to create a friend-
ly feeling and draw colleges and universities 
of this large state closer together by the dis-
cussion of problems prevalent on every cam-
pus. In the gathering, problems typical of 
every student body came up for considera-
tion. An exchange of ideas helped to 
smooth out these difficulties, knitting togeth-
er, not only individual students on each cam-
pus by solution of their problems, but unit-
ing all campuses under the same system of 
democratic student government needed at 
most schools. 

Like our representatives, student gov-
ernment heads went home impressed by some 
of the conclusions formed, resolved to do 
something about them. Many times stu-
dent government officials have lacked the 
initiative to do things that they see really 
need correcting. The conference acted as a 
"punch" for enacting campus reforms dis-
cussed at the capital city confab. 

* * * 

THE conference itlso showed representa- 

tives the wide scope of student govern-
ment and the power realized therein. While 
student government must not assume more 
power than it can wisely use, it frequently 
allows much power to lie dormant for lack 

of knowledge of the way to use it. 
-Die "feeler" congress realized this and 

in the future should have much to do with 
this existing situation. The circulation of 
idea, and the explanation of local conditions 
for mutual information on student govern-
ment as it operates in its various instances 
should go a long way in correcting perhaps 
one of student government's greatest needs--
more knowledge as to what to do with op-
portunities knocking at its front door on the 
various campuses under different situations. 

It will also be seen that the more stu-
dents can be made responsible for the wel-
fare of their university or college, the great-

er and more democratic will be the condi-
tions under which they generally will oper-
ate their affairs. Realizing this, collegiate 
administrations will see that they are passing 
up a major opportunity for bettering their 
institutions by failing to realize the opporuni-
ties for student participation in college ad-
ministration. 

We join The Daily Texan, University 
of Texas student publication, in saying, may 
the Student Government Congress go a long 
way toward making student government 
more of a fact than an experiment—to in-
crease the scope of student government; and 
to make it more responsible for the progress 
of institutions throughout the state.

Looking at the Toreador policy toward the
