International Relations 
Club Hears Discussion 

On League Of Nations 
"Until we do go to economic and 

juridical questions. there is no hope 
for the 'League of Nations", said 
Mantell E. Ogden, associate pro- 
fessor of government in his speech 
on "The League and Present World 
Crisis" at the meeting of the Inter-
national Relations club Monday 
night in the Adminietration build-
ing. 

Ogden said that the league has 
failed to settle disputes because na-
tions feel there is no obligation for 
them to put sanctions on other 
countries. He stated that some 
credit its failure to the fact that 
the United States would not join 
the league and that it should be a 
universal thing, that it needs fur-
ther machinery for the enforce-
ment of peace such as an interna-
tional army, and that the league is 
trying to do too much and should 
restrict its territories to Europe. 

After the talk by Ogden, the 
club discussed the possibilities of 
the league.

The Hungarian song "Szomarti 
Vasarnay" ("Gloomy Sunday") is 
said to have caused 18 persons to 
end their lives in Hungary. One 
man In the United States hanged 
himself after hearing the doleful 
song. Authorities did not contri-
bute his death directly with the 
tune, however. 

No orchestra has dared play the 
suggestive song no for at a dance 
on the campus. Students first 
heard the morbid music played on 
the nickelodian at a College Ave- 
nue hangout. Owners stated that 
the tune echoed across the campus 
nearly one hundred times each day. 

Some Like It. 
To test the effect on listeners the 

song came over the air from 
KFYO, local radio station, for ten 
minute°. The record was then 
broken, employees stated. 

"I like it, but it gives me the 
creeps," one coed admitted. Others 
expressed similar opinions. 

Tech eds are affected, too, by 
the depressing words written to 
notes.

Acting under the guiding hand of Pres-
ident Leon Ince, who is serving his second 
year in that capacity, members of this 
year's council are to be commended on the 
steps they have taken for more student 
government and the betterment of the stu-
dent in general. The constitution is now 
undergoing revision. This is only one of 
the fine undertakings by the group but 
characterizes the untiring efforts of the 
present governing body. 

Next year this work must be continued. 
There is yet much to be done. With an ev-
er increasing enrollment, other changes 
must also be made to keep pace with this 
growing institution. To guide this work in 
the right direction, the first essential is a 
capable leader.

He should 
be able to see both sides of any question, 
pushing aside personal opinion and sub-
stituing the results of any measure to the 
student body. 

To carry on the work already started 
and meet new problems, student officials 
should be energetic individuals. Along with 
desire to help the students and the insti-
tution, they must have the stickability to 
stay with a task until the goal is accom-
plished. 

Will your candidate have these essen-
tial qualifications? Or is your vote going 
to he balloted for a back-slapping politic-
ian built up by circus sideshow ballyhoo?
