assistant to the president of Texas 
Technological college was announ-
ced Monday by Dr. W. M. Why-
burn, president. 

Root was nominated for the posi-
tion by Dr. Whyburn at a meeting 
of the board in Fort Worth Sat-
urday, and accepted the post on 
Dr. Wbyburn's return to Lubbock 
Sunday. 

Root, 45, who returned to the 
college faculty last fall after serv-
ing in the U. S. Army Air Forces 

• more than three years, will con-
tinue to serve his professorship 
in the Commerce division in addi-
tion to his new duties. 

Widely Known As Speaker 
• A graduate of Meridian college, 

Baylor and Harvard universities,, 
Root has been a member of the 
Tech faculty since 1932. He holds' 
a master of business administra-
tion degree from Harvard. 

Root, one of the most popular 
men on the faculty, is in demand 
as a public speaker and has made 
numerous appearances at various 
meetings and conventions through-
out the state the past ten years. 
He has appeared on the program 
of the Southwest Social Science 
association; appeared twice on the 
program of the New Mexico Gov-
ernment and Business conference 
and has done special research work 
at the University of Colorado and 
the Federal Reserve bank of Dal-
las. He has published articles in 
leading financial publications.

Construction of four new dormi-
tories costing $4,001,145 and housing 
1,400 students, and a $300,000 sta-
dium seating approximately 15,000 
persons was approved by the board 
of directors of Texas Technological 
college in sessions in Fort Worth 
Saturday. 

Contract for construction of the 
dormitories were awarded by the 
board to T. C. Bateson Construction 
company of Dallas, general con-
tractor, for a firm bid of $2,400,000; 
plumbing, heating and ventilating 
to Farwell and company, also of 
Dallas, for $557,467, and electrical 
work to Embry Electric company 
of Austin, $113,678. 

After a Lubbock Chamber of 
Commerce stadium fund commit-
tee, with Spencer A. Wells, former 
Tech board member as spokesman, 
had appeared before the board and

Interest rate will be 2.7163 
per cent. Financing was agreed 
upon only after the board had 
agreed to give first mortgages on 
the new structures and second and 
third mortgages on present struc-
tures to assure interest payments. 

Annual interest payments on the 
bonds were estimated to be between 
$110,000 and $115,000 for the first 
few years, which necessitate a 
charge of approximately $90 for 
room and board, a representative of 
the bonding companies said.

Program of activities for the 
college organization will include a 
standard course In Red Cross hams 
nursing, first aid, staff assistance 
corps, and a canteen corps. Sum-
mer activity will include a course 
in water safety. Other services will 
be in the motors corps, arts and 
skill corps, and nutrition. Finance, 
public information and fund raising 
committees are also services which 
the campus branch will execute. 

The organization of this college 
group has been approved by the lo- 
cal Red Cross county chapter and 
the social activities committee at 
Tech. Those on the TWVA commit-
tee are Jim Humphreys, Rabbit 
Pardue, and Charles Arnold; and 
those on the Forum committee: Au-
brey Melton, Mary Frances Barn-
ard, and Jane Watson.

Veterans Are Heard 

Completion of the dormitories 
was tentatively set for Sept. 1, 1947 
but all contracts are contingent 
upon the government's release of 
critical materials and approval of 
the projects, it was said. 

Of the total cost, $220,000 was set 
aside for interest on bonds during 
construction; $210,000 for archi-
tect's fees and $500 for furnishings 
and equipment. 

After hearing three veterans now 
attending Tech, Troy Davidson, 
president of the Tech Veterans as-
sociation, Tom Douglas and John 
Wright, in an executive session, the

Since most 
veterans are eager to complete 
their college training without delay 
and enter their chosen profession, 
every possible effort is being made 
so that no veteran enrolled in this 
college will be prevented from grad-
uation or delayed in his academic 
progress because of inability to r 
lain some required course during 
he 1746 Summer session. 

"A second check of the course 
needs of veterans Is in progress at 
present. Every veteran is invited 
to go by the Veteran's Affairs of-
fice, Administration building 110, 
where Mr. Kipp, coordinator, has a 
!Rt of courses offered for each term 
of the summer session. 

"Those who need additional re-
quired courses for graduation this 
summer or to prevent delay In their 
academic progress should leave 
with Mr. Kipp the following infor-
mation: name, number and some 
of course needed, and classification 
and division. Subject to availabil-
ity of funds, all essential requested 
courses for which there is sufficient 
demand will be added to the sum- 
mer session schedule," Dr. Wallace 
said. 

The first summer period will be-
gin June 5 and continue through 
July 16. Second term begins July 
18 and ends Aug. 27. Commence-
ment exercises will be conducted 
August 28. 

The summer school faculty has 
been increased to 134 members, 
composed mostly of Tech profes- 
sors with a few visiting instructors, 
as compared with 112 last summer. 

Dependent upon enrollment, 
courses of study under general 
heads to be offered are: agricul-
ture, every field of engineering, 
journalism, foreign languages, 
speech, English. general business, 
economics, accounting, statisics, ed-
ucation, chemistry. physics, botany, 
zoolo gy, bacteriology, psychology, 
home economics, government, sec-
retarial studies, mathematics, mu-
sic, philosophy, sociology, physical 
education, military science and his-
tory.

Average Student 
Spends $500 Here 
Each Semester

Do you realize that you, the aver-

age student, are spending approxi-
mately $500 a semester? This fact 
came from asurvey of the fresh- 
man students in Bus. 131 on the 
cost of the first semester. If these 
figures are true, then students are 
spending twice the amount they 
were ten years ago according to 
records handed in by students.. 

The average, from the estimated 
cast, was near $504. One student Is 

living on $221 while, going to the 
other extreme. another student says 
he cannot get by on less than $1,075. 
The cost for 50 per cent of the stu-
dents is between $320 and $580, 
whereas 80 per cent spend from 
$320 to $750. One tenth spend less 
than $317 and one tenth shell out 
more than $750. The lower 25 per 
rent estimate $320 and less whereas 
the top 25 per cent say $750 and 
more. 

Does the G.I. Bill of Rights pro-
vide more spending money than 
Dad did before the war or has the 
cost of living risen to twice the 
amount of past years? At any rate 
if the cost continues to rise as it 
has for the past ten years what will 
you have to pay to send your son or 
daughter to college? It Is no won-
der scientists predict men will be 
bald-headed in the future.

Take If Easy— 
The next month on Tech campus will be about the busiest in 

several years for a great number of students. That is, it will be 

filled with extra-curricular activities the likes of which the 

campus hasn ' t seen since pre-war days. 

To start things off, the seniors are sponsoring a carnival, then 

a rodeo is scheduled for next week. And then there is the all-
important varsity show. In between will be various picnics, out-

ings, and socials of the various departmental clubs and service or-
ganizations. The social dubs will hold spring dances. The TWVA 
is sponsoring a big dance. 

All these activities are wonderful for rounding out a college 
education. They add the needed experiences and learning that 
books would never give up. However, the purpose of these socials, 
dances, rodeo, and so forth, is not to monopolize the time of 
students. A Techsan is supposed to take a full course of school 
work, and devote only his free time to extra-curricular activi-
ties. In the past, as now and in the future, quite a few students 
will forget their studies in favor of something else. They will 
have the idea that this extra-curricular goings-on is more im-
portant than the MWF class that is requiring a term theme, and 
consequently, neglect the prime purpose of college—in plain 
words—"book larnin'." 

Techsans should remember their lectures in freshman orienta-
tion. They should remember that unless they are making a pass-
ing grade in at least nine hours they are not eligible for any 
campus extra-curricular activities. Of course departmental clubs 
would not come under this heading, nor would other activities 
that are connected with their courses of study. 

A good thing to remember when thinking of these activities 
that will require a lot of time is whether or not the time spent 
will be needed to keep the term's grades up to par, and if not, 
will the activity mean more to the student than lowering of that 
grade. 

Take it easy on those activities. If you can spare the time 
and effort and still keep up the grades, well and good, if not—
slow down a little and think it over. College degrees are not 
awarded on varsity shows and rodeos—however, they surely 
add to a college education. A happy medium is right again.

Dowell has been appointed sales 
manager of the Fenner Tubbs com-
pany and has assumed his duties 
with the motor company, his resign-
ation being effective April 1. 

Dowell's move marks his return 
to the automobile business in which 
he has had several years' exper-
ience.
