Vietnam involvement to continue 
WASHINGTON (AP)—Secretary of 

Defense Melvin R. Laird said Tuesday 
the United States will keep air and naval 
power in Southeast Asia, under the long-
range Nixon doctrine, after American 
ground troops were withdrawn. 

Asked what Vietnamization and the 
Nixon doctrine envision in U.S. air 
support after the U.S. troop pullout, 
Laird told a news conference: 

"I would envision that the United 
States presence as far as Asia is con-
cerned, as

cerned, as far as air forces are con-
cerned, that this would be part of the 
realistic deterrent which we will 
maintain in Asia... 

"To say that we would not have a 
presence in Asia under this realistic 
deterrent strategy ... would be very 
misleading."

Vietnamese interrupted the southward 
flow of material in February and March. 

Once again, Laird predicted that the 
controversial South Vietnamese ground 
incursion into Laos will prove to have 
been a success, when an analysis is made 
in September and October whether the 
enemy is hurting for supplies. 

Laird said current attacks launched by 
the North Vietnamese in the northern 
and central region of South Vietnam are 
being carried out by North Vietnamese 
troops which were not involved In bat-
tling South Vietnamese invaders in Laos. 

And the North Vietnamese, he said, are

This was the first 
official confirmation of reports that the 
Russians have been building a base for 
their Navy in Egypt.

PEKING (AP) — Visiting U.S. table 
tennis players met a Chinese team 
Tuesday before 18,000 cheering en-
thusiasts, in a match that could be 
described as an exquisite display of 
Chinese tact and politeness to guests. 

The Chinese regard themselves — and 
are regarded widely — as among the 
world's best table tennis players. 

They could have fielded powerful 
players and humiliated their American 
guests. They didn't. 

AUSTIN, Tex. (AP) — Air Force Sgt. 
Robert L. Jones got a standing ovation 
Tuesday from the Texas Senate and a 
handshake from Gov. Preston Smith for 
his efforts in raising $30,000 to help a 
brother and sister in Austin. 

Jones flew to Austin Monday night to 
present Gary Holt, 20, and his sister, 
Paula, 17, the funds he collected from 
servicemen at Phan Rang Air Base and 
other areas of Vietnam. 

The Holts suffer from a kidney disease, 
acute familial nephritis, a hereditary 
ailment that requires frequent expensive 
treatments with an artificial kidney 
machine. They hope some day to have 
kidney transplants. 

"On behalf of the Senate and the whole 
state we all congratulate you on your 
very unselfish act and your leadership," 
said Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes when Jones was 
presented to the Senate. "It makes us all 
feel very proud to be a part of a country 
that produces young men like you." 

Jones and his wife, Norma, who lives in 
Turlock, Calif., were guests at a break-
fast Tuesday given by the Austin 
Chamber of Commerce. 

Tuesday night he was scheduled to 
have dinner with the Holt family. He will 
leave Austin for California Wednesday 
and the return trip to Vietnam. 

In addition to the $30,000, Jones 
brought an abundance of paraphenalia to 
Gary and Paula, including one
