Tech Offers Its 
Work To 353 In 
Eighteen States 

Extension Division 
Gives Variety Of 
Outside Courses 

'rhree hundred and fifty three 
students are enrolled in extension 
classes conducted by Texas Tech. 

Two hundred and twenty two 
students are taking correspondence 
work, and 131 are enrolled in ex-
tension classes. 

Subjects covered by the corres-
pondence students cover all types 
of English, history, science, educa-
tion and mathematics as well as 
agriculture and engineering. 

The extension classes are held in 
Lubbock, Brownfield, Littlefield 
and Sudan. The class in business 
administration, Credits and Col-
lections", is taught in Lubbock by 
T. C Root, professor in the depart-
ment. 

Three education classes are 
taught. One is in visual education 
at Littlefield, taught by Dr. L. B. 
Cooper. Dr. D. D. Jackson con-
ducts a class in "Every Teacher's 
Problems" at Sudan and Dr. Albert 
Barnett teaches "Classroom Tests" 
at Brownfield. 

Classes in history, English, plane 
geometry and sociology are held in 
Lubbock. "American history, 1789- 
1825," is taught by Dr. S. S. Mc-
Kay. "Grammar for Speech" class 
is instructed by Dr. Allen M. F. 
Gunn, plane geometry by Dr. Fred 
W. Sparks and "Current Social 
Problems" by Dr. Archie J. Rehm. 

Two inquiries have come from 
distant places recently about cor-
respondence courses. One was from 
Monterrey, Mexico, asking about 
courses in botany and gardening. 
The other, from Haiti, asked about 
agriculture subjects. 

Last year the extension depart-
ment had correspondence students 
enrolled from 163 Texas counties 
and 17 other states and Hawaii. 
Students enrolled from New Jer-
sey, Conneticut, California, Mon-
tana, Virginia, Georgia, Arizona 
Wyoming, Louisiana, Illinois, Mis-
souri, Kentucky, Colorado, Arkan-
sas and Washington, D. C.

REPORTER REVIEWS SPEECH WHERE 

Scribe Says United States 
Should Be In War Today

Once upon a time there were hun-
dreds and hundreds of people who 
went to hear a guy lecture on his 
travels around the world, and his 
experiences in those countries, 
which, at the time, were involved 
in a death struggle for World su-
premacy. So they gathered to hear 
this man, and truly he was a great 
speaker. 

He compared the great war ma-
chine to a locomotive, and said the 
locomotive was only ten feet away 
from this land of the free, and the 
people were aghast. So he contin-
ued in his little way for a moment, 
and he gave figures, and they were 
astounding figures. They showed 
this land weak, and without eco-
nomic protection, and the people 
were aghast. 

The great man went on an on, 
and the crowd cheered when he ex-
pressed a desire to see the isola-
tionists of the land under totalitar-
ian rule. Yes, the crowd cheered, 

and there was laughter when he 
made known a similar desire to 
watch the Indian Nationalists, who 
are now agitating for freedom from 
British rule, squirming, and fight-
ing against a cruel domination. But 
who noted the fact that most of 
the audience was comprised of the 
older generation, who, with all its 
dependents, has no danger to face 
other than a little privation in its 
home? Who there noted one young 
man, one college boy, who w a s 
swept off his feet, and stood up 
and cheered? 

So the crowd had come to hear 
a man who advocated immediate 
war against an enemy that is hated 
as nothing has ever been hated be-
fore. And the crowd cheered. But 
the young men were quiet. Yes, 
they were quiet, but they were not 
afraid. They are not isolationists, 
or pacifists, but they did not cheer. 
There were no waves of hysteria, 
and they did not cheer this man's 
statement. 

And as his talk was over, there 
was applause for the man, and the 
people rose to leave, and to some it 
seemed that music filled the air, 
and that music, to some. was "God 
Bless America," or perhaps "The 
Star-Spangled Banner." But to the 
young men it was "Rock of Ages."

"Any American who would limit, delay or prevent all possi-

ble aid to Britian, is effectively destroying the defense of the 
United States in the greatest peril we have ever faced since be-
coming a nation," H. R. Knickerbocker, recently returned INS 
war correspondent, assured Lubbock citizens Sunday afternoon. 

Addressing an audience composed of townspeople and stu-
dents who filled the Lubbock high school auditorium almost to 
capacity, Knickerbocker produced statistics, illustrations and 
personal experiences in an effort to substantuate his facts. 

Admittedly an alarmist, Knick-
erbocker pointed out that we as

The 3000 miles of Atlantic venich

In the opinion of Mr. Knickerbock-
er, the cheapest means of trans-
portation for troops, armaments 
and other necessities of war. The 
only thing between us and Hitler 
is the British navy, he asserted. 

"Our destiny Is with the British 
navy and the optomism and lead- 
ership of Winston Churchill means 
as much to our side as Hitler does 
to the Axis powers—and that is' 
everything." 

Knickerbocker quoted statistics 
to prove that should the RAF and 
the British navy cease to be an ob-
stacle to the Nazis on the Atlantic, 
Germany would control four times 
as much ship-building material as 
the United States. 

"Germany possesses 10,000 tanks 
to our 900 or 500. We have an 
army of 75,000 men fully equiped 
and supplied, while the Germans 
have 7,500,000, If Britain falls,
