Graham Explains 
Power Of Diesel 
"Use of natural gas in a diesel 

engine increases engine life by half 
and cuts maintenance 50 percent," 
J. J. Graham, superintendent of 
the city power plant, told the En-
gineering mciety Monday night. 

graham, in speaking of the gas-
burning diesel engine installed In 
the local plant in 1938, said that it 
is the only one of its kind. 

Its superior performance and 
economy was proved by operation 
beside diesel engines burning the 
customary oil as fuel, Graham stat-
ed. He said the gas-burning en-
gine showed less wear, lower costs, 
and less collection of carbon than 
the ordinary type. 

When asked whether he thought 
the government would use the fig-
ures shown in operation of the en-
gine m a yardstick, he said he did 
not know, but that the figures 
were available for the public.

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Figures Reveal Dire Need For 
Better Agricultural Facilities 

SITUATED southwest of the Administra- 
tion building stands a structure re-

sembling a crackerbox in size and shape. 
Except by reference to the college catalog, 
student newspaper or yearbook or through 
other inquiry would a visitor realize that 
this construction of tile, 188x50 feet, is the 
main agricultural building. A glance in-
side would not clarify the conception. for 
only one classroom, two laboratories, three 
pigeon-hole offices, reading room and li-
brary occupy the small space. 

In distributing the appropriations for 
buildings on the campus back in 1925, the 
powers-that-be invested most of the mon-
ey in the Administration and Engineering 
structures. At that time this was a wise 
move for 347 students matriculated in the 
engineering division and a larger number 
in the liberal arts school during the open-
ing scholastic period. 

" * 
REALIZING that the institution is locat- 
" ed in the center of a rich agricultural 
section of the state, the board made ar-
rangements to erect the crackerbox as a 
temporary dwelling for enrollees seeking 
knowledge along agricultural lines, reas-
oning that surely the state legislature 
would see the demand by West Texas 
farmers for educational advantages for 
their sons later and appropriate sums for 
construction of an adequate building. 

Record's show that only 73 students en-
rolled in the aggie division for the open-
ing year. But these same documents re-
veal that the number has grown by leaps 
and bounds until now room is at a prem-
ium for agriculaural classes. The cracker-
box met the needs ten years ago but can-
not answer the demands of 328 in that 
division this semester. 

Thus enrollment figures swelled to new 
heights last fall, going above any total 
number for the entirety of a previous year. 
Aggie classes now convene in all buildings, 
one being forced to gather downtown for 
instruction. Last summer a shack, 20x102, 
was built in an attempt to relieve the con-
gregated conditions. Even in this small 
territory, six offices, and three classrooms 
are jammed together. The stock pavilion, 
when constructed, was intended for a 
stock pavilion. However, the pressing 
crowded situation forced college heads to 
move classes and offices into that struc-
ture. 

• • • 
ANOTHER slant to the enrollment after 

 viewing the setup in buildings. Since 
1932 there has been a 17.8 percent increase 
in enrollment at the college. Paramount 
in this hike is a 54.1 percent climb in the 
school under Dean A. H. Leidigh's sup-
ervision. Two hundred and five sought 
knowledge in the aggie division in 1932 
with an increase of 123 for this semester. 
Measured in semester credit hours, a 160 
percent rise upward is noted. President 
Bradfgord Knapp reports that 2,293 semes-
ter hours are offered at the present time. 

The Board of Regents, through Dr. 
Knapp is asking an appropriation of $250,-
000 for relieving the deplorable congested 
condition prevalent in the division of agri-
culture. Surely the legislators will exam-
ine these figures and heed the call by tne 
future farmer of West Texas for better 
and adequate facilities in learning hew to 
solve his agricultural problems after'grad-
uation.
