I am aware that the proposed hike in the 
net of a student activity ticket for next year is

They 
are asking that the plan be attached to tuition 
fees, remaining optional and subject to deduc-
tion by a committee appointed by the president. 
It can be seen that the council Is not trying to 
put over anything without' deliberation and ade-
quate approval of the student populace. Presi-
dent Claude Thompson states that the motion 
for the Increase carries recommendations that 
the ticket price be included in the catalog as 
part of registration fees. This informs the stu-
dent of the exact cost before coming to school. 
Also, it is recommended that a committee, ap-
pointed by Dr. Knapp. pass on the refunding ap-
plication of students unable to buy the ticket.

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Proposed Activity Ticket 
Helps Individual Student 

JUST as was expected the wolves (stu-
dents who object to every progressive 

step taken on the campus) began to howl 
Saturday following publication of the 
TOREADOR front page story concerning the 
proposed activity ticket hike. Already 
whispers of objection are passing from 
mouth to mouth among the criticising 

circle. 

This action might have been brought 
about by lack of knowledge. No doubt 
some criticism disappears after the indi-
vidual understands more fully the outlined 
increase. On the other hand, enterprising. 
Tech-loving, always progressive enrollees 
must overrule this objection by educating 
the college citizenry on the benefits of the 
new setup. 

In this proposal submitted by the Stu-
dent Council, the cost rises from $7.50 to 
$10 for the opening semester ticket next 
year. The ducat price upwards to three 
dollars in the spring in place of the pres-
ent $2 charge. Looking at the figures 
without weighing carefully the good de-
rived from the sum expended might war-
rant serious charge, but, after understand-
ing the distribution, no open-minded, for-
ward-looking student can rightfully deny 
its "fruits." 

UNDER the recent plan. THE Tons/toga 
receives $1.12 1-2 for a year's sub-

scription. Correspondence with business 
heads of various college newspapers in the 
South show this sum to be at least fifty 
cents below the average rate. Consider 
these examples: At Louisiana State uni-
versity, students pay $2 annually for the 
Reveille, semi-weekly publication. Paris 
Junior college enrollees give the same price 
for reading their twice-weekly newspap-
er. Space does not permit citing of many 
other similar instances. 

Athletics get one dollar more, and 
justly so. This puts $6 per sale in the de-
partment coffers next September. When 
considering money awarded athletic teams 
at other institutions, no one can disagree 
with this small increase. Baylorites "cash 
in" for $17 per term, or $51 annually for 
campus activities. Nearly half of this goes 
to athletics. Southern Methodist requires 
$12.50 per semester, or $25 yearly. Much 
more than $6 goes to Marty Bell's allow-
ance for sports activities. 

Prof. D. 0. Wiley, although he is tops 
among Southwest directors, cannot pre-
sent a splendid band without financial aid. 
A special drive was necessary for new uni-
forms this year. So the Student Council 
lists $1.20 to the unit in the new ticket. a 
20-cent increase over this year's contribu-
tion. 

• • • 

THE Student Council, more than the gov- 

erned realize, needs money for opera-
tion and promotion. Tech should send 
representatives to different college confer-
ences. Parent's Day and similar council-
sponsored events call for dollars in put-
ting them over. Replacing the 25 cent al-

lotment, the Council takes 67 1-2 rents 

from the $10 activity payment.
