Fight On Syphilis Hinges 
On Widespread Education 

ONE TINY germ killed over 11,000 people 
in the United States in 1935. Of the 

total population it afflicted ten per cent—
about 12,000,000. That tiny germ is called 
spirochete pallida or treponema pallidum. 
It is the causative organism of syphilis. 
Here are some of the things it does: 

Ten to twenty per cent of the inmates 
in asylums are there because of syphilis. 
Reported every year under treatment by 
physicians are 500,000 new cases. It takes 
away one-third of the normal life expect-
ancy, and robs one of ten years of his ef-
fective working life. 

Each year 60,000 syphilitic babies are 
born, many of them blind. Of these, more 
than one-third die during the first six 
months of existence. Of every four such 
births, only one baby lives. 

Every case is the cause of a new one; 
about half of the 12,000,000 cases in the 
United States are acquired innocently, 
either from causal physical contact or sy-
philitic parents. Those between twenty and 
thirty years of age are most commonly 
affected. 

In its relation to marriage lies the worst 
aspect of syphilis. Through it inhibitory ef-
fects upon the birth-processes, it defeats 
the social purpose of marriage—producing 
children. 

In its pecularity of creating little per-
sonal discomfort in the early stages lies 
the evil. Then gradually entrenching it-
self in one or more vital organs, it strikes 
years after the initial attack. Along with 
alcoholism and tuberculosis, syphilis ranks 
as the great plague of modern humanity. 

There are four stages or symptoms in 
syphilis. These are the primary or chancre; 
secondary or systemic; tetiary or gamma, 
and last, the quadral stage or affection of 
the nervous system. 

There is a primary incubation period 
of about a month; then a secondary one 
of six to seven weeks. Next is a consti-
tutional period of eighteen months to two-
and-a-half years. Indefinite is the last per-
iod, which may continue throughuot life. 

Beginning with a chancre or primary 
lesion, the germ goes through the entire 
body; attacked last is the nervous system. 
Paresis, tabes dorsalis, and locomotor ata-
xia are but a few of the deeenerative di-
seases which may result from untreated 
syphilis. 
Diagnosis of syphilis is divided into clinical 
(examination of chancre), and laboratory 
proceduce (microscopic examination of 
secretion, and the Wasserman test—chem-
ical test of the blood—or modifications 
thereof ). 

Treatment of syphilis may be chemical, 
physical, or both. In the former, mercury, 
bismuth, and potassium iodide is given. 
Fever, by diathermy, radiotherapy, and 
hot air. is the latter method. 

However menacing is syphilis, it is not 
unconquerable. When United States Sur-
geon General Thomas H. Parran Jr., was 
appointed in 1936, he immediately began a 
federal program of education and treat-
ment of venereal disease. He divided this 
campaign into three main divisions: (1) 
find syphilis. (2) treat syphilis, and (3) 
teach syphilis. All over the land educa-
tional groups of all types have enthusias-
tically and vigorously taken up the fight. 
Syphilis can and will yet be crushed in 
the United States!—Los Angeles Collegian

"One Minus TWO" is a new novel 
by Henri Troyant, a French nov-
elist. This brief but effective novel 
comes to use down the great aven-
ue of French realism in its trans-
lated form from French to English 
by James Whiten. 

This new novel dramatizes the 
conflict between youthful dreams 
and the humdrum routine into 
which life plunges the ordinary 
individual. The author has made a 
vain effort to portray everday life 
as the realty of all the dreams a 
person has of his life.

Then Vautier goes to Paris 
where he learns that Despagnet, 
one of the world's geratest pro-
ducers, is needing a new boy star. 
He thinks of his son Christian and 
begins to train him for the screen 
test. Then the boy passes the test 
and is chosen to do the acting for 
the famous producer. 

Son Is Success 
At first Vautier is happy of his 

son's great success. But his long 
cherished dream has not been ful-
filled. Since he is terribly discour-
aged over the entire situation, he 
runs away with a small screen 
actress, who has been crazy about 
him for a long time. Even his wife 
had turned against him when he 
was unsuccessful and because her 
son was a greater actor than was 
Antoine himself. 

The final renunciation of his 
great dream comes when he rush- 
es back to Paris after his son's 
second great failure in the show 
business. He is then in the great 
role of comforter in the direst 
time of need. This realistic novel 
is of great Interest to everyone be-
cause it vividly portrays life as It 
is really lived and will awaken 
memories of most everyone's past 
life.
