Of Four Best In Nation 
Tech Publication Is Only Texas School Periodical 

In Any Class Receiving Highest Distinction; 
Tops All Semi-Weeklies In Southwest 

THE TOREADOR reached higher in the nation's college jour- 
nalism circles yesterday as national critics awarded the 

Tech student newspaper all-American honors in the twice and 
thrice weekly classification. Judges, some of the most promi- 
nent professors in journalism on midwest and eastern college 
faculties, placed the Tech publication above all Texas university 

and college newspapers in any 
field of competition. Only four 
papers in the United States, fall- 
ing in the same publication classi- 
fication as The Toreador, received 
similar praise. 

Sponsors Write 
Wrote the Associated Collegiate 

Press of Madison, Wisconsin, spon- 
sors of the national rating service, 
in informing Toreador heads of its 
high ward: "All-American is the 
highest rating granted in the year 
ly critical service conducted by the 
Associated Collegiate Press." Near- 
ly four hundred newspapers were 
rated, the sponsors explained. 

The other three papers receiving 
the same merit accorded The Tor- 
eador were: Akron Buchtelite, 
University of Akron; Chronicle, 
Duke university; and Junior Col- 
legian, Los Angeles Junior college. 

Several ratings are given, Ass o- 
ciation Collegiate Press pointed 
out. 

In the three publication classifi- 
cations—all-American, first class, 
and second class—newspapers are 
separated into dailies. twice and 
thrice weekly, weekly, and month- 
ly. The Toreador fell in the uni- 
versity and college twice and thrice 
weekly field.
