Flight Lt. Joel Stevenson 

Aids Important French 
To Escape Germans 

Flight Lt. Joel Stevenson, RCAF, 
now attending Texas Tech, is hold-
er of France's highest decoration 
of war, the Croix de Guerre. Stev-
enson received the distinctive 
award for helping five important 
Frenchmen, who were condemned 
to death by the Germans, to escape. 

The young, red-headed pilot had 
been a prisoner of the Germans for 
34 days at the time of his escape. 
He was shot down on July 4, 1944 
on his 13th mission. A wing of his 
plane was shot away by anti-air-
craft gunners fired by German wo-
men. 

While imprisoned, the boys were 
given one bowl of soup a day and 
endured many types of torture. 
One horror chamber was built with 
a revolving floor with uneven cob- 
bles tones. The prisoners were 
forced to walk in darkness in this 
chamber for 18 hours. They were 
placed in a room with a checker-
board wall where a light flashed 
on every 20 seconds. A tub of cold 
water, in which the prisoners were 
dunked up and down until almost 
drowned, was another toy of the 
Germans. After having the bath, 
an electric charge we_v applied for 
five minutes. 

Stevenson and 90 other prison-
ers, in a 40-man box car, stood for 
three days and nights while on 
their way to be put to death in a 
Nazi gas chamber. It was during 
this trip that Stevenson and the 
five Frenchmen made their escape. 
The pilot had been condemned to 
death because he was caught be-
hind the lines in civilian clothes 
and without any military identif I-
mtion. The prisoners walked 150 
miles in 10 days to safety. 

"I had a marvelous time," said 
Stevenson.

The Texas Tech Social Center, 

located on the campus west of Wo-
men's Dormitory II, has been a 
popular place for dinners, lunch-
eons, and teas this season. The 
center of attraction Is the fire-
place and the gray marble mantle 
which are surrounded by a wall 
length mirror. In front of this are 
three divans, two covered in yel-
low leather and the other In a 
maroon fabric, four occasional 
chairs, and a baby grand piano 
grouped on a lime-green wool rug. 
At the windows are yellow lace 
drapes that extend to the floor. 
The room is lighted by candle-light 
and the light from the fireplace.

Rain Is Helpful 
To Tech Farm 

I-Mull:ill during the past two 
weeks on the Tech campus has 
brought much needed moisture to 
the winter grain crops and pas-
tures on the Tech farm, but has 
slowed maturity of grain sorghum 
crops. The grain crops on the farm 
are not mature enough so that the 
rain will particularly damage them 
except that it will slow down ma-
turity so that an early frost may 
seriously damage the crop. How- 
ever. if this period of weather is 
followed by enough warm, dry wea-
ther to permit maturity, It will 
increase the yield. Last year the 
grain crop was much better than 
the anticipated one for this year. 

Other crops on the Tech farm 
which have been benefited by the 
rain include the bundle feed, alfal-
fa, wheat and sugar beets. The 
sugar beet crop this year will be 
considerably lower than last year's 
yield which was approximately 14 
tons to the acre. 

Na cotton was planted on the 
farm this year due to the extremely 
dry weather earlier In the year. 
Last year about 50 acres of cotton 
were planted and yielded approxi-
mately 26 bales to the acre. 

Wheat has been planted for pas-
ture and barley will be planted In 
thenear future.

Little do some students on this 
campus know that the Journalism 
building is the home of the Tech 
Press. 

A mechanical department was 
first set up in 1934 In the basement 
of the Engineering building. In 
1941 the Journalism building was 
constructed as a permanent home 
for the Tech Press. This building 
was built without State aid. Total 
investment for the press and epuip-
went and the building is $130,000. 

The mechanical department con-
sists of one large cylinder press on 
which the Toreador is run each 
week; a Linotype and an Intertype; 
a power paper-cutter; and two 
saws. With this equipment not 
only is the Toreador printed but 
various other material as well, 
some of which include the follow-
ing: the college catalogue, registra-
tion forms, football programs, 
artist course tickets and library 
cards. 

Besides these printing jobs, the 
Tech Press publishes books. It is 
now printing, "Lord Russell's Ca-
nadian Policy" by Dr. Oscar A. 
Kinchen, professor of history, and 
"Charles De Morse: Pioneer Editor 
and Statesman" by Dr. Earnest 
Wallace, assistant dean of Arts and 
Sciences and professor of history. 
'the latter book was printed last 
year. The entire process of mint-
ing books is done in the mechani-
cal department of the Tech Pre:, 
with the exception of the binding. 

Possibly the most important col-
lege item which the Tech Press 
publishes is the Toreador. 

A magazine was once put out by 
the journalism department but the 
war and paper shortage stopped its 
publication. The Toreador is writ-
ten, edited and printed in the Press 
building. Some colleges are not no 
well provided as Tech and must 
have their school papers printed 
off the campus. 

There are many improvements to 
be made in the journalism depart-
ment and in the equipment of the 
Tech Press. Heretofore, there has 
been a one year class offered in 
printing, but in the future, the de-
partment hopes to have a four year 
course. There is also to be much 
improvement in the photography 
class through additional labozgory 
equipment, thereby enabling a stu-
dent to receive a minor of 18 hours 
in photography rather than the 
usual six hours. 

Plans for the future Tech Press 
also include for the mechanical de-
partment a new Linotype and a 
new automatic press, complete 
binding machines and photo en 
graving equipment. 

Capto Erwin Poizner, graduate 
from the department of Geology In 
1940, recently visited on the cam-
pus. Capt. Poizner has been in the 
service since 1940 as an Air Corps 
communications officer. 

Lt. William C. Douthit, '41 busi-
ness administration, returned to 
the States Sept. 19.
