New students will 
find a good program of work for 
them to do. Everything has been 
done by the board an dthe admin-
istration of the institution to put 
the Summer School ai good run-
ning order. 

In these very difficult times, 
there is nothing more important 
than the quality of the work the 
student does in college. Good 
work, honestly done, with a con-
scimtious application to the 
task of real learning, is the best 
record one can poesIbly have. I 
beg of you to enter this summer 
amain with a determination to 

' apply yourselves to the real task 
of getting a real education. 
The finest recommendation which 

can be given to any person is to 
say that he possesses a fine, clean, 
moral character; that he is honest, 
upright, straight-forward and de-
voted to the duties anima confront 
him. Students can make this kind 
of reputation while in college. Those 
who neglect the opportunity to es-
tablish their reputation on this basis 
are neglecting a most important 
part of their training. 

There is an old saying that 
when work and play go sep-

arately, each goes hungry." The 
meaning of that saying is that 
a judicious intermingling of 
pleasure and work gives us a 
zest for both. If we devote all 
our time to work, we shall lose 
the zest for it and be hungry 
for play. If devote all of our 
time to play, we shall become 
tired of play and be hangry for 
work. The summer session of-
fers you a wonderful opportun-
ity for the proper intermingling 
of good, honest work and a 
reasonable amount of pleasure 
which the summer time always 
brings. 
Among the institutions of the 

State, the Texas Technological col-
' lege during the 'ong session was 

third in enrollment, third in appro-
priations, but tenth in cost per stu-
dent. These figures are based upon 
appropriations for the present year 
and the figures used by the Legis-
lature as reported by the institutions 
last October during the fall term of 
registration. It is our belief that the 
full reports of the long term regis-
tration will show Tech to be in even 
a better po,eition. On the basis of 
the new appropriations for next 
year, If the enrollment should re-
main the same, Tech would stand 
third in enrollment, third in point 
of appropriation, but eleventh In 
rank, based on the cost per stu-
dent for the long term. 

Let me urge summer school 
students to become better ac-
quainted with the institution 
while here. Learn something 
about all the departments of 
the institution you are attend-
ing, so that when you return to 
your places of duty this fall 
you may be able to speak with 
some degree of confidence re-
garding the work of the baste 
Lotion. How many teachers 
who are here will know any-
thing about the fine livestock 
which the institution has? 
How many of you will take the 
time to go over and see the 
splendid material which the 
Institution secured from the 
Carnegie Foundation for the 
teaching of art and architec-
ture? This is a wonderful col-
lection of books, prints of fam-
ous pictures, designs, textile 
materials, eta. valued at $5,-
000. This institution is the only 
institution in the Southwest to 
receive such a gift. 
How many of you will know that 

there is such a thing as "Tech 
cloth," especially designed and a 
very beautiful cloth, manufactured 
in the department of textile en-
gineering. 

Now many of you will know some-
thing about the new hand loom on 
which are being woven beautiful 
samples of woolen goods? 

How many of you will know that 
in cooperation with the State De-
partment of Education there will 
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Under the semester plan. resi-
dent students carrying la hours or 
more for credit will have to pay 
registration fee of $25 a semester. 
Students who come to Tech from 
out of the state will pay fees 
equivalent to those that similar 
colleges in their home states 
charge non-resident students. If, 
in a tax-payer's suit, or by some 
other means, this provision is 
proved unconstitutional, o u t-of-
state students will be required to 
pay 5100 per semester. 

New Meidco university charges 
non-resident students $35 a semes-
ter. Most of Tech's out-of-state 
students come from New Mexico. 
They will have to pay only $10 
more than resident students, unless 
the university's rates have been 
revised recently. 

Tech Graduate 
Assaulted By 
Two Mexicans 

Alberto Melendez Is Attaiied 
By Mexicans In Performance 
Of Duty; One Man Is 
Arrested After Affair 

Alberto Melendez, Tech gradu-
ate, and present police patrolman 
assigned to "Little Juarez" local 
Mexican quarter, was severely 
beaten Monday night by two Mex-
icans. At present, Melendez, also a 
minister, is resting at Lubbock 
sanitarium. 

One Mexican was arrested and 
another sought in connection with 
the affair. The man sought was 
believed to have left Lubbock. 
Melendez, who has been attached 
W the department about a year 
and who became a regular officer 
about six weeks ago, said the as-
sault occurred about 3:30 o'clock 
Monday morning at Avenue K 
and Second street. 

At the intersection, Melendez 
related, two Mexicans signaled 
him to stop. He did so. they step-
ped on the runningboard of his 
car and the fight began. He had 
taken no precaution upon stopping, 
the policeman explained, as he had 
talked Sunday afternoon with the 
man who balled him. 

As Melindes fought to prevent one 
assailant from knifing Miners other 
took Melendez, pistol and gruel! 
him on the head with it repeated-
ly. He dropped and then was kick-
ed, he said. Sometime in the bat-
tle, he pulled free his blackjack 
and fought off his attackers. 

The officer suffered cute and 
bruises on the head, a laceration 
above the lip, a bruised eye, and 
abdominal injuries, which seemed 
to be the most serious. Pollee at 
8.15 Monday arrested a 34 year 
old Mexican as the one who used 
the knife.

Travel Course Is To Cover 

5,000 Miles; Ellsworth To 
Be In Charge; Purpose Is

Knapp States 
That Changes 
Are All Final 

Number Of Students Registered 
In Last Summer School Tak-
en And Multiplied By 10 To 
Get Sum For Present Session 

Outings Planned 
Annual Summer Trek To Cav-

erns Scheduled For July 1; 
Burke To Be President Of 
The Men's Association 

Radical changes in registration 
costs for students in the summer 
session of Texas Technological col-
lege were made by the legislature, 
according to Dr. Bradford Knapp, 
president, in a discussion Saturday 
of plans for the annual summer 
term which began Tuesday with the 
registration of new students. 

"We received for Texas Tech. 
$16,080, or $10 per head by actual 
count of individuals here last sum-
mer," Dr. Knapp stated. "We had 
in the flirt term last year. 1,368 stu-
dents and 845 in the second term. 
There were, counting out dupli-
cates, 1,608 individuals in the two 
terms. 

Fees Doubled 
"The legislature fixed the ad-

mission fee at $10 per term of six 
weeks, or twice what it has been 
heretofore. I have the legislative 
set and there is no doubt about the 
admission being fLxed at $10," 
stated the Tech president. "It Is not 
optional," he added. 

In commenting on the situation, 
Dr. Knapp stated that he anticipat-
ed a reduced enrollment this year. 
due to several causes including the 
increased registration fee. All state 
supported schools were treated 
alike in that fees were fixed and 
apportioned per number of stu-
dents. 

Activities Planned 
The usual summer activities, 

such as artist courses, a trip to the 
Carlsbad caverns and a men's out-
ing are planned. According to Dean 
J. M. Gordon of the school of liber-
al arts, the full course has not been 
completed. 

Saturday, July 1, will be a holi-
day instead of Tuesday, July 4, 
Dean Gordon stated. Those going

Since the resignation of 
Dean W. J. Miller last year, Dean 
Adams has served no acting dean of 
the engineering school. "Outstand-
ing work," of Dr. W. C. Hoiden "In 
the field of anthropology and arch-
eology" was recognized by changing 
his title from professor of history 
to "professor of history and anthro-
pology and director of archeological 
research." 

Svenson Is Registrar

Bound For Glorieta Pass; 
Toreador Staff Writer Is 
To Write Up Discoveries 

Dr. W. C. Holden, professor of 
history. left early yesterday morn-
ing for New Mexico, where he will 
spend the next six weeks excavating 
Indian pueblos In territories east of 
Santa Fe and north of Gallup. He 
was accompanied by his four-year-
old daughter, Jane, and approxi-
mately 20 students. The party is 
making the trip by truck and sev-
eral automobiles. 

The major part of-the time allot-
ted. the archeologists will be spent 
at the famous Glorieta Pass. Here 
Dr. Holden will unearth ancient 
ruins and attempt to identify the 
date of the civilization that pro-
duced them, Returning, he will take 
his helpers on a tour of Chaco can-
yon, in the northern part of the 
state. Nine term hours of college 
credit Is given by the hatory de-
partment for the expedition. 

Last summer Dr. Holden and his 
student diggers discovered a com-
plete Indian village at Old Tascosa, 
In the Texas Panhandle that dates-
from the thirteenth or fifteenth 
century. He was given credit for 
bringing to light a civilization not 
yet catalogued by southern arche-
ologists. This year he hopes to make 
other important discoveries.

REGARDING SOCIAL ACTIVITY 

According to a recent ruling of the social activities' 
committee, Tech social clubs will not be bothered with 
a two weeks' period of frenzied "rushing" of prospec-
tive members. Instead of rushing possible club assets, 
the clubs will be allowed to pledge new members by 
mid-semester only if the mid-semester reports show that 
the prospective member has not been reported failing in 
any subject or being unsatisfactory in as many as two 
subjects. 

Another ruling is to the effect that a club cannot 
pledge prospects, if. during the preceding semester, the 
club has not made an average of "C" or better per member 
with each member carrying an average of twelve hours. 

The Toreador believes that these new regulations 
have been needed for a long time. All too often, students 
come to college with the idea that the side-show is the im-
portant thing and that grades are necessary evils; that 
Merely getting by is sufficient. In this day, old ideas are 
being discarded and new ones substituted, a very desirable 
thing provided the new ideas are found to be worthy. It is 
to be regretted that the old idea that a "C" is a gentle-
man's grade has still sufficient influence to cause this 
grade to be used as a standard. 

The Toreador has no quarrel with social clubs but it 
does regret that the grade could not have been a little 
hieer and that an element of social service could not have 
been made one of the major aims of the present organiza-
tions as it is in the Forum or that a little serious effort and 
work on the part of the clubs to better themselves and to 
be of a more well rounded worth to their members be a 
part of the new plans.

Recent argument in the Texas legislature that Texas 
Technological college should be made into a liberal arts 
college was more sietio:tel,7 refuted at the Monday com-
mencement exercises than cosy- 5rfore. Statements made 
to the effect that the percentage of students enrolled in 
technical courses has been negligible, was clearly dis-
proved by the number of degrees given for four years, 
non-literary major work. 

Statistics gathered by the Toreador show that 40 per 
tent of the Masters of Arts degrees awarded on June 5 
were for specialized work in technical courses. Of the

The Dixie university Rebels, 

known last year as the Jefferson 
university Rangers, will entertain 
the Tech men in Dallas on the night 
of October 6. Coached by Nick 
Dobbs, the Rebels were one of the 
few undefeated elevens of the na-
tion in collegiate circles of 1932, 
bowing only to the Portsmouth 
Spartans of the National Profes-
sional football league. 

On October 14 the Techsters will 
compete for the Border conference 
crown when they journey to Tucson 
to battle the University of Arizona 
Wildcats In a night game. The 
Wildcats were one of the most pop-
ular clubs to appear here last fall. 

Louisiana Polytechnic Institute, a 
football power among the small col-
leges of the South, will clash with 
the Matadors beneath the lights 
here on October 20. The Louisiana 
school will be the first team from 
that state to meet the Scarlet in 
athletic combat.

gate, July 31 and continues through 
August 12. The Tech school is rec-
ognized as being one of the foremost 
In the nation, each year eclipsing all 
previous records from the stand-
point of attendance and of the 
greatest array of coaching talent 
ever assembled together at one time. 

Surpassing any previous mark, 
the Tech '32 school, held from July 
11-22, manufactured gridiron his-
tory. Drawn by the imposing staff 
of teachers, more than 450 coaches 
from 25 states attended the largest 
school of its kind ever held any-
where. 

This year's school even promises 
to shatter all records of the past by 
virtue of its coaching staff. It is the 
best balanced ever to hold sway over 
the school. 

Kipke Is Chief 
Heading the list of th's year's in-

structing luminaries its Harry Kipke 
of the University of Michigan, an 
exponent of the short punt system. 
The Wolverines won the Big Ten 
title last fall under his tutelage and 
were acclaimed 1932 football cham-
pions receiving the Rockne-Erskine 
trophy as a result of that honor.
