ing the Tech - Louisiana State 

1  University football game Satur- 1 day night. The banner was carried 
down the west side of the stadi-
um in front of the student section. 

The sororities asked that the 
candidate be disqualified because 
she broke the election rule that 

'states "banners must be the same 
size as election posters." 

The candidate stated that her 
banner had been approved by two 
members of the student council 
and election rules state that all 
publicity and campaigning must 
be approved by the student coun-
cil. 

However, the election commit-
tee stated that the council mem-
bers had no authority to okay 
campaign publicity unless they 
were members of the election 
committee or an executive officer. 
Neither one of the two members 
qualified for these categories. 

After hearing both sides, the 
committee voted unanimously to 
place the candidate on the bal-
lot and issued a written statement 
which included: 

"The election committee feels 
it was an unfortunate situation in 
which an honest mistake has 
been made and the election rules 
were too ii , ueral."

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Some Old Business; Some New 
IN THE SEPT. 26 issue of the Tor-
eador an editorial was published which 
showed, due to the heavy traffic on the 
Tech campus, the need of a full time 
traffic light at the intersection of 14th 
Street and College. 

The Tech Traffic Committee looked 
the situation over and then presented the 
problem to the City of Lubbock for 
their investigation. 

That is as far as it has gone. The 
light is still blinking red on the entrance 
to Tech and a yellow caution for the 
people on the avenue the better part of 
the day. 

This type of situation provides an 
excellent opportunity for the daredevil 
driver who likes to dig out and barely 
make it. However, for the normal dri-
ver, it is very disgusting to have to sit 
and wait for the lights up and down the 
avenue to get just right before he can 
move two or three car lengths, especially 
if he is back at the bookstore when he 
gets in line. 

After observing the heavy night 
traffic at that intersection, it becomes 
evident that the light should stay on 
from 7:15 a.m. until 9 p.m., instead of 
the previously mentioned 7:30 a.m. to 
6 p.m. 

At the Broadway and College en-
trance there is a hazard also. As a per-
son comes toward Tech on Broadway 
he will notice the light will change from 
red to a full green light and a left turn 
arrow. So far, so good. 

But, in a few seconds the left-turn 
arrow goes off and the green light stays 
on. At the same the arrow goes off, the 
people leaving the campus via Broadway 
get the go ahead sign. Below the green 
light for campus bound can is a sign 
which reads, "Turn Left on Arrow or 
Green."

Texas Western College's Miners 
hope to arrive at full strength for 
Tech after a week of colds and 
flu. 

With two first team players out 
last weeknd, the Miners still 
managed to squeak by New Mexi-
co University 15 to 13. Other 
members of the team had been 
feeling ill prior to last week's 
game. However, it was anticipated 
that they would be fully recovered 
by Saturday night's game. 

THE MINERS have 16 letter-
men back from a team that copped 
the Border Conference Champion-
ship with a 9-1 record last year, 
plus one letterman of 1952 re-
turning from the service. 

So far this year things have 
looked good for the Miners. They 
have consistently trailed in statis-
tics yet have won three gambs and 
lost none. 

THEY TRAIL in first downs, 
yards rushing, and yards passing. 
They have obtained 29 first downs 
to their opponents 90. They have 
gained 585 yards rushing to their 
opponents 706, and trail in passing 
yardage 137 to 155. However, 
they have only been penalized 45 
yards to their opponents 120. 

The West Texas State, Buffalos, 
who dropped Tech 19-0 in the 
opener, fell 20-13 to Texas West-
ern. North Texas State lost by 
one point 13-19, and New Mexico 
University lost by two points, 13-
15. 

RETURNING TO the lineup are 
fullback Charles Ward, 195 pound 
senior and 185 pound guard Bill 
Hannon. 

Ward, who didn't get to play 
against New Mexico, has carried 
17 times this year for 123 yards. 
This is the highest average ground 
gainer for the Miners with a 7.2 
yards per try. 

JOHN ROBERTS, Raider halfback 
from Stillwater, Okla., is ex-
pected to see a good deal of.

tackle position. Hannon weighs in 
at 185 and Watkins at 190.

to  save the Yanks from elimina-
tion. The reformed scatter-arm 
righthander, who failed  to  last 
two innings in Milwaukee, ended 
the game with  a  flourish by start-
ing  a  double play  on a  ball hit 
back  to  the box by Wes Covington. 
He walked only two and fanned 
eight Braves . 

Yogi Berra's 10th World Series 
homer with Enos Slaughter on 
base in the third inning gave the 
Yanks a 2-0 edge on starter Bob 
Buhl. But the Braves continued 
to fight back gamely just as they 
have done all season. 

Frank Torre, son of a retired 
Brooklyn policeman, got one run 
back with  a  fifth-inning homer in-
to the lower fight-field stands and 
Hank Aaron smashed a 420-foot 
drive into the Braves' bullpen in 
left to tie the score in the seventh 

SO IT WAS 2-2 when Bauer, 
the bruizer from the Marine 
Corps,  came  up to swing in the 
seventh with nobody  on  base. 

Ernie Johnson, who had relieved 
Buhl in the third. worked the 
count  on  Bauer to 2-2 before the 
Yankee right fielder drove the 
ball down the left-field foul line. 
It  hit the foul screen and bounced I 
back  on  the field in a moment of 
confusion. 

Foul line Umpire Frank Secory 
of the National League and third 
base Umpire Joe Paparella of the 
American gave that whirling sign 
with the right hand, indicating a 
home run. The ball had struck 
the screen that juts out from the 
foul pole into fair territory to 
help the umpires call borderline 
drives. It made no difference that 
it bounced back because it was a 
homer the minute it hit the screen 
about 315 feet from home plate. 

THIS WAS A tingling battle of 
home runs and fine pitching, play-
ed before 61.408 fans at Yankee 
Stadium in perfect baseball weath- 
•r. Appanently some of the out-of-

town customers who helped pack 
the park for the first two games 
had gone home for there  was 
room to spare. 

Turley. a 27-year-old righthand-
er, used the  same  "no windup" 
delivery made famous by Larsen 
in his perfect game last year.

EACH TIME he prepared to 
pitch, Turley shrugged his shoul-
ders, and took a deep breath. He 
has had a tendency  to  hurry him-
self  on  the mound. 

It worked against the eager 
Braves who now have had a good 
whiff of that big $9,100 check that 
awaits each of them if they win. 

TEN TIMES TURLEY went to 
three balls on a hitter, One was a 
3-2 pitch to Torre for the homer 
in the fifth. Another was a 3-1 
delivery to Aaron in the seventh.
