
Enrollment High Predicted 

For Second Straight Year 

 

For the second consecutive year 
Tech will have a record enroll-
ment. 

Registrar Warren Clement says 
enrollment will probably reach 
8,500 — 300 short of the long-
range prediction of 8.800, but 445 
more  than last fall's enrollment 
of 8,055. 

Tech became the second larg-
est state-supported college last 
fall. 

Entering freshman will total 
3,000, which is  a  four per cent in-
crease over last year. 

Trailing the large freshmen 
class  will  be the sophomores, 1,944; 
juniors, 1.665; seniors, 1,615, and 
graduates, 355. 

Millard F. French, Communica-
tions Commission Examiner, has 
recommended in Washington that 
Tech be given authorization to 
operate  an  educational television 
station over channel five. 

KDUB-TV and KCBD-TV have 
pledged financial assistrme to help 
provide the  area  with educational 
television service. 

Tech first became interested in 
educational television in 1953 
when W. D. Rogers Jr., president 
and general manager of Texas 
Telecasting, Inc., operators of 

Engineering will have the larg-
est increase of any school, accord-
ing to Clement. 

Arts and Sciences and Business 
Administration will increase 
slightly, with Home Economics and 
Agriculture remaining the same.

Any freshman registered for at 
least 12 semester hours and with 
a  one  point over all average  can 
take out  a  petition. The petitions 
must be back into the Student 
Council office Tuesday signed by 
75 members of the freshman class. 

Representatives will be elected 
from each dorm and eight repre-
sentatives will be elected from of 
campus in the election Sept. 27. 
Later nine members from all of 
the freshman class will be elected. 
That election will be Oct. 9. 

Rules for the campaign pro-
ceeding for the election Tuesday 
are  that each candidate is allow-
ed  no  more than ten posters,  no 
larger than 10 by 30 inches, and 
no  banners. All posters must be 
taken down 24 hours after the 
election.

Elevators Prove 
Useful to Girls 
In New Dormitory

A self-service elevator in the 
new women's dorm actually prov-
•fi to be "worth its salt" Tuesday 

when students began moving in. A 
sad note, though is that the eleva-
tor will be used only for freight 
and not for transportation. 

Until the dining room and kitch-
en are finished, the girls are eat-
ing in Horn, Knapp, Drone and 
Doak 'Halls. ' 

Another new feature of the 
dorm will be an informal 
lounge where the girls may wear 
bermuda shorts or pedal pushers. 
There will also be a formal lounge. 
A project for the new residents 
will be to buy a TV set. Also each 
floor has an ironing room with 
some storage space included. 

The dorm, which is costing an 
estimated $1,895,000, is an L-shap-
ed structure in modified Spanish 
Renaissance architecture. Accom-
modating approximately 375 worn-
en and the house mother, Miss 
Alice May, the rooms boast of 
built-in furniture, added storage 
space, double duty bed and slid-
ing doors. 

There are two built-in chest-of-
drawers and a special-design bed. 
The bed is a couch by day by 
pushing it ten inches under a per-
manent bolster which is attached 
to the wall. The bolster also can be 
used as a shelf. Over each bed 
there is a recessed picture mold 
and three storage drawers are 
built-in under the beds. 

Two closets with sliding doors 
grace each room. The sliding doors 
save space. since they do not open 
out in to the room. Over the clo-
sets and entrance door are three 
storage spaces with sliding doors. 

Each student has  a  separate 
built-in study desk with built-in 
bookcases. A double-arm study 
lamp and cork tackboard  are  built 
above each desk. Every room has 
two windows and all the furni-
ture is white oak wood. A lava-
tory is built-in each room to. the 
left of the door and the floors are 
of asphalt tile. Each lavatory is 
painted a pastel color to harmon-
ize with the color scheme of the 
room.

Successful Vaccine

BALTIMORE. Sept. 18 — The 
first successful vaccine against a 
major common cold virus was re-
ported tonight. The Baltimore Sun 
said the vaccine was developed by 
Dr. Winston H. Price, Johns Hop-
kins University scientist. 

In a copyright story in tomor-
roWs paper, Sun science writer 
Weldon Wallace reported the vac-
cine prevented colds caused by the 
JH virus in 80 per cent of 400 
persons inculated in a series of 
controlled tests. 

The JH virus, isolated by Dr. 
Price in previous studies, caused 
30 per cent of the common colds 
which came to his attention in in-
vestigations made over a two-year 
period. 

The vaccine was made from the 
killed JH virus and produced no 
symptoms, discomfort or side ef-
fects whatsoever in persons who 
received it in Dr. Price's test, the 
paper said. 

Although an unknown number 
of viruses are responsible for colds 
and Dr. Price's vaccine can't be 
expected to work against all of 
them the Sun called it "the first 
breakthrough in finding a preven-
tive for this ailment, one of man- 
kind's most vexing complaints." 

The book is well ahead of 
schedule.

The Texas Tech faculty at a 
meeting Tuesday afternoon by 
resolution charged the Tech Board. 
of Directors of violating accredita-
tion standards on faculty tenure 
and academic freedom in dismis-
sing three professors and then re-
fusing to reconsider or give rea-
sons for the dismissals. 

The resolution stated the fac-
ulty regards with ..grave concern" 
the dismissals. It said such proce-
dures as the closed executive ses-
sion and the refusal to reconsider 
the action or to give reasons "jeo-
pardize the status of every active 

and compel ant member of the 
faculty," 

In the resolution also was an 
endorsement of the standards and 
principles of the Southern Asso-
ciation of Colleges and Secondary 
Schools, and "since we believe 
those standards pertaining to fac-
ulty tenure and academic free-
dom have been violated, we also 
believe ... the investigation, to be 
full and complete, necessarily must 
take into account the views of the 
faculty" of Tech. 

"Therefore, let it be resolved 
that the representative of the 
Southern Association be informed 
that the faculty of Texas Techno-

Henderson and Billy Woodin at 
tackles, Moore and Ed Strickland 
at guards, Jack Henry at center, 
Floyd Dellinger at quarterback, 
Milton Vaughn at left half, Jim-
my Knox at right half and Charles 
Dixon at full. 

Definitely out for the Buffalo 
encounter with a broken hand is 
quarterback John Riddle. He will 
probably miss the first two or 
three games. 

Ronnie Rice, a freshman quar-
terback  last season is back at 
quarter behind Dellinger, Jerry 
Bell and Ken Talkington to give 
more depth to that position. 

Dellinger returned only Wed-
nesday after the death of his 
mother Sunday. 

Winston Boeker, right tackle, 
may not be able to play until mid-
season due  to  an eye infection 
that began during the summer. He 

West Texas State will bring a 
team to Jones Stadium Saturday 
loaded with returning lettermen 
who carried the Buffaloes to eight 
victories against two defeats and 
a berth in the Tangerine Bowl in 
1936. 

One of those eight wins was a 
34-14 thrashing of the Red Raid-
ers and Coach Frank Kimbrough's 
charges will be back for more of 
the same this time. 

West Texas will have 21 letter-
men returning, including five 
starters.

Epps is being boomed for All-
Conference honors this fall. He is 
moving from guard to center this 
year to replace the loss of Doug 
Higgins, second-team All-Confer-
ence. 

Kauffman, the captain of the 
Buffs, will be p. starter for the 
third straight year. Although 
quiet off the field he is always a 
rugged performer in action. 

Ballard was last year's top pass 
receiver with eight passes for 125 
yards and one TD. This is his sec-
ond season as a starter. 

In addition, an All-Border Con-
ference starter on the 1953 Buff 
eleven, Bob Whelchel, is return-
ing from military service to bolster 
an attack that averaged 30 points 
per game in '56. 

Kimbrough, launching his elev-
enth season at West Texas, does 
have a few problems. One is re-
placing quarterback Bubba Hill-
man, a starter for four seasons. In 
last week's 20-7 win over McMur-
ry the Buffs used junior Jack 
York at the quarterback spot the 
majority of the game. However, 
Mac Kehoe, a promising candi-
date up from the freshman team, 
and senior Lindly Davis are ex-
pected to give York a battle for the 
job. 

Another problem is replacing 
several key linemen. Lost from 
last year's team are guard Joe 
Brooks and tackle Phil Wright, 
All-Border performers, and the 
above mentioned center Higgins. 

Right now the line shapes up 
with Ballard and Tommy Coffey 
at ends; Harold Lamb and Kauff-
man at tackles; Clarence Whitten-
berg, Leon Manley or Jackie 
Whittat guards and Epps at can-
ter. 

Coffey, a junior has been an 
extra-point and kickoff specialist 
and is getting the call at left end 
this year. In the McMurry game 
he made several fine catches for 
good gains. 

VVhittenberg, a senior, has been 
moved over to guard from center, 
where he has played the past 
three seasons, and is expected to 
have his best year. 

Manley and White are sopho-
mores moving up from last year's 
freshman team where they show-
ed considerable promise. 

Lamb, anotthhr senior, is the 
associate captain. He is strongest 
on defense.
